EARLY DAYS IN CANADIAN BROADCASTING

{In our last issue, we deseribed the Montreal factory in which Canada’s first

broadeasting station was established, in 1919,

equipment.)

The front of the boex openz down fo
make a table for writing paper, disclos-
ing three vacuum tubes leoking like so
many glass bubbles =zome five or six
inchez in diameter. In cupboardz under
the table are a transformer and other
vital parts, connected direetly or in-
divectly by concealed wiring with the
vacuum tubes, the telegraph keys, and
an intricate aszembly of condensers,
chokes, inductances, meters, hard-rubber
knobs, and miscellaneous pieces of ap-
paratuz the names of which had not at
that time won their way into the die-
tionary,

At the vight front of the box, above
the desk or table, is a radio receiving
sel panel along the lower face of which
are arranged seven amall glasz tubes
standing upright in a row., Those are
tubesz of a type which will be guite un-
known to the majority of radio lizten-
ers in 1940, for they are to play their
little part om the radio stage to the
gselect handful of professional! and ama-
tear experimenters behind the scenes in
19189—to bow and make their exit very
shortly after the curtain rises on the
great drvama, comedy, faree or bur-
lesque, which is broadeasting, A pair of
headphones is provided for the operator
of the radio zet, and it iz evident that
he ean send and receive by telegraphic
code with this cutfit—and see!—there is
something Iying on the table—something
resembling a telephone transmitter, Be-
hold the microphone, not very long wed-
ded to radio nor yet regarded as a trust-
worthy mate. Rather, the microphone
iz a =zort of junior partner im this com-
bination, capahble of only short ranges
as compared with the more efficient
wireleas telegraph operation for which
thiz outfit was primarily designed, Ace-
tually, this installation iz one of a great
number developed for British military
signal serviees during the Great War.
With the cezsation of hoztilitiez the
manufacturerz in England found them-

zelves with many sets on their hands.
It oceurred to someone that zome of
them might be shipped to Canada and
here, perhaps, be sold for use in varioos
eommercial enterprises, particularly inm
the pulp and paper industry az a means
of communieation in Canadian forests
and between pulp mills and city offices,
More of thiz, however, later,

This set which we are inzpecting in
the whitewashed room on William Street
is about o be put on the air, Remem-
ber, this is 1919, An engineer comez up
the stairzs from the main floor of the
factory where he has started a motor-
generator which iz to supply cuarrvent to
our wirelesz telephone, He entera this
bare room which is the first Canadian
radio studio, and throwsz a switeh., The
three tubez light vp, not glowing dim-
Iy as most of our tubes do today, but
shining with the brilliance of electrie
bulbz. There is a panze of a few min-
utes to allow the tubes to become thor-
opughly warmed and ready for action,
Then the engineer picks up the micro-
phone which looks so much like a com-
mon telephone., He heldz it close to his
lips and speaks—thus: “Hello! Hello!
Thiz is wireless telephone station X'WA
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at Montreal. Hello! Hella! How are
you getting this? Is it clear? Is the
modulation OK.?7 XWA at Montreal is
changing over™,

Now, you in 1940 might ask the mean-
ing of the expression “changing over'.
If we today concluded a broadeast with
that announcement, you would wonder
why, You might think “changing over”
meant a change for the better in the
program zenze, or mayvhe a change of
announcers, In 1919, the few dozen peo-
ple in Montreal and distriet able to hear
the test broadeazts understood it to
mean that the engineer with the miecro-
phone was standing by to receive a reply
from zome other station operator with
whom he was conducting hiz  experi-
ments, Indeed we, watching the broad-
cazt in the William Street factory, would
gee the engineer throw over a switeh on
the front panel of the set as he finished
saying the words “changing over”., Wa
may not have noticed that the engineer
iz wearing a pair of headphonez. Now,
a5 he haz thrown the switch, he iz ready
to receive., He turns the tuning con-
denser dials and makes other adjuost-
ments az he listens for the reply,

1,200 Metres

Such were the first broadeasts which
went out from Montreal 21 years ago.
In case you are interested in wave-
lengths and frequencies, it might be
mentioned that the wavelength uzed was
1,200 metrez, rather more than twice as
long az the longest wawve the average
broadeast receiver of today iz capable
of tuning in. 1,200 metres iz equivalent
to a frequency of 250 kiloeyeles, which
is somewhat less than half the lowest
frequency included in the present day
broadeast band,

In thosze early days, the radio lizten-
erz were almozt excluzively people who
eould  understand the radiotelepraph
code.  As there was rarely anything
other than code to be heard, there was
nothing interesting to anyone except the
person who, ag a professional or ama-
teur operator, could derive some enjoy-
ment from hearing code messages being
exchanged between commercial stations
on land and sea and hetween experi-
menters making a hobby of wireless
telegraphy., For the most part these nan-
professional  experimenters were hovs
and youths who worked in their attics
with home-built apparatusz, crazhing out

messages with a telegraph key and scar-
ing the neighbors with the flashing of
blue sparks and an intermittent blink-
ing of house lights,

When we first began broadeasting we
were personally acquainted with most
of our rural and, I think, all of our
urban listeners in the district of Mon-
treal. Thus we had an awdience of peo-
ple who were not very hard to pleasze,
The experimental tests, interrupted by
the engineer’s oft-repeated “changing
over” were weleomed by our lizteners
with peneral =atizfaction., When the
speaker in hizs tests recited the alphabet,
or, by way of wvariation, the numbers
from one to ten, there were no com-
plaints about the program!

One of the first historic eveniz in
which the apparatos figured was in con-
nection with a mesting of the Royal
Soclety of Canada at Ottawa, early in
1920, when addrezsez to the members
were broadeast from Montreal and re-
ceived at the capital ecity. By this time,
the activities within the factory studio
on William Street were beginning to in-
terest the newspaper rveporters. In this
regard I must mention the valuable ser-
vies which was performed by the news-
papers in spreading news of the arrival
of broadeasting, Looking backward to
those days, I ecan never help feeling

Qur listeners continue to send wus
examples of mizpronunciation. Our first
thiz month iz the word al-TER-nate. A
network program of excellent music was
preceded by the announcement that this
feature would be heard on ALL-ter-mit
weeks, (Spelling, of course, is phonetic).
The emphasis, we are informed, should
be on the zecond syllable, not on the
first, when the word is uzed in the sense
intended,

Listeners were mystified recently
when a morning news reader stated that
Bir John Reith had been “elevated from
a Knighthood to a ‘Bronly"."” Never hav-
ing heard of a Bronly, we inspected the
teletype copy of the news report, and,
aure enough, it appeared as Bronly., Our
gueas iz that something slipped in the
mechanieal process of transmission.

Ancther instance of typographical er-
ror was the reading of CRATES for
CRANES in a report deseribing an
R.AF, raid on the wharves of Ham-
burg. However, they were neither crates
nor cranes when the RAF. left them.

A correspondent asks why some an-

nouncers perzizt in  calling VICHY
“YVEERH-AY" when it zhould be
VEESH-EE™,

We heard COM-ment mispronounced
in & newsz bulletin the other morning,
The accent was incorrectly placed upon
the second syllable. Another word which
geemsz Lo be badly treated iz AI-LAYED,
which some announcers will persist in
pronouncing Al-layed.

A “S0N-orous" baritone announced in
a recorded program proved to be very
pleazantly =on-OR-ous, as many listen-
era anticipated.

Tt was surprising to hear Vancouver's
“Zanctuary™ program  described as a
FPREE-zentation.

The heroie effortz of radio announcers
to avoid repeating phrases have the ef-
feet of developing a tendency to express
commonplace ideas in extraordinary
language. Thus, some nights ago we

grateful to the Pregs for the aszistance
they rendered in bringing broadeasting
to the notice of the publie, and for the
many personal courtesies I received from
Montreal editors and reporters. 1L 1=
quite fitting that I should mention this,
because my dutiez at that time were
thase of official lecturer, promoter and
public relations man for the well-known
radic manufacturer from whose works
the hroadeasts were being transmitted.
It was my job to arrange public demon-
strations at meetings of service clubs,
at schools and church gatherings, efe,
as well as to conduct many of the
broadeastz, which in those days meant
operating the transmitter as well as
speaking into the microphone. The sup-
port of newspapers was vital to the sue-
cesz of our effortz just as soon as the
experimental speech transmissions were
augmented by the odd musieal number
and provided something more interesting
though still not highly entertaining. Qe
might broadeast for months or years
but until pecple were supplied with
“agrs to hear” one's efforts would be
wasted on the desert air. Somehow, the
general public had to be told about it
We put on demonstrations at numerous
places in and around Montreal, and folks
would strain to hear the feeble tinkle of
music from the dimunitive lond speaker.
When we aszured them that radic waves
were penetrating their homes, they were
often discouragingly skeptical and would
wag their heads in doubt. Reliance wpon
such mctivities alone would have made
the adoption of the mew baby by the
public a slow and painful process.

Buf the newspapers kept close track
of uz. For better or worse, they spread
the news into the homes of their read-
ers. They co-operated with us in pro-
motional stunts, and in  innumerable
ways the Press helped the cause along,
zo that vou who enjoy the benefits of
broadeasting and we in the radio pro-
foszion can thank the enterprizing Press
for Thelping the infant broadeasting
through the measles and the mumps:
which is mot to zay that the youthful
subject is yet completely free from
snifflez and a kind of growing pains
from which, let us hope, it will some
day be delivered! (To be continued.)
