the district's history.

The picturesgque bilue hills and high
plateaus south of Morden =o familiar
to us and a pleasant surprise for the
visitor to the plains, rise to an altitude
of seven hundred feet above the prairie
level. Sudden steep escarpments and
gharp drops changing to beautiful val-
levs lower down resemble at times the
romantie glenz of Sir Walter Scott's

Highlands, One beautiful wvalley that
would fit =some scene of the great
romancer lies just ten miles straight

south of Morden, One can stroll down
through those shady glens and up the
gteep sides and suddenly at a turn, in
imagination, see rise from each “copse
and heath” those valiant warriors of
Roderick Dhu and the tall erect form
of Fitz James outlined against the
western sun——standing there at bay, as
he defies the clansmen! The setting
could well be here, in a somewhat more
pastoral way it is true—but then, com-
parison should never be ftoo exacting.

South of the Pembina River this
geenic  hill-country  extends  intermit-
tently for anocther twenty milez. These

i

In this article Dr. Dack recounts some of

pleasant sun-kissed slopes extending to-
wards the Park River country gradu-
ally descend, forming the watershed of
the Tongue River that issues out of
the Mountain in a brook fifteen miles
sputhwest of Walhalla, The brook flows
sputheast then turns northeast through
the rich farmlands of today, passing
Cavalier and thence [lowing into the
Pembina.

In the days of Alexander Henry this
area was rich in game and furs, Deer,
antelope, buffalo and moose abounded
in those days of the past; beaver, otter,
mink, muskrat and other valuable furs
were brought to Fort Pembina and the
Hair Hillz post each vear. A rich coun-
try, laden with produce in demand in
those older days of the voyageur, and
the fur barons. The Sioux on the one
hand and the Assiniboines, Chippewas
and Saulteur Indians on the other hand
were in constant strife over the mas-
tery of these areas. By their combined
strenpgth the latter were generally in
possession of the territory as far as or
near to the Cheyenne River country.
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However, this was not always the ease.
Some wvears the indomitable courage
and resourcefulness of the Sioux In-
dians made them masters of all those
landz extending to within a few miles
of the Tongue River. Then again in a
following =eason, the northern Indians
{Assiniboines, Saulteurs, ete.) would
meet and hold great pow-wows at Calf
Mountain or Allard's Point, south of
Morden. To the meetings of these tribes
would come delegates from as far as
Souris, Portage la Prairie and the As-
siniboine River country. They would
meet then on the high plateau south of
Darlingford at Calf Mountain, or at the
lofty Indian campsite overlooking the
whole Red River Valley now known as
Allard’s Point eight miles south of Mor-
den. Here could be zeen away to the
enst the dark blue line of trees that
follow the Hed River of the North. To
the south from  this vantage point,
plainly discernible, were the high hills,
west of Walhalla; at that particular
time held by the dreaded Sioux.

Here plans were made and [inally
executed to attack the Sioux in force
and to drive them well south of the
Chevenne River which waz about
seventy miles south of the Tongue
River. . . .

For more than a week the weather
had been unbearably hot. On a morn-
ing late in June, 1805, two long columns
of Sioux Indians were striking north-
easterly from the Cheyvenne River to-
wards the Tongue River west of the
present site of Cavalier, N.D. A third
column joined them coming from the
direction of Devils Lake. The whole
group met on the Tongue Hiver near
Akra, After resting for two days on
the wooded shores of the stream, the
hordes of Sioux marched northeasterly,
keeping well hidden, passing Cavalier
and arriving southeast of Bathgate,
Morth Dakota, on July 3rd.

Al this time a group of Assiniboine
and Saulteur Indians from Fort Pem-
hina were camped southwest of the
Fort near what is now known as Bath-
gate, N.D. This party had been out
preparing dried meat for the winter

and were not expecting any attack as
there had been no untoward rumors,
such as usually are afloat in like cir-
cumstances.

One of the party climbed a high tree
on  the look-out for buffalo. He no
sooner reached the top than two Sioux
scouts fired and he dropped mortally
ﬁ:ﬁlll’ldt.'d, barely having time to warn
his companions. The noise brought the
Indians from their tents when, per-
ceiving the danger, the women and
children instantly ran through the
plains toward a large clump of wood on
the Tongue river about one mile dis-
tant, in a direct line to the Fort. The
men took to their arms and made off
also, keeping the women and children
well to their rear to enable them to
reach the fort if possible,

_(:mm:in;; Tongue river and in a few
minutes coming up with  them, the
Sioux war party overcame the stub-
born resistance by sheer force of num-
bers. The Saulteurs were within 200
vards of the sheller when they were
overcome and dispatched. Several wo-
men and children escaped in the woods,
where the enemy chased them on
horseback: but the willows and brush
were so0 enmeshed that every one of
this group escaped, A boy of 12 Vears
pursued by a Sioux erawled into a hol-
low under a bunch of willows, which
the horseman leaped over without per-
ceiving him. One of the small girls es-
caped after losing her mother and
small sister, victims of the Sioux. Two
of Alexander Henrv's nearest [riends
lost their lives at this time, alter super-
human attempts to save the lives of
some of the women and children.

The survivers, only a few In num-
ber, reached Fort Pemhina in the dead
of night, exhausted and a horrible spec-
lacle of fear and terror. The site of the
massacre was on the Tongue river be-
tween Fort Pembina and Bathgate. At
a later period Henry and his men ecov-
ered the scene of battle, thoroughly ex-
plored the ground and buried the
fallen.

gast in September, 1945,

Dangast iz a village on the southern
shore of the Jade Basin, across which
can be seen the much-bombed port of
Wilhelmshaven, about four miles away.
Y M.CA Supervisor Art Etter of Vir-
den, Manitoba, drove me uap from his
battered headquarters at Rustrop alr-
field, near Bad Zwischenahn, to watch
the process of removing a few pictur-
esgque buildings from the pastoral land-
seape.

Demolition experts engaged in the
task of reducing this and many similar
villages from camouflaged fortresses to
their original truly rural  innocence,
were the 16th Field Company, Hoyal
Canadian Engineers, Their O.C., Major
Wray Jones, of Winnipeg, entertained
us to lunch in his brick summer cottage
on & prassy sitretch beside the sea, He
deseribed the work of the Engineers in
rebuilding hombed roads and carryving
out numerous other constructive pro-
jects, He took me into an oversized
garage which was stacked with cylin-
drical blocks of T.N.T., a grim collection

of German mines, coils of fuse cord, and
enougzh miscellaneous explosive mater-
ial, it seemed to me, to wreck a city.

Following destruction of fortifica-
tions in the Frisian Islands, the Field
Company had been using Nazi prison-
ers to locate and harvest mines of their
own sowingz. That job accomplished, its
attention had been given to smashing
soveral batteries of 5-inch anti-aircraft
guns, some radar stations, and a num-
ber of the powerful searchlights whoze
glaring rays had blinded many of our
bomber crews on their raids over Wil-
helmshaven,

We explored the wreckage of the ra-
dar installation which had stood on =@
knoll on the outskirts of Dangast. Now,
it was a tangled mess of gear wheels,
knobs, dials, broken panelz and snarled
wiring, Iving in the grass and weeds.
The long tapered guns were overturned
and bevond all possibility  of  repair.
Major Wray Jones explained the tech-
nigue of placing just sufficient captured
THN.T. under guns and buildings, to Lift
them into the air and let their own
weight do the rest. Too much explosive
would risk damaging nearby farm
houses. There was no dezire to injure
the persons or property of civilians,
This consideration was evidenced by
the warnings given to the occupants of

Apparently a farm bullding of red brick with
green shingled reof and with windows sug-
gesting  jnaccent domestic purpose,  Actually,
a Nari “fortress” with walls and roof of rein-
foreed concrete, four feet thick.

several homes to open their windows
and place themselves in  positions of
safety.

Az I observed them, the civilians dis-
plaved no regrets for the demilitariza-
tion of their village, On the contrary,
they seemed to co-operate willingly in
anything required of them. They group-
ed themzelves as interested spectators
and if their facial expressions were in-
dicative of their inward feelings, these
peaple regarded the proceedings as a
proper if not entirely pleazant sequel
1o a bad dream.

Apart from demolitions already com-
pleted, there was nothing about Dan-
gast to suggest the part it had played
in the defence of Wilhelmshaven, Ap-
pearances, however, were deceptive. A
red-brick structure with a green-paint-
ed shingle roof, for instance, might
have been just another farm building,
even to the creeper growing over it and
the saplings which could have been
planted as a windbreak, But closer in-
spection disclosed its true significance.
I was taken inzside and shown that the
wallz, inner roof and floor were all four-
feet thick and of reinforced conecrete,
Several other additions to the sleepy
simplicity of the local scene proved to be
disguized bunkerz which had been used
to house troops and store munitions,
The brick in every case was merely a
veneer, the “windows" served no pur-
poze as such and their “curtains” were
usually nothing but artistic efforts in
white paint.

Four buaildings were blown up that
afternoon, as a  joint contribution to

our entertainment and to the future
peace of the world, The procedure con-
zizted of placing in each room a hun-
dred pounds or =0 of T.N.T., connecting
the blocks by lengths of “instantane-
ous” fuse, bringing all the fuse cords
to a little cube of TN, T. about the size
of a cake of toilet soap, and attaching
to it & vard of slow-burning fuse termin-
ating in a metal cap. Sharp removal of
the metal cap ignited the vard of fuse,
which burpned for two minutes hefore
discharging the little cube of T NT
What happened after that was sudden,
for the instantaneous fuse burned at
the rate of 5000 metres per second.
Cur orders were to walk, not run, to
our jeep when fthe slow fuse started.
Funning might involve risk of tripping
and falling before reaching saflety.

The time lapse between pulling that
cap and the subsequent explosion was
to me rather more exciting than wait-
ing for the red light to bloom in a ra-
dio studio, It was adequate, of course,
and when our jeep had taken us to our
observation post we stood for half a
minute with a group of men, women
and children and saw  the [our-foot
slabe of conerete rise and tumble down
to rubble. Last on our demolition pro-
gramme that afternoon was a former
troop latrine, of the same rugged steel
and concrete construction . . . .

We returned to our host’s quarters
on the far side of Dangast, feeling a
trifle sorry for the villagers nearer the
seene of our endeavours, but glad to
have witneszed the drawing of four of
the dragon's teeth.

of these shells measures 25 inches across,
cumbined weight is approximately 100 Ihs.

Shells may be divided into two main
rroups. Those with a single valve (or
shelly, like the garden snail, are called
univalves and those with a hinged,
double shell (like a clam) are known
as bivalves, each half being known as
a valve,

The snail, clam, octopus and sguid
are all known as molluses because their
hodies are soft and devoid of any bony
zikeleton (Latin “mollis” means soft).
Apart [rom extinet fossil forms,  the
known living species of molluses prob-
ably exceed 50,000, and more are be-
ing dizcovered and described each year.
Zome live on land (some are not known
putside one particular valley) but maost
of them are found in fresh and sea
waters, At sea, from a depth of 3000
fathoms (over three miles), molluses
are brought up in dredges.

The largest known living clam is
found in the Indian Ocean. Its common
name is the giant clam and its scienti-
fie name Tridacna (Latin “three bites”)
gigas (Latin “giant”). Probably, few
people think of clams as being danger-
ous to man, except by poisoning him
after eating them, but these clams have
Killed several humans by their sheer
strength. While they lie in shallow
water with valves open for oxyvgenating
the gills and for fecding, a man may
“put his foot in it” accidentally when,

in defense, the valves are clozed and he
is a prisoner till he drowns. If he has
a larsze knife handy, he may have some
small chance of severing the clam’s
muscles or of removing his own [oot
or hand, and so releasing himselif.

In the Museum is a line zpecimen
which, including both valves, probahly
weighs well over one hundred pounds.
Mearby is a photograph of a dead man
with his hand trapped between fhe
valves of a similar specimen ag he fool-
ishly tried to rob it of an enormous but
almost worthless pearl. This pearl is
sgid to have weighed 14 lhs. 1 oz and
measured 9% by 5l inchez, The na-
tives who recovered the clam., pearl and
the victim's body estimated the clam’s
age at 450 years. As a gem the pearl
was useless but as a world's record in
size it may have had some commercial
value. The wvietim was a Dyak named
Fiem from the Philippine Islands, That
elam was no higger than the one in the
Museum, which is shown in our illus-
tration.

These clams can attach themselves 1o
rocks by means of fine threads that are
strong enough to hear the whole weight
of the clam. In life, they are gorgedus-
Iv eoloured and, according 1o Lydekker
“g mass of them a mile in extent has
heen compared to a bed of tulips™

Our specimen measures 231 inches
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across each valve but others have been
taken measuring over 36 Inches in
width and weighing 500 lbs. The Re-
public of Venice presented Francis 1
with a pair of valves, now used as beni-
tlers (receptacles for holy water) in
the church at 5t Sulpice in Paris; these
weigh 500 Ihe. A London specimen mea-
sured 40 inchez and weighed 431 Ibs.
Dall reported one weighing 698 |bs
i Perhaps Dall was a fisherman; if so,
imagine the weights of those that got
awayv!l All these weights are of the two
valves exclusive of the heavy animals
that once inhabited them.

When Eddie Fov opened in "The RHed
Ml in the fall of 1945, he was ac-
claimed by the critics as “the funniest
man on Broadway”., ITis success was
not easily achieved but was rather the
result of long years of hard work in
vaudeville and musical comedy. He
started off right by being one of seven
offspring of Eddie Fov, Sr., master
vaudeville comedian. His first stage
appearance  was at  Hammerstein's
Theatre, New York, at the age of four.
