February Target 
As the Newstower goes to press, 

only the delivery of a few items 
of equipment and final testing re-
main before WOW-TV operates 
on "Maximum Power" — 100,000 
watts video, 50,000 watts audio — 
the maximum permitted stations tel-
ecasting on Channels 2 through 6.
