Kathleen Stokes
In 1937, Kathleen Stokes,

then a theatre organist in To-
ronto was called in hy Bert
Pearl to play on a replacement
radio program for the CBC.
Though the probable duration
of the program was three days,
the “Happy Gang” has kept
Kay Stokes busy every week-
day for the past 22 years.

One of the present Happy
Gang’s two original members
(Blain Mathe is the other)
Kay has brought her effusive-
ness and ready humour to the
Gang’s daily broadcasts. On or
off the air her indomitable
spirit inspires all close to her.

Kathleen Stokes was born
in the town of Thorold, On-
tario, near St. Catherines. She
studied piano and organ at St-
Joseph’s Convent in Toronto
and later taught music there.
While in high school she
played the organ in theatres
and churches to pay for her
musical education. Today she
is licentiate of the University
of Toronto.

When discovered by Pearl
for the “Happy Gang” she was
performing at the Shea’s Hip-
podrome in Toronto; she had
several previous radio pro-
grams to her credit and led a
Toronto all-girl orchestra.

Her colourful organ solos
and duets with Blain Mathe
have made her a Happy Gang
favourite over the years. Kay
frequently entertains the Gang
socially and enjoys a reputa-
tion as an excellent cook, espe-
cially when it comes to making
fancy desserts. Her hobbies
include collecting costume
jewellery and driving her auto,
usually around her Honey
Harbour vacation spot amongst
the 30,000 islands on Georgian
Bay.

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Filmed programs make up a
large part of the schedule of any
television station. The technical
department at CBWT is respon-
sible for both the quality of pick-
up and transmission of films and
for the actual filming and process-
ing of many “live” programs for re-
broadcast later or for analysis by
the program department.

Live television programs are
filmed by a process known as kine-
scope recording, and the finished
product—a film, is called a kine-
recording, or more usually a kine
(pronounced “kinny.”)

The process by which a kine is
made is rather unusual. A 16 mm.
film camera is mounted in front of
a small picture tube much like the
ones in home receivers, with one
important exception: the image on
the screen can either be negative
or positive, depending on the pur-
pose for which the film is intended
When only one copy of the film is
required, the image on the screen
is made negative and it is photo-
graphed onto negative film mater-
ial, resulting in a direct positive
film. When duplicates of the film
are required, the image is made
positive, resulting in a negative
film from which prints can be
made

During the making of a kine,
the sound is recorded on both the
film itself and on the tape. Since
the film sound track is inferior in
quality to the tape recording it is
used only if the tape machine has
failed or by stations which do not
have the special equipment re-
quired to play these special sproc-
keted tapes.

After the live television program
has been “kined” the film is sent
to our processing laboratory. When
our techincians there have devel-
oped the film it is sent to our film

of tests. By examining these test
strips the technicians in the labora-
tory can check on the processing
and ensure correct operation of
their equipment.

As a safeguard against any pos-
sible failure on the part of equip-
ment or performers kine-recordings
are sometimes made of both the
dress rehearsal and the actual tele-

by co-ordinating producer and video producer.

department. If duplicate prints are
required, the film department sends
it to our technical laboratory in To-
ronto for printing and distribution.

The first few feet of every film
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KINESCOPE RECORDER.

cast, each on two kinescope re-
corders.

Normal processing time for a
half-hour reel of film is about 40
minutes.

The location from which films
are played for transmission is
known as the telecine room. In it
are two television cameras slightly
different in design from studio
cameras. The film is projected
directly onto the pickup tubes of
these cameras. Slides (station
breaks, commercials, etc.) are also
handled in the telecine room.

Into each camera two film pro-
jectors and two slide projectors are
focused, using a prism and mirror
system called a “multiplexer.”
These projectors are controlled
from a panel at which the telecine
technician works. The technician
switches from film to slides (or
vice-versa) by controlling the light
from the projectors. He has his
own picture and sound monitors
and an intercom connecting him
with the studio or booth to which
he is feeding the program material.

The obtaining, handling, and
editing of films at CBWT is the
concern of the Film Department
under Miss Grace Brown, who will
undertake to explain the operation
of her department in the next few
issues of CBC Times.

Quality not Quantity
“The older I grow the more I long

for quality, fewer and better people,
fewer and better things in the

One morning, as we were flying
over the Atlantic on the way to his
meeting with President Truman at
the White House, I asked Mr.
Attlee (as he then was) how he
found being Prime Minister; he had
been in office only a few weeks. He
gave a characteristic sharp chuckle.

“As I go up the stairs from the
Cabinet Room,” he said, “I pass the
portraits of all my predecessors on
the walls. And sometimes I stop
and look at them and say: ‘Well,
there were some pretty rum birds
among you, I must say. And some
of you didn’t last long either. May-
be I can beat one or two of you.’
And then I go on upstairs and have
tea with my wife.”

Earl Attlee’s seven years as Prime
Minister followed directly on five
years as Deputy Prime Minister in
the War Cabinet, the longest con-
secutive period at the head of
affairs of any British statesman in
this century. Yet he is still in some
ways the most unknown of Prime
Ministers or so I have often
thought when comparing the man
I know with the public image many
have of him. I remember when he
asked me if I would go to Downing
Street as his adviser on Press mat-
ters, he said: “You know, Francis,
I am allergic to the Press.” I have
a feeling the Press has responded
by not knowing quite what to make
of him.

A Prime Minister Remembers
was filmed in the sitting-room of
Cherry Cottage the house near
Great Missenden in Buckingham-
shire to which Lady Attlee and he
retired when they left Downing
Street—and it is actually part of an
even longer conversation he and I
had all through that afternoon.
From this long conversation a forty-
five-minute extract was made with
Lord Attlee’s agreement which will,
I think, be found to be not only of
great historical importance but
fascinating television. Much of the
credit for this belongs to Richard
Cawston who produced it.

A Prime Minister Remembers
A foreword by FRANCIS WILLIAMS to his television conversa-

tion with Earl Attlee on “Explorations” this week
(Reprinted from BBC Radio Times)

When the idea of such a program
for Lord Attlee’s seventy-sixth
birthday—if he would agree—was
first suggested, Cawston at once
conceived the idea that here was a
chance to experiment in bringing
to viewers something altogether
more intimate than an ordinary
interview—an informal conversa-
tion between friends in which the
film camera would be made so un-
obtrusive that it would be possible
to forget all about it and let the
talk develop as it would.

This Richard Cawston succeeded
in doing. I know that I personally
became so absorbed that I forgot
about the cameras completely. Lord
Attlee tells me he did too. And I
think this comes through in the
program.

It was indeed a very pleasant and
relaxed occasion altogether. First
we invited Lord and Lady Attlee,
and his brother Tom, who was
staying with them, to have lunch
with us at a country inn nearby,
and a very jolly and pleasant lunch
it was. (Lady Attlee, however, in-
sisted that we should go back to
Cherry Cottage for coffee with her,
holding—and how I agree with her
—that a shilling is far too much to
pay for a small cup of coffee.)

And then after Lady Attlee had
shown us the garden Lord Attlee
and I went into the large book-
lined living-room of the cottage,
settled down in easy chairs, lit our
pipes, and began to talk. We had
no rehearsal of any kind and al-
though naturally I had thought of
many things I wanted to ask him
we made no more attempt to plan
what would be said than one
normally does when one meets an
old friend.

In this program, therefore, Lord
Attlee looks back on his long life
and talks completely informally and
uninhibitedly about many things.
He gives his frank judgment—and it
is sometimes very frank indeed—of

Viewers from coast to coast in
Canada will have the opportunity
of watching many of the country’s
top track and field stars in action
on CBC-TV Saturday, Feb. 21. A
winter track meet, the Grenadier
Indoor Games will be televised
“live” from Winnipeg’s Minto Ar-
mouries.

Contestants from the three prairie
provinces and western Ontario will
be seen in competition, and inter-
views with visiting performers and
officials will also be presented as
CBC cameras take a close look at
mid-winter track and field.

Dating back to ancient Greece,
track and field competitions are the
world’s oldest continuous sporting
events. They’ve been a popular
pastime for amateur athletes and a
full-time occupation for many pro-
fessionals.

All over the world enthusiasm
for the sport is at its peak. Decath-
alon champion Rafer Johnson has
been honored as the year’s out-
standing athlete, and his strongest

competitor was another track and
field star, miler Herb Elliot. Nor
does interest lag during the winter
months even in snow-covered Can-
ada. Over the past few years the
spectacle of indoor track meets has
become increasingly common and
such events as distance races, high-
jumping, sprints, relays, and dozens
of others have become a year-round
attraction.

Winnipeg is one of the leaders
in indoor meets in Canada. One of
the reasons for greatly increased
contestant interest in the prairie
centre is that Winnipeg will be the
site for the Pan-American games
trials on July 24 and 25. Here con-
testants from all parts of Canada
will strive to qualify for the team
which will represent this country
in the Pan-American Games, start-
ing August 27 in Soldiers Field,
Chicago.

The “live” telecast will be pro-
duced by George Kent, CBC Win-
nipeg sports and special events
producer, whose W.I.F.U. football
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coverage was lauded by critics
throughout the West.

many of his great contemporaries
like Churchill and Roosevelt; Eisen-
hower and Truman; of earlier
Prime Ministers like Lloyd George,
Ramsay MacDonald, Baldwin and
Chamberlain; of world figures like
Stalin and Molotov, Gandhi, Nehru
and de Gaulle and many others.

He talks about how one sets out
to choose a Cabinet and the quali-
ties required for the political life;
about Cabinet splits; about women
in Parliament, and lawyers, and
Civil Servants, about whom he con-
siders the greatest wartime gen-
erals and why; and about some of
his own great decisions, like that
on Indian independence, and why
he recalled Lord Wavell as Viceroy
and sent Mountbatten in his place;
about Palestine and the Potsdam
Conference and the dropping of the
first atom-bomb on Japan, and
about the future of Britain as he
sees it and about his affection for
King George VI.

No former Prime Minister has
ever spoken so freely on television
—none, indeed, has ever taken part
in such a program as this before.

For me, whose main role was to
listen and to question, this wholly
unrehearsed conversation was an
exciting experience. I believe
viewers will find it so too.

its policy of maintaining “live”
broadcasts throughout the country,
many of our instrumentalists have
been able to find an outlet for their
talents through the medium of
radio, and more recently, television.

It is safe to say, therefore, that
our Winnipeg Symphony Orches-
tra has in part reached its present

position because in recent years
many of our key players have been
able to supplement their livelihood
through the CBC without going
elsewhere. Programs like Winnipeg
Sunday Concert, Chamber Music
(e.g. the Keetbaas Players, the
University of Manitoba String
Quartet), Norman Sherman’s Jazz
a la Mode, and Prairie Schooner,
to name but a few, have helped to
maintain our musicians.

Our national radio has had much
criticism—a few bouquets once in a
while are well in order.

“One hour of this evening’s con-
cert will be heard over CBW and
the Trans-Canada Network on
Sunday at 11 p.m.” This statement,
or similar ones, are read in sym-
phony programs in all the cities
with major symphony orchestras
across our country.

On the surface this seems a very
simple statement certainly no
hidden meanings there. However,
without too much probing, we can

soon discover what this really
means: nearly every symphony or-
chestra in our larger centres is
given nation-wide coverage by the
CBC or affiliated stations. This in
itself, is something quite unique
in North America, for only a very
few American orchestras enjoy this
type of coverage.

But this is not the only way the
CBC has helped the musical scene
in Canada. May I point out one
important fact: it would be virtu-
ally impossible to maintain profes-
sional symphony orchestras in our
communities if musicians had to
live only on the income provided
by these orchestras. Here again the
CBC has come to the rescue. With

Lester Powell, the well-known
Toronto playwright who has writ-
ten such exciting plays as Who is
Carapace and A Penny For the Guy,
is the author of the next local CBC
drama, to be presented on CBWT
this Friday, February 20.

It was like
a refreshing breath of spring air
among the arid dullness of most of
the scripts I had read.

I decided to get the best actors
in Winnipeg to handle the difficult
dialogue, and I also wanted to in-
troduce some new talent to the
techniques of television. I decided
that Jean Murray, a well-known
Winnipeg actress, was the logical
choice to play Mrs. Clay. Mrs.
Murray has appeared in many
stage plays in Winnipeg, including
The Crucible, The Corn is Green,
Dear Charles, and Teach Me How
to Cry. She also takes part regu-
larly in CBC’s daily farm drama
series. The Jacksons and Their
Neighbours (as Mrs. Somerville).
She is the perfect choice for Fri-
day’s part because she can handle
the delicate but biting lines and
yet give the necessary warmth to
the part.

George Waight, who is to play
her henpecked husband, will be
doing a switch from the happy-go-
lucky cowboy in the recent Playbill
production The Silver Dollar. He
plays a reticent millionaire who is
beleaguered by his wife and her
son, and when the chance comes to
take over he reacts in a novel way.
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The son, a rake and a drunkard,
is played by Bob Hall. Although
this is Bob’s first television shot, I
feel that he can do the role. I was
very impressed by the talent I saw
him demonstrate in a recent Little
Theatre production of Teach Me
How to Cry.

Two newcomers, one completely
inexperienced and the other well
known to the national audience in
both stage and radio, make their
Winnipeg television debut in The
Man in the Background. They are
Alison Grodeland and Brian Mc-
Donald.

Alison Grodeland is a newcomer
to Winnipeg, and has never ap-
peared on either stage or television
in the city. I heard of her latent
talent, had her audition for me, and
immediately gave her the difficult
role of Marie, the Clays’ maid. I
think that Miss Grodeland will be
a pleasant surprise to the television
audience.

Brian McDonald, actor, director
and choreographer, needs little or
no introduction to Winnipeg. He is
well known for his work as director
of, and actor in, My Fur Lady, the
phenomenally successful Canadian
musical, and also as choreographer
of The Darkling, an exciting new
ballet for the Royal Winnipeg Bal-
let. Mr. McDonald, who freelances
all over Canada, is now settled in
Winnipeg with his wife, Olivia, a
dancer with the Royal Winnipeg
Ballet.

The Man in the Background will
feature a lavish set designed by
Peter Kaczmarek. Although it is a
play about the usual henpecked
husband. The Man in the Back-
ground is a refreshing script be-
cause of its humour, well-drawn
characters, and an interesting twist
at the end.

The three social studies telecasts
are designed as essays on the
methods, aims and uses of social
studies, particularly history. The
Facts of History will suggest ways
in which historical material is
gathered and preserved. What is
Magna Carta? will show how an
historical event means different
things to different people. The
World’s Diary will show that his-
tory is a continuous process and
indicate some of the means by
which today’s events are being re-
corded for tomorrow’s history.

Aim of the mathematics pro-
gram, Arithmetic, Ancient and
Modem, is to trace the evolution
of our arithmetical symbols and
their use, from earliest times to the
modem electronic computer.

The aim of the two language
programs is to arouse an awareness
of the importance of language and
to stimulate an interest in the ele-
ments of the pupils’ own language.
The World of Words will attempt
to show the importance of words
as a means of communication, to
indicate that there are other means
o f communication besides lan-
guage, and to present means by
which facility in language can be
cultivated. The Romance of Words
will attempt to make young people
aware of the richness and diversity
of the English vocabulary and to
show that English words have
many sources.

All of the programs have been
prepared by committees of high
school and university teachers. The
series will be produced by Len
Weinstein, winner of an Ohio
Award for an earlier experimental
school telecast and producer of the
last school series.

The programs will be presented
Mondays and Fridays from 2:00 to
2:30 on CBWT and CKX-TV.

A series of six programs designed to supplement the regular
teaching program for Grades 7-9 in Manitoba begins

this week on CBWT and CKX-TV

Last year Manitoba’s department
of education and CBC produced
Canada’s first series of provincial
school telecasts. (Two national
series were presented in 1954 and
1956).

“So much of value emerged from
this trial that the minister indicated
his approval of further experimen-
tation in school television,” Miss
Gertrude McCance of the depart-
ment of education reports in the
January Manitoba School Journal.

Last year’s series dealt with
science, art and English literature;
this year’s will deal with mathe-
matics, social studies and language,
all aimed specifically at Grades 7,
8, and 9. “However,” Miss Me-

Cance states, “the ideas involved in
these series are of general interest,
and should be valuable to students
all through high school if teachers
would like to use them. In every
case, although the facts presented
are in themselves interesting, they
are not of primary importance. The
concepts to be left with the stu-
dents are derived from the facts
and are in no way limited to any
one grade.”

penalties in his 12 seasons with
Boston and Toronto.

Much more than just a tough
guy, Ferny Flaman is one of the
few outstanding players on a Bos-
ton team which features balance
rather than super stars. He is recog-
nized as one of the elite of the
league’s defensive corps, having
been selected on the second all-
star team in three of the last four
seasons.

While usually one of the league’s
better scoring defencemen, Flaman
last year waited 86 games, through
exhibitions, the regular season and
play-olfs, before he scored a goal.
When he finally connected he got
not one but two—the two big goals
that broke open the third game of
the semi-final play-offs with the
New York Bangers and eventually
led to elimination of the New
Yorkers.

Flaman, who is 32, played his
first N.H.L. game as a Bruin in
1944 and repeated again in 1945
for a one game trial. After a season
in the minors at Hershey he re-
turned to Boston in 1946-47. He
spent the next four seasons with
the Bruins before being traded to
Toronto with Ken Smith and Phil
Maloney for Bill Ezinicki and Vic
Lynn.

In a Maple Leaf uniform Flaman
proved less effective and so in 1954
he was returned to Boston. Since
returning the husky Bruin captain
has led his club into the play-offs
in three seasons out of four.

Ferdinand Charles Flaman was
born in Dysart, Saskatchewan, on
January 25, 1927. He stands 5 ft.
10 ins. tall, weighs 196 lbs. and
now resides in the Boston suburb
of Westwood, Mass. Mild-man-
nered and affable off the ice, Ferny
is employed during the summer by
a floor covering firm in Walpole,
Mass. He has three children, two
sons and a daughter.

“You and the Stock Market”
A six-meek radio course on investments for housetvives,

Monday to Friday on CBC radio

Investment dealers frequently
find that housewives are “natural
investors.” To keep them up on the
latest developments in the invest-
ment field the Investment Dealers’
Association of Canada and the
CBC have planned a six-week
course on investments to be heard
five days a week on CBW, CBK
and CBX.

You and the Stock Market will
tell housewives how to invest their
money wisely. Each talk will con-
tain explanations of two or three
terms which are necessary to un-
derstand investments. The term
“investment” itself will be used
throughout the course to refer to
stocks and bonds which are rela-
tively safe and which will pay more
than bank interest and will sub-
stantially increase in value over a
period of years.

John Kerr of the CBC Talks and

Public Affairs Department in Win-
nipeg, who will be producing the
series, says: You and the Stock
Market is aimed particularly at
women. Investment classes from
coast to coast demonstrate that
many housewives adopt investing
as their principal outside interest
or hobby, and investment dealers
find that many of these women
make good investors because they’re
willing to take pains, because
they’re alert, because they like to
learn and know things, and because
they want to get value from their
family money. I think it’s fair to
say that any housewife who listens
to this series over the six weeks
will have a very good basic under-
standing of the stock and bond
market, of how to deal with invest-
ment companies, and of how to
select the right investment for her
purposes.”

The talks will be given by mem-
bers of the Investment Dealers’ As-
sociation of Canada, Mid-West and
Alberta divisions.

Following are the subjects to be
dealt with during the first week’s
broadcasts:

Mon., Feh. 16—An introduction
to the series, including an explana-
tion of the fact that investment
dealers frequently find housewives
to be “natural investors.”

Tues., Feb. 17—The speaker will
explain the first concerns of the
potential investor and explain the
meaning of the terms “securities,”
“stock,” and “bond.”

Wed., Feb. IS—The Canada Sav-
ings Bond from the investor’s point
of view.

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Young Prairie Musicians
Musical programs from the prairie region this week include a violin

and piano recital by a husband-and-wife team from Edmonton and a
concerto performance by a 15-year-old Winnipeg pianist.

Violinist Thomas Rolston and pianist Isobel Moore will be heard
Thursday evening on Prairie Concert. Pianist Ailsa Lawson will be the
first of three young prairie artists to perform on Concerto, a Wednesday
afternoon series heard on the full Trans-Canada radio network.

Mr. Rolston, a 25-year-old native
of Vancouver, moved to Edmonton
last fall to become assistant pro-
fessor of music at the University of
Alberta. He is also concertmaster
and assistant conductor of the Ed-
monton Symphony Orchestra. His
wife, Isobel Moore, is a Scottish-
born pianist. The couple met and
were married in Britain, later
toured Europe as a sonata team.

As a student in Vancouver, Mr.
Rolston won all the major violin
prizes in the B.C. music festivals.
In 1949-50 he studied on scholar-
ship in California and New York
with Roman Totenberg. In 1950
he was awarded a scholarship by
the Associated Board of the Royal
Schools of Music, London, and he
spent the next four years studying
at the Royal Academy of Music,
where he received all the principal
prizes for violin and chamber music
playing and served as concertmas-
ter of the Academy orchestra. Dur-
ing this time he also gave solo re-

citals in England and Scotland, and
represented Canada at the Festival
of Empire Musicians for two con-
secutive years. He was awarded
the Canada Medal for his part in
these festivals. In 1953 Mr. Bolston
returned to Vancouver where he
played as guest soloist with the
CBC Chamber Orchestra (under
John Avison), the CBC Vancouver
String Orchestra (under Jean de
Bimanoczy), and on CBC’s Dis-
tinguished Artists and Concert Hall
series.

In 1954 Mr. Bolston returned to
Britain, where he became a mem-
ber of the Scottish National Or-
chestra, with which he appeared as
concerto soloist on four occasions.
He also gave many solo and sonata
recitals with Isobel Moore. In 1955
he moved to London to join the
celebrated Philharmonia Orchestra,
with which he toured Europe and
America playing under many of
the world’s most renowned con-
ductors. While in London Mr. and

Mrs. Rolston gave many sonata re-
citals on BBC.

In August, 1956, Mr. Bolston
was awarded the Belgian Govern-
ment Scholarship for further study
at the Conservatory of Music in
Brussels. The following month the
Bolstons won second prize at the
International Competitions for Duo
Sonata Playing in Munich. In Janu-
ary and May of 1957 Mr. and Mrs.
Bolston toured West Germany as a
recital team and broadcast several
recitals on Bavarian Badio in
Munich.

Mr. and Mrs. Bolston returned
to Canada in 1958. They spent the
first three months of last year tour-
ing Canada. They gave the first
performance of the Duo Sonata by
the Canadian composer Jean Coul-
thard on the CBC Distinguished
Artists series from Toronto.

Isobel Moore was trained at the
Boyal Scottish Academy of Music
in Glasgow, the Boyal Academy of
Music in London, and, on an Aus-
trian Government Scholarship, at
the Akademie fur musik in Vienna.

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Shakespeare’s “Macbeth”
A radio adaptation of Shake-

speare’s Macbeth in five half-hour
instalments begins this Friday on
the National School Broadcast
(CBW—3:OO p.m., CBK and CBX
—2:00 p.m.) It is intended to pro-
vide teachers of English and dra-
matics with an interesting supple-
ment to their classroom teaching.
Each program will consist of about
twenty minutes of dramatizations
of scenes from the play and about
ten minutes of commentary. Certain
scenes from the play that are too
static or too visual for effective
radio presentation will be deleted
or shortened. For example, large
cuts will be made in the scene in
which Macduff tries to persuade
Malcolm to return to Scotland, de-
pose Macbeth and assume his
rightful crown. There will be some
shortening of certain other scenes
in which characters comment on
the action that has taken place.
This means that there can be more
commentary than the Shakespeare
series has had in previous years—a
change that should please the
many teachers and students who
have written to the CBC School
Broadcasts department with re-
quests for longer commentaries.

The Commentary
The commentary will serve the

three-fold purpose of providing
background information, suggest-
ing possible interpretations of char-
acters and events, and outlining
some of the action of the play.

The background material will be
especially helpful to students not
too familiar with Shakespearean
drama and Elizabethan life. Such
things as the Elizabethans’ attitude
to the supernatural and their con-
ception of witches will help lis-
teners understand the significance
of the three “weird sisters” who in-
fluence the actions of Macbeth.
Some knowledge of the historical
background of the play should also
be of interest.

Interpretations of characters and
events made in the commentary
are intended to serve as a starting
point for classroom discussion.
They are not intended to be ac-
cepted as final, definitive state-
ments about the play, but should
be regarded as possible interpreta-
tions that might be disagreed with,
or more fully developed, in dis-
cussion after the broadcast. Some
questions that might be dealt with
are: How much do the witches in-
fluence Macbeth? Is Banquo really
as blameless a character as he is
usually pictured? Is Lady Macbeth
more strong-willed than her hus-
band? What purpose is served by
scenes of comic relief in a Shake-
spearean tragedy?

The third function of the com-
mentary will be to outline briefly
the content of scenes that are not
being included and, where neces-
sary, to act as a connecting link
between scenes. Wherever feasible,
each broadcast will begin and end
with five minutes of commentary.

LADY MACBETH,

The Production
The cast for this year’s radio

production of Macbeth will in-
clude some of Canada’s best actors,
many of whom have appeared at
the annual Shakespearean Festival
at Stratford, Ontario. Production
will be by Lola Thompson in the
Toronto studios of the CBC.

Behind Kerouac and Allen Gins-
berg and Lawrence Ferlinghetti
and Howard Smith are the fol-
lowers the mobs of young men
in dungarees and beards and girls
in black cotton stockings. They sit
limply in the coffee-houses and the
bars, talking a jargon corrupted
from the lingo of Negro jazz musi-
cians. Mostly, they refuse to be-
come involved with life. Earning a
conventional living, doing ordinary
work, dressing fashionably is for
“squares from nowhere.” The Beats
condemn suburbia and capitalism,
reform and communism with lan-
guid disdain. Some of them talk a
good deal about Zen Buddhism and
claim faith in mysticism. But,
ironically, these “non-conformists”
dress exactly alike, talk exactly like
each other, and are idle in identical
fashion from Provincetown to Big
Sur.

During a recent tour of the
United States I had an opportunity
of seeing them in their native
haunts from New York to San Fran-
cisco. I was on a Ford Foundation
grant and I visited the “beatniks” in
many places between assignments
on other subjects.

In San Francisco, the “Beats hang
out” in the old Bohemian quarter
of North Beach, just up the hill
from Chinatown. In the mornings
they have coffee in the Co-existence
Bagel Shop—which doesn’t sell
bagels. Then they go across the
street to the jointly-owned Tea
Shoppe and Coffee Gallery—which
serve beer, mainly. The Coffee Gal-
lery is an art gallery featuring
modem abstract paintings and on

Jack Kerouac and John Clellon Holmes invented the term Beat
Generation and Holmes has said: “To be ‘beat’ is to be at the bottom of
your personality, looking up.” You see the Beats in many places these
days. They are an offshoot of traditional Bohemianism and they frequent
Macdougal Street in Greenwich Village, or Grant in San Francisco’s
North Beach, or the French Quarter in New Orleans. The leaders are
poets and novelists—there are few painters or composers in the move-
ment even though the Beats pay tribute to music with a worship of
“cool” jazz.

Sunday afternoons the Beats gather
for long, lazy jam sessions. When I
was there a talented tenor sax man
named Bob Cedar was playing
along with a drifting piano player
named “Red” or “Fred”—or both.
The atmosphere was pleasantly off-
beat, the Bohemians rather attract-
ive. Down the street there were
poetry readings to a jazz accom-
paniment in “The Cellar” and “The
Place.” Over on Columbus Avenue,
Larry Ferlinghetti’s very intellec-
tual City Lights Bookstore was a
haven for writers seeking publica-
tion. San Francisco is a pleasant
town and the Bohemians have some
imagination—their hang-outs have
names like “The Anxious Asp” and
“The Spaghetti Factory.”

Down in Los Angeles the at-
mosphere is more commercialized,
more like Hollywood. I went to
Cosmo Alley, a coffee-and-beer
night club, to hear poetry read to
jazz. Gene Anslow, the resident
poet, read well but he was not in
rapport with his musicians. The
waitresses wore green tights and
the prices were outrageous.

In El Paso, Beats meet bull-fight
aficionados in a little beer joint near
the centre of the town. The Beats
there say bull fights represent the
most sadistic, depraved, and per-
verted instincts of man. Therefore,
they fit into our present society.
Or so they say.

The Beats, of course, are promi-
nent members of New Orleans
society, living in the wonderful
Vieux Caree and drinking at the

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tions, Chausson’s Poeme de Tamour
et de la met. This is written for
mezzo-soprano and orchestra and
is a large symphonic composition
of some dimensions.

Ludwig Thuille is a name that
we do not see very often these days
on concert programs. An Austrian
composer of some repute at the
turn of the century, he enjoyed a
great popularity with his operas
and instrumental works, among
which is the Sextet in B flat, Opus
6. At one time this used to be
played a great deal and can well
do with the revival that we shall
hear on the Sunday morning cham-
ber music program. It is for wood-
wind quintet and piano and it
should receive an excellent per-
formance at the hands of some of
our finest wind players, with Leo
Barkin at the piano. Maybe the
music sounds a little dated to us
in these times, but it provides easy-
going listening and can be appreci-
ated by anybody.

On Saturday afternoon (Feb. 7)
we can hear Don Giovanni from
the Metropolitan, with a splendid
cast. This is a broadcast of the new
production which made such a sen-
sation last season and was hailedby
the critics as the best Don Giovanni
to be heard in New York for many
years.

Sir Eugene Goossens continues
his series with the CBC Symphony
on Sunday night with a most inter-
esting program, in which we have
as soloists two harpsichord players
—Greta Kraus and Douglas Bodle.
They are to play a Concerto for
two Harpsichords by Bach and
Miss Kraus will be heard in Frank
Martin’s Harpsichord Concerto.
Martin is one of the leading Euro-
pean composers of today. A Swiss
who has settled in Holland, he has
produced many works of fine
quality in the last few years. He
never writes anything trivial and
all his music is finely wrought and
beautifully proportioned.

Bourbon House. There’s a lazy at-
mosphere to New Orleans and
poets say they can’t live there too
long—they stop caring about any-
thing after a while.

Finally, New York.
Greenwich Village is the place.

It has absorbed the Beats as it did
their ancestors—Bohemians going
back half a century and including
Eugene O’Neill, John Masefield,
Edna St. Vincent Millay. Today,
the Beat intellectuals frequent a
dull bar called the Cedar Street
Tavern while the unwashed (liter-
ally) hoi polled go to Rienzi’s on
Macdougal Street.

Everywhere, the Beats look alike.
The men wear chino dungarees or
shaped slacks and sweaters, white
sneakers, beards, caps. They range
from late teens to middle thirties.
The leaders were old enough to
fight in the Second World War.
The kids just missed the Korean
War—and act guilty about it.

The girls dress all in black—black
cotton stockings and skirts and
sweaters, and long, loose hair that
is dyed black if necessary. Black is
a fetish—some say it shows a death-
wish. The girls emphasize their
eyes with heavy make-up in the
manner of the Existentialists just
after the war.

It’s hard to tell the real Beats
from the phoneys. Dozens of young
girls and college boys don the uni-
form and descend on the Village
every Friday night. They live with
their families in the Bronx or West-
chester and they are known as
“week-end Beats.”

The genuine “chicks” and “cats”
live in cold-water flats or “pads.”
They are very similar to the pre-
Beats who once frequented the
Rainbow Tea Room on Toronto’s
College Street. I once knew a very
“beat” sculptor who lived over a
potato loft off Place Christin in
Montreal’s East end.

Irving Layton’s poems in that
same period were essentially “beat”
long before the term was invented.

The lingo of the Beats is colour-
ful and very elastic. Those on the

inside are “hip” that is, aware,
part of the group, “on the circle.”

If a “hipster” is “hung up” that’s
bad—it means he or she is unable
to enjoy life because of some in-
volvement. The “hipster” prides
himself on his aloofness from fellow
man, and anything that involves
him with others—even enjoyably—-
is to be “put down.” If you are
bored, “life is a lousy drag, man.”
If you get kicks out of life you’re
“swinging,” “with it,” “real cool,”
“digging the scene,” “away out.”

Some Beats smoke marijuana
cigarettes which are called by a
host of semi-underworld names—-
“pod,” “pot,” “reefers,” “gage,”
“hay,” “tea.” Some go for “hard
stuff,” or “horse,” or “high C”
morphine, heroin, or cocaine.

To “cut” somebody is to show
you are better than he is; you “put
down” anybody who “bugs” you.
The police are “the fuzz” and when
they arrest you it’s being “busted.”

On the surface, the Beats are a
pretty squalid lot and their phil-
osophy of withdrawal and disen-
gagement is irritating to all non-
Beats. But often there is a joyous
bohemianism in them. There was
one Beat in San Francisco named
Boris who grinned and said:

“You can call me a Beat but don’t
give me this jazz that ‘beat’ is some
kind of spiritual shorthand for
beatitude. If I’m “beat’ it’s because
I’m on the sauce for a long time,
play games with dames and like
to go to bed at eight in the morn-
ing. If I’m “beat’ it’s because I’m
having the time of my life.”

In Los Angeles I asked a close
friend who taught English at the
University of Southern California
about the Beats. He mentioned the
sordid side of the movement and
said he hadn’t seen any poetry
worthy of Shelley. Then he paused
and said:

“But the other day I passed a
night club with a sign; ‘Five Poets
Will Read Tonight.’ Where else
would you get five poets getting a
chance to read publicly? Anything
that encourages poetry probably
has some virtue.”

I’m inclined to agree with the
professor.

The well-known English pianist
Kendall Taylor has described Ailsa
as a “sensitive, intelligent and ad-
mirably gifted young pianist.”

Ailsa is a Grade 11 student at
Kelvin High School. She is a mem-
ber of the school’s choirs, including
the operetta chorus, and plays the
piano in the school orchestra. She
is also a member of the Manitoba
School Orchestra —in which she
plays the violin! Her hobbies in-
clude all sports and sewing.

Report on China
Eye-witness reports by a dozen Canadians

pose a threat to the free world?
Just how valid are its claims of un-
precedented industrial expansion?
Are the communes an attempt to
change human nature? What is
Communist China’s attitude to
Soviet Russia and her satellites?

In planning Report on China,
producer Del MacKenzie of the
CBC talks and public affairs de-
partment and James Eayers of the
University of Toronto’s department
of political science felt that al-
though the relatively small num-
ber of recent western visitors to
Communist China are an important
source of information about it, their
individual observations have prob-
ably not been all encompassing
since the things they heard and
saw could scarcely have been iden-
tical. The most complete picture of
modem China available through
western eyes, therefore, would seem
to be a composite of what all of
these people observed. And, they
reasoned, what better vehicle for
obtaining such a picture than a
single program enabling listeners
to hear and assess the observations
of any one visitor in the light of
observations made by others?

With James Eayers acting as nar-
rator, a dozen or more Canadians
who have visited China recently
will be heard on the broadcast, in-
cluding a chemist, a pysicist, a law-
yer, a physician, a businessman, a
journalist, and a clergyman. The
proceedings may well shed light on
the current situation in China re-
garding such things as education,
science, medicine, trade and eco-
nomics, commercial living, possible
discontent with the Communist
regime, construction of housing
and public works, and personal
liberty.
