THE ROYAL COUPLE ARRIVES
Governor-General Massey greets Queen Elizabeth and Prince Philip as they descend the ramp

The Royal Visit on CBC
ON JUNE 18 Her Majesty, Queen Elizabeth,

and Prince Philip, will arrive at Torbay air-
port, Newfoundland. For the next six weeks the
Royal Party will travel through Canada. Fifty
CBC-TV cameras will cover the event at 131
locations while many film cameras and radio
microphones will follow the Royal Party on its
10,000-mile trip from Newfoundland to the
Yukon.

The schedule of events to be covered live by
the CBC appears on the opposite page. In addi-
tion to these 14 major events on TV and thp 16
on radio, films and taped commentaries will de-
scribe the tour on newscasts and on the special
Royal Visit Review programs to be heard Mon-
day through Saturday on CBC radio, and Tues-
days, Thursdays, Saturdays and Sundays on
CBC-TV. (Please check radio and TV listings
for program times in your area.)

The TV coverage of Thursday’s arrival at Tor-
bay airport marks a special event for the CBC.
It marks the conquest of the 69-mile Cabot
Strait between Cape Breton Island and New-
foundland, the longest link between two TV
towers on the microwave network which will
enable Canadians right through to Victoria,
8.C., to see the arrival ceremonies live. Cana-
dian National Telegraphs finished this nine mil-
lion dollar section of the network in time for the

visit despite the worst winter and aftermath in
memory.

Six months intensive planning has gone into
the CBC coverage of the Royal Tour. It will in-
volve about 600 CBC commentators, producers,
technicians and program planners. Something
like 360 crates must be identified and addressed
for shipping and reshipping over the 10,000 mile
journey, and the highly complex and delicate
electronic equipment in them must be serviced
for constant use.

CBC-TV will supplement standard cameras
with special equipment. A 60-inch lens mounting
turned out in die CBC technical shops will seem
to bring the Queen from up to 350 feet away to
within arm’s length. A single camera unit built
into a limousine transmits pictures as it moves.
Still again, a “creepie-peepie” portable TV cam-
era-television’s answer to radio’s “walkie-talkie”
—will give greater mobility to TV.

Much time has been spent in research and in
briefing commentators. “They must know when
a headdress is a bearskin, a feathered bonnet, a
glengarry or a balmoral,” says Thom Benson,
who directs the planning and co-ordination of all
Royal Visit coverage. “Commentators must
know at a glance whether officers are carrying
claymores, sabres, cavalry swords or just plain

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swords which, of course, must not
be confused with cutlasses/’

Like military uniforms, women’s
clothes must be described correctly.
The CBC has engaged Miss Joy
Davies, a fashion consultant, to
brief commentators and advise
them on what Her Majesty will be
wearing each day.

Co-ordination meetings between
the English and French CBC net-
works began last fall. As the same
TV picture is used on both French
and English networks (with sep-
arate voice commentaries) inter-
views cannot be used on both
while graphics like maps and

charts, written in both languages,
must be kept to a minimum. It was
also found that research for the
commentators must be done in
both languages. This was faster
than doing research in one lan-
guage, then translating into the
other; it also enabled the expres-
sion of t h e different interests of
the two language groups.

Interest in the Royal Visit ex-
tends far outside Canada. The
CBC International Service will
broadcast in sixteen languages to
all parts of the Commonwealth, to
Europe, North America, Latin

America, Africa and Asia. The
CBC will fly films not only to Aus-
tralia but to Mexico. The BBC will
send its own team of radio and film
men, with commentators, to work
with the International Service. The
t.iiC will provide radio and TV
service for the three main U.S.
networks ABC, NBC, CBS and
radio programs for Mutual and
Voice of America. The opening of
the St. Lawrence Seaway is of
special interest to many shipping
countries: a network hook-up of
France, Belgium and Switzerland
will take a program; so too another
network feeding all French lan-
guage stations in Africa, and as far
apart as Tahiti and St. Pierre; and
so also will networks in Germany.
(The flow is not all one way: On
July 6th, when Her Majesty visits
Chicago, the CBC will take Ameri-
can radio and TV broadcasts.)

Biggest coverage of the Royal
Tour goes to the Seaway opening
by Her Majesty and President
Eisenhower on June 26th. Four-
teen CBC cameras plus radio facil-
ities will cover the ceremonies.
These will include live events, like
the official opening when the Royal
Yacht, Britannia, passes through
the channel to the first lock at St.
Lambert, Quebec.

Part of the two-hour Seaway
program will be a documentary,
showing the realization of the 350-
year-old dream. Scenes from the
new seaway ports of Toronto,
Hamilton, Sarnia, Cleveland, De-
troit, Chicago, Port Arthur - Fori
William, and Duluth-Superior will
be included. A huge floor map in
the Radio - Canada Building in
Montreal will demonstrate the size
of “the eighth sea” and the import-
ance of the seaway.

On radio, the documentary-actu-
ality will include the voices of
people like Louis St. Laurent and
Harry Truman. “We are fortunate
in having on tape the voices of
Canadians and Americans who had
so much to do with the seaway de-
velopment,” says Liston Mcllhagga,
radio supervising producer for the
Royal Tour.

Perhaps TV supervising producer
Bill Bolt sums it up: “Years from
now,” he said, “the film recording
of this TV broadcast will be an im-
portant historical document.”

THE BIG, throbbing, mushroom-
ing city of Toronto is a far cry

from the original little Fort Bou-
ille of 1749. And trying to analyze
its personality is like looking into
a kaleidoscope—it’s different every
time you turn around.

Recently freelancer Allan Ander-
son went bravely out with his tape-
recorder to attempt the Herculean
task of pin-pointing the current
tempo, moods and outlook of the
huge amorphous mass of flesh and
granite spreading along the shore
of Lake Ontario, and of trying to
find out what’s going on inside it.
He talked to some of the people
who have helped to establish the
character of the city, the pace-
setters, the sort of people others
follow, the ones with their fingers
on the pulse of a boom town.

The finished up with 12 hours of
fascinating revelations and opinions
about the big town, covering all
aspects of its life. Then he and
writer Morley Callaghan put their
heads together and Callaghan
wrote a 15-minute script in which
he looks at Toronto as a travelled
native son.

The result will be heard on Face
of the City, an hour-long radio
documentary on CBC Wednesday
Night. With objective directness
Callaghan’s script will link the
choicest of Anderson’s subjective
interviews, weaving them into the
colourful mosaic that is Toronto.

Anderson talked to Kildare
Dobbs, broadcaster and editor;
editor Bal p h Allen; columnist
Gregory Clark; columnists and
broadcasters Gordon Sinclair and
Pierre Berton; housewife Catherine
Fraser; Joe McCulley, warden of
Hart House at the University of
Toronto; writer-broadcaster Lister
Sinclair; Dr. J. R. Mutchmore of
the United Church in Canada;

A one-hour documentary on the world’s fastest-growing

city, in the words of those who live there

officials of the elite Granite Club,
an Italian grocer, a lady cop, nav-
vies. a newsboy, foreign students
at the university, people on the
island ferry, the captain of a Ger-
man freighter in the harbour, mu-
sicians in a jazz band, workers on
street construction, the subway,
and on the presses of the Star
Weekly. He recorded night talk on
the corner of Spadina Avenue and
College Street, and he went to
Montreal and talked to Kathy
Breslin, who used to live in To-
ronto and loathed it, and Rene
Levesque, commentator on the
CBC French network, who is much
interested in the character of Can-
ada’s sprawling communities.

Talking about his home-town,
Morley Callaghan says: “No one
can name Toronto for what it is . . .

it is the unknown city, unknown in
that it so rapidly changes and be-
comes something else, always
changing and becoming, and I who
have lived here all my life some-
times feel like a stranger. They
used to say the blue-noses folded
up the sidewalks on Sunday here.
It is still a closed Sunday except
for sport, but in the daily life the
bluenose has last his sovereignty.
I like the new, big-city tolerance.
The city has a Jewish mayor. It
couldn’t have happened 20 years
ago. I like the brightness and neat-
ness of the girls behind the
counters in the stores, and the
quiet friendliness of the taxi drivers
who have none of the wildness of
those in Paris. I like the way the
people invite you to their homes
instead of meeting you outside, as
they often do in New York and
Europe. A man from Montreal who
used to live in Toronto 15 years
ago said to me on his return: ‘The
whole feeling of this town has
changed. It’s a much rougher town
than it used to be. It feels like
Akron or Cleveland.’ But he didn’t

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Canada—Geographic Absurdity?
SOMEONE once said that Canada is a geographic absurdity. The

geographic lines seem to run north-south between Canada and the
United States rather than east-west: the Canadian maritimes seem
geographically linked more with the New England states than with the
rest of Canada, Central Canada with Central U.S., Plains with Plains,
and West Coast with West Coast. How, then, has Canada maintained
its independence?

“This is one of the big questions
that Professor Creighton discusses
in A Long View of Canadian His-
tory,’’ says Cliff Solway, producer
of that program which will be seen
in two parts, on June 16 and 30
(replacing Press Conference).
“One argument against this ‘geo-
graphic absurdity’ thesis is being
dramatically illustrated right now
with the St. Lawrence Seaway
opening. This is part of that east-
west axis round which, Professor
Creighton argues, Canada has
grown.”

Donald Creighton is professor of
history at the University of To-
ronto. He has written a number of
books which are both scholarly
and widely bought—Dominion of
the North and Commercial Empire
of the St. Lawrence are two—and

In Face of a City Gordon Sin-
clair discusses the three periods
Toronto has gone through in his
lifetime, which he roughly cate-
gorizes as open, bluenose and tol-
erant.

a philosophy of history. Professor
Creighton sees history as essen-
tially about people and made by
people; it cannot be reduced to
economics or geography, though
these are very important factors. I
should also emphasize that these
are the views of one man; other
historians naturally have other
views.”

In t hA programs, Professor
Creighton takes issue with a num-
ber of popular notions about Cana-
dian history. There is the theory.

taken over from certain U.S. his-
torians, that the frontier was the
essential factor in Canadian evolu-
tion. According to this theory, from
the frontier comes the equalitarian
impulse and the dynamism which
characterized North American
growth. This may have been valid
in the United States, says Profes-
sor Creighton, but much less so in
Canada. He offers an alternative
viewpoint.

Again, many people see Canada’s
French-English system as a divis-
ive influence. Professor Creighton
suggests that on the contrary it
has been a powerful influence in
Canada’s remaining Canadian and
not becoming another state.

We are Canadian because we
want to be Canadian. We are more
socialistic than we realize. Our
Prime Ministers, from Macdonald
down to Diefenbaker, and includ-
ing Laurier and Mackenzie King
have certain important policies in
common. The Riel Rebellion, the
French and Scottish influences, the
unjust overshadowing of important
historical figures by the Prime
Ministers of Canada and the
equally unjust overshadowing of
these Prime Ministers by British
and United States political figures
—all these are topics treated by
Professor Creighton in the two pro-
grams.

But the major thesis is this: we
are Canadians because we want
to be Canadians. And we have
every justification for so wanting.
Professor Creighton says of Can-
ada, “This is an exacting and de-
manding land. As you read Cana-
dian history you have a sense of
effort, of struggle. I don’t mean
that this is a harsh and niggardly
country. I do mean that we’ve had
to fight hard to make it our own
and get the best out of it.”

And of our national identity he
says, “We do pay a very high price
for it . . . Obviously our roads, our
railways, the transport system, our
airways, our communications, our
CBC—the whole thing is a heavy
burden for a small people to bear.
But it’s a burden that gives us at
the same time a very rich and
satisfying life. And above all, it is
our own life.”

MUSIC ON RADIO
by Boyd Neel, Dean, Royal

Conservatory of Music, Toronto

PROBABLY the most exciting
theatrical events ever to take

place in London were the seasons
of Russian Ballet and Opera just
before the first world war. Sir
Joseph Beecham, the father of Sir
Thomas, financed these wonderful
seasons and a whole new aspect of
theatre was suddenly revealed to
the Western World.

On June 30, 1913, Diaghilev’s
Russian Company produced a new
ballet in London, which, in this
case, was not a Russian one. It was
called La Traqedie de Salome and
had music by Florent Schmitt, the
famous French composer, who was
then at the height of his powers.
Choreography was by Boris Rom-
anov and, from what I can gather,
this ballet consisted almost entirely
of solo dances by Karsavina who

Any hoedowner will tell
you that if you’ve never grab-

bed your partner and do-si-do’d in
a good old-fashionedSaturday night
square dance, you’ve never lived—-
and age is no excuse. From 8 to
80, men and women have been
having themselves a good time in
group dancing for centuries, a
cheap, informal and exceedingly
lively way of enjoying each other’s
company and letting off steam to
music that defies anyone’s toes to
keep still. The story of where these
dances came from and how they
developed in Canada is ethnically
as vari-flavoured as a bowl of chut-
ney, and the Summer Fallow series
proposes to illustrate this on CBC
Trans-Canada Monday night.

The script has been written by
Toronto actor-writer-director Joseph
Furst, who will also act as narrator.
Mr. Furst describes his own back-
ground as “a square-dance of racial
integration.” Austrian-bom, he has
French, Italian, Hungarian, Polish
and Ukranian strains in his an-
cestry. He’ll trace the evolution of
the square dance, and the music
that typifies it will be played by
the orchestra under Morris Surdin,
who has written special arrange-
ments for the occasion. There’ll be
a caller on hand to liven up the
show, and if you haven’t swung
your partner to Mr. Surdin’s peppy
tunes in your own living room by
the end of the half-hour show, it
won’t be the fault of the cast.

North Americans have more or
less assumed ownership of the
modern square dance, and cer-
tainly its current popularity stems
from this continent. But many of
the dances which seem as western
as jeans are really immigrants from

a wide variety o£ civilizations.
Some of them originated in
France, Germany and other con-
tinental countries, found their way
to Britain with invaders and other
visitors from across the Channel,
and they were coloured by the tra-
ditions and personality of the Brit-
ish.

Whodunits, Gotham
And Deer Diets

was one of the great stars of the
Russian company, others being
Pavlova, Nijinsky and Bohn. Ap-
parently in this ballet Karsavina
was attired in a fantastic costume
reminiscent of a drawing of Aubrey
Beardsley and danced against a
background of Negro slaves, nude,
except for a loin-cloth, their dark
limbs set off by an occasional white
ostrich plume worn as a bracelet
or anklet. The ballet had a huge
success, but the music today has
been almost forgotten, which is a
great pity, as it is one of the most

masterly scores of the early 20th
century.

I believe that, actually, the music
was not specially composed for the
Russians, but originally commis-
missioned by Loie Fuller who
danced it six years before in Paris
in a completely different produc-
tion, but it was not until the Rus-
sian performance that it really
achieved world wide fame. It
would have been just the sort of
subject dear to Fuller’s heart. She
was never happier than when en-
gaged in a “succes de scandale.”
On Sunday night we shall be able
to hear a Suite from this Ballet
played by the CBC Symphony Or-
chestra.

The flood of Handel continues,
and on Tuesday night on the Do-
minion network we can hear some
of his Joshua, one of his greatest
oratorios. It was intended as a com-
panion work to Judas Maccabeus
and has been rather over-shadowed
by the other work.

The texts of these oratorios have
always given everybody a few un-

developed by peasant communities
were refined to more formal, less
energetic dances suitable for ele-
gant ballrooms, such as the quad-
rille. Other dances were born in
Britain and Ireland, and the grace
and humour of some of their steps
have a decided Celtic flavour.

After a time the popularity of
these group dances waned, but

they found new life when they
were brought to Canada by immi-
grants who found the square-dance
one of the easiest and least ex-
pensive ways of entertaining them-
selves in pioneer settlements.

The shortage of women was an
important factor in their popular-
ity too. Any number of men could
join the dance and those without
feminine partners simply tied an
arm-band on another man and off
they pranced down the line as the
fiddles played. Inevitably the
dances were further influenced by
their new surroundings and by the
dances of other immigrants from
Europe. Their traditions blended
over the years into what is now a
square-dancing fad.

And if you’re not an addict,
don’t think that it’s only the ener-
getic teen-agers who swing their
partners coast to coast. Grandpaw
and Grandmaw are right in there,
too, whirling and clapping their
hands with iumor and Uncle Willie
and anyone else who wants to get
into the act.

Mike Bevan, of the CBC farms
department, who plans and pro-
duces the Summer Fallow series,
says he has discovered that the
French - Canadian square dances
have changed very little from the
original versions of medieval
France. The language barrier pre-

easy moments. Gustav Holst, the
famous English composer, in com-
menting on Handel’s libretti, said,
“I wanted to read the minor
prophets but found there was too
much Hitler in them for my taste.”
Joshua, I am afraid, is one of the
worst offenders in this way and we
never feel the sympathy with him
that we do with Saul, Samson or
Jephtha. In this oratorio there are,
however, beautiful pastoral scenes
which contain some of Handel’s
loveliest music and of course the
battle sections are, as always with
Handel, of the greatest force and
conviction.

On CBC Wednesday Night we
have a concert given as a tribute to
the visit of Her Majesty the Queen
to Canada. Our own Healey Willan
has written a march especially for
this occasion and Godfrey Ridout
has written Music for a Young
Prince, also for this special event.
Included in the concert are some
dances from Benjamin Britten’s
opera Gloriana. Gloriana is the
opera which was written especially
for the Coronation Year 1953 and
had its first performance at Covent
Garden that summer. Containing a
great deal of Britten’s most beau-
tiful music, this opera also fell
down over its libretto and, al-
though it achieved a certain suc-
cess at the time, it has not been
revived since, although I feel it is
high time that it should be.

The first move-
ment is a slow one titled Dreams,
and the score bears a quotation
from Charles Dickens: “The dreams
of childhood ... its airy fables, its
graceful, beautiful, humane, im-
possible adornments of the world
beyond.” The second movement,
describing a train ride, is called
From the Caboose, and was in-
spired by an old railroad ballad;
“With a clickety-clack a long mile
back the crummy tails the drag,
and now that night obscures the
sight, the lamps replace the flag.
With jolts and jars on the swaying
cars they’re bucking the ceaseless
grind, while a twinkling light
laughs at the night, from the little
caboose behind.” The third move-
ment is a rootin’-tootin’ western
piece called The Cowboy and the
Injun; and Mr. Ridout says the
fourth, Pageantry, is best described
in Walt Whitman’s The Mystic
Trumpeter: “.

THE DAY before Queen Eliza-
beth arrives in Canada CBC

Wednesday Night will present a
musical welcome featuring the
world premieres of two works com-
missioned especially for the occa-
sion from Dr. Healey Willan, dean
of Canadian composers, and God-
frey Ridout, his former pupil. They
will be performed by the CBC
Symphony Orchestra conducted by
Dr. Geoffrey Waddington, CBC
director of music.

Dr. Willan’s work, tentatively
titled Royal Tribute, is an eight-
minute march in E flat, described
by Terence Gibbs, Dr. Wadding-
ton’s assistant, as “majestic, full of
pomp and circumstance ending in
a blaze of fanfare, and exactly the
sort of music one wants on royal
occasions.” Dr. Willan has written
several royal salutes for other occa-
sions, including his Coronation
March (1937) and Coronation
Suite (1953), and he was the first
Commonwealth composer commis-
sioned to write one of the homage
anthems for the 1953 coronation.
Writing about Dr. Willan in the
spring edition of the Canadian
Music Journal, Godfrey Ridout
says: “.

. . he is capable of achiev-
ing a soaring splendour, rich with
the shining gold and the purple of
royalty.” Still in harness at 79, Dr.
Willan says “music has been for
something like three-quarters of a
century my chief delight, my
chosen profession, my relaxation
and my hobby.” Three years ago
the Archbishop of Canterbury
awarded him the Lambeth Doctor-
ate of Music, an honour never be-

venting French - Canadian com-
munities from mixing with the
English - speaking ones has also
kept the old French dances free
from outside influences. St. Malo,
where Jacques Cartier came from,
was famous for its dances, and
some of them are still being danced
in rural Quebec very much as they
were in Cartier’s heyday. Many of
the expressions used by modem
callers are corruptions of the
French, such as do-si-do (deux-
adeux), and allamand left (a la
main).

The caller, who chants out his
instructions to the dancers just a

little ahead of the action, is a com-
paratively recent addition to the
square-dance set-up. He replaced
the casual prompter of old, but
there the resemblance ends, for
the caller has made his sing-song
twang and witty rhymes of prime
importance to the dance. Some
callers have built up quite a repu-
tation for themselves far beyond
their own communities. So much a

part of our culture has the square-
dance now become that the Banff
School of Fine Arts conducts a

Square Dance Institute. Its fourth
annual session starts June 29th.
The most appealing thing about
hoedowns is the fact that it re-
quires little skill to join in the fun
... of course some dancers have
perfected their technique to pro-
fesional standards, but the average
square-dance is open to anyone
with enough energy to shout
“Come on, boys, grab your part-
ners and let’s dance!

Six years ago the CBC commis-
sioned his Coronation Ode for
chorus and orchestra, and it was
presented on CBC Radio shortly
before Queen Elizabeth was
crowned. He has written many
background scores for radio and
television plays, and conducts fre-
quently on CBC shows.
