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WE have heard nothing but
praise for the program, and

I think if a survey were to be taken
the show would rank somewhere
up there with Perry Como or Ed
Sullivan,” commented the general
manager of CHSJ-TV, Saint John,
N.B.

He made a good guess. Accord-
ing to the Teleratings Report of
Elliot-Haynes Ltd., the show did
rank “up there” with Como and
Sullivan; in fact it was found to
have more viewers than either. In
Halifax it placed only one point
below both shows.

The program is The Don Messer
Show, which comes into Canadian
homes from coast to coast this Fri-
day on television—as it has been
doing for over a quarter century
on radio. The half hour of horn-
pipes, jigs, reels, and Maritime-
style country songs will replace
Country Hoedown for the rest of
the summer.

November 16, 1956, marked a
milestone in the career of Don
Messer and His Islanders. It was
on that date that the famous Char-
lottetown fiddler and his group,
solidly entrenched in radio, “took
the plunge” and embarked on a
series of 26 weekly television pro-
grams from CHBT in Halifax.
Judging by the comments of the
hundreds of viewers who phoned
and wrote the station after the
first show, the transfer to TV was
a most successful and happy one.

The Don Messer story goes back
to the year 1930 when a quiet
little man left his job in a Boston
five-and-dime store and returned
to his native New Brunswick to
begin a career as a professional
musician. He went to Saint John
and formed a small old-time band
which was soon broadcasting regu-
larly over station CBFO. For sev-
eral years the group remained
nameless, continuing to broadcast
—and to expand.

In 1934 Messer was introduced
to a happy-go-lucky lumberjack
by the name of Charlie Chamber-
lain who hailed (as Charlie put it)
“from the woods.” The meeting

was arranged by a Saint John
businessman who had heard the
hefty woodsman picking out tunes
on a guitar and singing in the
smoker on a train. Charlie audi-
tioned at the radio station, warbling
a ditty called Lonesome Valley
Sally. He has been with Don Mes-
ser ever since.

The group was called the New
Brunswick Lumberjacks in the
mid-thirties. It became a favourite
for sportsmen’s shows in Boston
and New York, and toured the
eastern U.S. theatre and night-
club circuit. A group from the
Lumberjacks was formed to go on
the CBC radio network in 1938;
the program was called Backtooods
Breakdown.

The next year station CFCY in
Charlottetown invited Messer to
move to Prince Edward Island and
set up an old-time band there. So
the Messer and Chamberlain fami-
lies (10 souls in all) went to the
island province and formed the
Islanders, making their first ap-

pearance on November 11, 1939.
Despite many tempting offers to

forsake Prince Edward Island, Don
Messer and His Islanders have
confined their wanderings to short
tours in Canada. For example, in
1956 they ventured as far west as
Alberta, playing before packed
houses in Calgary, Edmonton,
Winnipeg, Toronto, Montreal, Ot-
tawa, and Hamilton.

The Islanders’ Saturday radio
program usually originates from
Charlottetown, P.E.1.; occasionally
it is broadcast from another mari-
time location if they happen to be
“on the road.” The group travels
weekly to Halifax for its television
show—4o miles from Charlottetown
t o the Northumberland Strait,
across the Strait (14 miles) by
ferry, then 200 miles to Halifax.

Not the least of Don Messer’s
accomplishments is the composi-
tion of many well-known times,
among them the well-known
Operator’s Reel, Messer’s Break-

Special Broadcast Marks
Two Decades of Service

R. H. Roberts, manager of the
CBC’s Regina studios, has an-
nounced that the prime minister,
Rt. Hon. John Diefenbaker, will
speak on the special broadcast
marking the 20th anniversary of
CBK.

The program, to be broadcast at
7:30 p.m. MDT Wednesday, July
29, from the Regina Exhibition,
will also include brief messages
from Premier T. C. Douglas of
Saskatchewan, J. R. Finlay, CBC’s
Director for the Prairie Provinces,
and R. D. Gaboon, prairie regional
engineer (and one of the original
CBK staff members).

A special feature of the anni-
versary broadcast will be excerpts
from a recording of the inaugural
broadcast which included ad-
dresses by the premiers of Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan, and Alberta
(Hon. John Bracken, Hon. W. J.
Patterson, and Hon. W. Aberhart),
Leonard Brockington (then chair-

man of the CBC Board of Gover-
nors), and Hon. C. D. Howe. The
announcer on that inaugural broad-
cast, John Kannawin, now director
of radio operations for Ontario, has
also agreed to speak on the anni-
versary program.

Mr. Finlay, as head of the prairie
region for 15 of the station’s 20
years, has been personally and in-
timately associated with the service
rendered by CBK to listeners in
Saskatchewan. He will recall some
of the highlights of that period and
discuss the continuing and future
significance of CBK in the life of
the province.

From 1939 until 1948 the CBK
transmitter at Watrous served the
entire prairie region as the only
CBC transmitter in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta. Since 1948,
when 50,000-watt transmitters were
built in Manitoba and Alberta the
principal role of CBK has been to
serve the people of Saskatchewan.

Portrait of Nikita Khrushchev
First of four “Portraits of Power.” Later—Lloyd George,

Tito, and Moa Tse-Tung

ALL OF THEM (in their own
way) were revolutionaries, all

were nationalists, all represented
heresies, and all achieved great
personal power. There was one im-
portant difference: three achieved
that power by breaking heads, one
by counting them.

The CBC-TV presents four
Portraits of Power Thursdays on
Explorations, starting this week.
They are:

• Portrait of Nikita Khrushchev,
August 6;

•Portrait of David Lloyd
George, August 13;

• Portrait of Josip Broz-Tito,
August 20;

• Portrait of Mao Tse-Tung,
August 27.

Huw Wheldon, who produced
this series for the BBC, also pro-
duced the earlier BBC Portraits of
Power, shown on CBC-TV some
time ago, which included portraits
of Hitler and Ghandi.

The career of Nikita Khrushchev
shows how relative are orthodoxy
and heresy. Khrushchev joined the
Communist Party in 1915 when
the Marxist-Leninist line was being
hewn, presumably giving it his al-
legiance. He rose to great power
under Stalin, presumably also giv-
ing Stalin his allegiance. Now he
has reached full power within the
party, denying his Stalin, and ex-
ercising the heretical cult of the
personality.

Portraits of Power begins with
Khrushchev as Party boss in Mos-
cow in the 1930’s and moves on to
his year as Prime Minister and
First Secretary of the Communist
Party in the Ukraine. His handling
of this potential trouble spot firmly
established him as a strong man
destined for great heights. Finally,
the program shows Khrushchev as
he is today.

One speaker on Khrushchev’s
Portrait is Marshall MacDuifie, an

American lawyer who was head of
UNNRA in the Ukraine after the
war. The two men got on very well
from the start and MacDuifie re-
gards Khrushchev as a personal
friend. Cyril Osborne, British M.P.,
tells of a long interview he had
with Khrushchev in Moscow the
day after the launching of the first
Sputnik. Another speaker is an
anonymous Ukrainian student who
saw Khrushchev in action in 1939
when Russia annexed the Ukraine
from Poland.

Films used in the program came
from many sources and involved
much research. For instance, the
production team spent hours look-
ing through old Russian films
found in a cellar in Soho and fin-
ally came up with three quick
glimpses of Khrushchev in a film
made in 1937.

Like Khrushchev, Tito (born
Josip Broz) was once a Stalin man,
unlike Khrushchev, Tito defied his
leader before the leader died. The
story goes back to April, 1915
when Tito, a soldier in the Haps-
burg armies, was captured by the
Russians. He was still in Russia
two years later, aged 25, when the
Russian revolution broke out.
When he returned to his native
land in 1920, he went with mem-
ories of people of his own peasant-
labouring class taking over power.
Tito had become a communist.

Many weary years followed
when to everybody but Tito him-
self the cause in Yugoslavia seemed
hopeless. In 1928 the Royal Yugo-
slav police jailed Tito for six years.
He used the time to acquire the
formal education he had largely
missed. When he came out of jail
in 1934, he was a much more dan-
gerous man.

By 1937 Stalin recognized Tito
as a top man. Moscow decided to
hurry his promotion. The Secre-
tary-General and other ranking

NIKITA KHRUSHCHEV
members of the Yugoslav commun-
ist party were summoned to Russia
and shot. Tito got the job of re-
organizing the illegal Party. He
did so by moving Party Head-
quarters from the safety of foreign
countries back to Yugoslavia itself.
The move paid off when war came
and Tito quickly raised an army.
He not only drove the Germans
from his country, he gained full
political control from his oppo-
nents.

What caused Tito’s defection
from Stalinism and his consequent
expulsion from the Comintern? In
general terms, of course, the ans-
wer is fairly clear. Having won in-
dependence from German occupa-
tion and substituted a communist
society all with comparatively little
outside aid, the Yugoslavs were
not happy to take orders even from
Moscow.

“The Yugoslav brand of com-
munism had its origins in the hills
and forests,” Tito once said, “and
was not imported ready-made from
Moscow.”

With the support of the vast
majority of his people—even non-
communists preferred Tito to Mos-
cow—he withstood Stalins reported
threat, “I will lift my little finger
and there will be no more Tito.”

London Letter
by Dr. Boyd Neel

Dr. Boyd Neel, Dean of the
Royal Conservatory of Music in
Toronto, is spending the summer
in England. Before he left he
promised to keep us posted on the
musical scene on the other side of
the Atlantic. In this second of his
“London Letters” he talks about
the festivals at Glyndebourne and
Cheltenham.

The wonderful weather is mak-
ing this year’s Glyndebourne Fes-
tival more enjoyable than ever. A
fine evening can make such a
difference to this most enchanting
of all opera festivals. The actual
opera is only a part of the show
and the name of the head gar-
dener has appeared for many years
on the program as one of the “cast.”
Certainly this year he has sur-
passed himself. I never remem-
ber the lawns and borders in such
perfect condition. I have a very
personal interest in this unique
institution as I had the privilege

of conducting the first perform-
ance which ever took place in the
theatre, way back in 1934. Little
did we think, at that time, of the
subsequent world-wide fame it
would achieve.

The performances seem to be as
good as ever. I have, so far, seen
only Cosi fan tutte and Fidelia.
Ore Brouwenstijn made a big hit
as the heroine in the latter and we
were spared the Leonora No. 3
after the dungeon scene, which I
always think ruins the whole
balance of the opera when inter-
polated at this point.

In Cosi, Gloria Lane was an ex-
cellent Dorabella, but Ilva Ligabue
could not efface memories of Sena
Jurinac, the supreme Fiordiligi of
former years. Apparently Rosen-
kavalier, which I missed, went off
splendidly in the small theatre.
Everybody I spoke with seemed
astonished at its success because
there were many prophets of doom
before the first night. I still don’t
know where they put all the
players, even if they used the re-
duced score which Strauss made

for Sadlers Wells before the war,
but apparently the whole affair
bore out Toscanini’s famous re-
mark, “Tutto e relative,” apropos
of his Meistersinger on the small
stage of the Salzburg Festspiel-
haus. This week we shall have
Cenerentola always one of the
best Glyndebourne productions.

Unfortunately I was unable to
go to Cheltenham last week and it
looks doubtful if I shall manage
it during the coming one, so I can
only report on what I have heard
by radio, tapes, and first-hand in-
formation. No masterpiece seems
yet to have emerged, but several
works have made quite good im-
pressions. One of these is Anthony
Milner’s Variations for Orchestra
which takes a fifteenth century
tune for its theme. This is some-
thing we must hear again as soon
as possible—l hope in Canada.

On another evening, Yfrah Nea-
man, who played last season with
the CBC Symphony, gave the first
performance of Arnold Cooke’s
Violin Concerto. Cooke has cer-

One Castle

May he seen August 5 on “Bat

The script for this week’s story
on Bat Masterson called for a castle
with a pipe organ, situated in the
midde of the desert.

The imposing stone structure,
complete with moat and ramparts,
was built in 1928, allegedly at a
cost of $300,000 by an oil man
whose architect tried to improve
on Blarney Castle in Ireland.
There are 25 rooms in the castle.

strip. The woven and wire fence is
valued at $llO,OOO.

The Paradoxes
Of Relativity

Anthologies of light verse all
include the famous limerick which
goes:

There was a young lady from
Bright,

Who could travel faster than
light.

She set out one day
In a relative way
And returned home the pre-

vious night.
Usually the limerick is attributed

to that famous author “Anon.” Ac-
tually it was written by Professor
A. H. R. Buller who was for many
years head of the department of
botany at the University of Mani-
toba and the world’s leading
authority on fungi. It was first
published in Punch.

Prof. Buller is also the author
of the limerick which goes:

There once was a fellow called
Aston

Who lived at or near to Edg-
baston.

Isotopes were his game,
And through them his name
Will last on when Aston has

passed on.

(Francis William Aston, once a
lecturer in physics at the Univer-
sity of Birmingham at Edgbaston
—Buller’s alma mater—received the
Nobel Prize in 1922 for his work
with isotopes.)

Donald Ivey and Patterson Hume,
University of Toronto physicists,
on their program Two For Physics
this Tuesday night on CBC-TV.

Tito’s relations with Russia are still
uneasy; he is still a heretic.

Mao Tse-Tung was also heretic
—was, because his insistence that
the Chinese peasantry, not the pro-
letariat as in Russia, must be the
basis of the revolution, has now
passed into orthodoxy. Like all the
major Communist revolutionaries,
Mao possesses immense patience
and courage and ruthlessness. “A
revolution does not march in a
straight line. It wanders where it
can, retreats before superior forces,
advances where it has room, and
is possessed of enormous patience.”

The portrait of Mao tells of the
days when he lived in a cave with
only two pairs of trousers to his
name. American newsman Edgar
Snow, first foreign correspondent
to meet Mao, describes those early
days. His interview took place in
1936 in Mao’s headquarters in the
mountains. Swiss journalist Walter
Bosshard, who met Mao at Yecan
in 1938, also contributes to the
program which has 22 of its 30
minutes in rarely seen film of the
mysterious chief man of Commun-
ist China.

Lloyd George’s political career
falls into four sections. From 1890
to about 1905 Welsh nationalism
led him to a pro-Boer position
which in turn allied him with vari-
ous liberal and radical movements.

This reforming period lasted
roughly from 1900 to 1914. Per-
haps his most important role here
was the influence he wielded in
cutting the power of the House of
Lords when that institution held
up his Budget of 1910. He also in-
stituted the National Insurance Act,
forbear to the Welfare State.

From 1914 to 1922 Lloyd
George was the great wartime
leader and postwar diplomat (de-
spite the fact that at an earlier
stage of his career he was some-
thing of a pacifist). In 1921, he
signed a treaty with the Irish Sinn
Feiners. This lost a great deal of
support for the coalition govern-
ment he headed and the coalition
collapsed. From then, till two
months before he died in 1945,
Lloyd George retained his seat in
the House of Commons though he
never again held office. One can
speculate whether and how his
three companions in these Por-
traits of Power will lose their poli-
tical power.

—another way of saying the same
thing. Close-Up is enjoyable, but even
with it you had a repeat of The Trail
of ’9B.—Mrs. I. L., Winnipeg.

CBC programs are repeated only
when there is a large public demand
for a second showing—such as there
was for Elaine Grand’s interview with
Bertrand Russell on “Close-Up,” and
“The Trail of ’9B” on “CBC Folio”
(not “Close - Up”). American - pro-
duced programs (like “Desilu Play-

CBC TIMES

home") are sold as a “package,” and
the purchaser must be willing to ac-
cept a number of repeats. (CBC will
not accept a “package" that contains
too many.) The actual reason for re-
peats in the U.S.-produced series is
rather complicated: Programs are usu-
ally scheduled for 52 weeks, but
American producers are contracted for
13-week periods and they do not
work (at actual production of pro-
grams) the entire 52 weeks each year.
The usual producer s contract is three-
quarters—39 weeks. The networks, in
choosing repeats, make every effort
to schedule those programs which
have been the most popular of the
series.

MUSIC ON RADIO

of Toronto
Although Handel was contem-

porary with Bach, and lived in the
golden age of organ composition,
we do not usually think of him as
an organ composer, his fame as a
performer on that instrument not-
withstanding. Unlike Bach, he does
not seem to have been particularly
drawn to it as a medium of creative
expression. Perhaps this is because,
as has been speculated, the organs
of that day in England (where he
spent the greater part of his pro-
ductive life) did not normally
have pedals, and he may have con-
sidered this a limitation. Those
works that he did write for it were
apparently intended to be of a
comparatively “light” character,
since they were designed to be
played during the intermissions in
performances of his oratorios—pre-
sumably as “relief.”

These concertos for organ and
strings, nevertheless, are fine
works, full of Handelian elegance
and suavity. We are to hear two
of them this week, in the Western
Artists concert on Monday night,
when Gerald Bales of Calgary will
play Nos. 2 and 4 with a chamber
orchestra conducted by Eric Wild
in Winnipeg.

Handel’s example in writing
them has not been very widely fol-
lowed. Organ concertos are still
comparatively few, which is, per-
haps, rather a pity. It is true that
many musicians dislike the com-
bination of orchestral—and espe-
cially string—tone with organ tone;
and certainly one does hear such
works played with registrations
that can hardly be described as
felicitous. There are practical dif-
ficulties, too; places where orches-
tras customarily perform do not
always house organs as well. Still,
one would think that these limita-

tions would be outweighed by the
great virtue of such a grouping—-
that of contrast. After all, the basic
conception of the concerto form
revolves round the contrast be-
tween various sources of sound;
and one can scarcely think of
sound qualities as distinct as those
of organ and stringed instruments.
Perhaps a new approach is called
for—a new principle of construc-
tion; and some future master, with
a flair for instrumental potentiali-
ties, may evolve an ideal style and
method of treatment that will give
the organ concerto a new lease of
life.

This same important element of
contrast is the chief merit of the
wind quintet, examples of music
for which we are to hear in Sun-
day morning’s Chamber Music pro-
gram, presented by the CBC Wood-
wind Ensemble. Flute (played on
this occasion by Gordon Day),
oboe (Perry Bauman), clarinet

(Abe Galper), bassoon (Nicholas
Kilburn) and French horn (Eugene
Rittich) display contrasting tonal
qualities; the thin but bland sound
of the flute contrasts with the thin
but sharp sound of the oboe and
bassoon, the richer and darker
quality of the clarinet is a foil to
both, while the broad, mellow and
somewhat veiled tone of the horn
blends and unites them all in a
tapestry of musical colour. Sun-
day’s group is to play the Varia-
tions on a Free Theme, and Scherzo,
for Wind Quintet, by Eugene
Bozza, whose chief claim to fame
this work appears to be, and a
Pastorale by Vincent Perischetti,
rising American composer.

On CBC Concert Hall, on Friday
evening, Calgary-born pianist Car-
lina Carr plays music by Schu-
mann—the C major Arabesque and
the Etudes Symphoniques, the
theme of which recalls, in its
origin, an early romance of the
composer. More than that of most
other people, Schumann’s music
reflects and enshrines his direct
experiences and thoughts.

Isabel van Bassenheim, in the
Sunday Morning Recital, plays
some little-known piano music, of
Hispanic provenance, including a
Coral, Interludio y Fuga, by Car-
los Tuxen Bang, a Toccata, by
Arizah, and a Sonata by Alberto
Ginastera, an Argentinian com-
poser noted for his use of national
elements in his music.

A search for Canadian iden-
tity in Canadian poetry

“Is there a spiritual identity, a
climate, distinctive and pervading,
of which a Canadian feels himself
a part?”

Canadian poetry anthologist
Ralph Gustafson searches for our
identity and finds his answers in
our poetry this week on CBC Wed-
nesday Night.

In a half-hour talk, Tracks in the
Snow, Gustafson says that it is not
enough to be bom into a political
or geographic region and take that
as your answer. Canadians from
Cobalt, he says wittily, are not
necessarily colourful, and Cana-
dians from Climax aren’t always
demonstrative. We can’t get our
answers out of the atlas. But we
can, he feels, get our answers from
the works of Earle Birney, E. J.
Pratt, Charles Bmce, F. R. Scott,
Irving Layton, Louis Dudek, A.
M. Klein, R. G. Everdon, Anne
Wilkinson, Ronald Hambleton, P.
K. Page and R. A. D. Ford. Lines
from each of these Canadian poets
are read on the program by John
Grenfell.

Gustafson covers a lot of ground
in his poetic search for our national
character, and he gleans many
answers as he discovers different
facets of our nature revealed in
Canadian poetry. The qualities, he
concludes, all add up to the word
“northern.” There are many who
would say this is an obvious con-
clusion to come to—why not open
an atlas? Ralph Gustafson main-
tains that “an atlas gives us posi-
tion; the poetry gives us location.”

Ralph Gustafson was born in
the Province of Quebec, educated

the Canadian “identity” through its
poetry.

Footloose in the
Leeward Islands

In this week’s Footloose, free-
lancer Babs Brown visits the Lee-
ward Islands. Mrs. Brown has been
to Hawaii, Mexico, Greece and
many other countries for her vari-
ous CBC radio programs, but of
them all she is most fond of the
West Indies, particularly the Lee-
ward Islands.

It was back in 1622 that Sir
Thomas Warner surveyed St.
Christopher (popularly known now
as St. Kitts) in the West Indies as
a possible field for tobacco grow-
ing. He returned in 1625 to found
the first definitive settlement,
which he consented to share with
the French. From St. Christopher,
English colonists set out to found
Nevis in 1628, Antigua and Mont-
serrat in 1632, and Anguilla in
1650. Thus were founded the Lee-
ward Islands settlements.
