Before he died, he managed to
smuggle out of the prison numerous
messages on bits and pieces of
paper and cloth, to his mother, his
sweetheart and friends in the
underground, by bribing German
guards, and in various other ways, I
such as pasting a letter to the bot- i
tom of a cardboard box which
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found its way from his cell to his
home. Other letters from the boy
were sent in the quota which pris-
oners were allowed to send their
families.

After the war, Kim’s writings
were published in one of the most
inspiring records of those bitter
years, a highly-moving account of
his lonely, miserable travels to ma-
turity in his cell, as he and his

Japan’s
Two Worlds
by Michael Maciear

Does East really meet West in Japan, the
most westernized of the oriental nations?
A special program Sunday, January 27 on

CBC-TV answers this question with an

emphatic “No”

IN JAPAN’S two worlds, East and West have come
as close as they may ever get—and are still worlds
apart.

Today, after just ten years of post-war independ-
ence, Japan is still widely viewed as westernized.
Not so, say the Japanese. “The Far East is not the
West,” says Japan’s elder statesman, Shigeru Yoshida.
“Your people want to impose their own ideas, but
some ideas we cannot adopt—we cannot take in.”

His words reflect the importance of Japan’s
present-day national reappraisal, for if western ideas
do not apply in this most progressive of eastern
nations, then where else in Asia can western-style
democracy succeed?

“Our struggle is to re-establish a new nationalized
democracy,” states Yoshida in a special CBC tele-
vision news documentary, Japan’s Two Worlds
which realistically examines the course and charac-
ter of the world’s third greatest industrial nation and
finds it diverging from western ways. The program
is seen Sunday afternoon on CBC-TV.

The documentary follows the Tokaido, or “Eastern
Way.” Here, along the historic route between Kyoto
and Tokyo, old traditions serve as the basis for social
progress. Japan’s road is seen as modernization, not
westernization; it shows a technological but not
ideological likeness. The facade but not the founda-
tion has changed.

“It has not been such a great change as every-
body seems to think,” explains one Japanese. “The
change is purely material; the old spiritual Japan

remains. It will link itself up completely with old
traditions. That is what is happening now.”

Or, in yet other words, there’s a conscious
national need to “japanize” Japan. Western ways
and influence, far from converting Japan, have cut
“woundingly” into its social structure, says Yoshida,
and so Japan is reverting to the more familiar code
of family and state loyalty and duty traditions
which can be as good as they can be bad and which,
anyhow, are necessary. “Japan,” comments a western
observer, “can never afford confusion of character.”

The character of the Japanese evolved with the
Tokaido, forged through the compulsory pilgrimage
along the 400-mile route 400 years ago. Whether
lord or lackey, the Japanese journeyed to Kyoto in
homage to the emperors, who in turn came annually
to old Edo (Tokyo), the seat of the shoguns the
generals who really ruled Japan. The Tokaido jour-
ney was first enforced as a token of loyalty; it
became a measure of unity. There were 53 stations
along the way. From these grew the industrial cities
and social system of today—founded and patterned
still on principles of duty and dedication. Old
Kyoto still expresses a collective identity. And
modem Tokyo is the result of organized ideas and
endeavour.

A journey along the Tokaido reveals values
colourful and meaningful. In Kyoto, in Japan’s Two
Worlds, the park crowds put away their transistor
radios when the strolling samisen players arrive. Or
they raptly watch the traditional cherry-dance, ab-

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WORLD’S LARGEST CITY WITHOUT NEWSPAPERS
Canada’s Loggers Face Slack Period;
Citizens Miss Ads More Than News

LOGGERS WORKING in the forests of northern Canada have
been facing cutbacks in employment during the past weeks, the
result of actions taken by workers in a city thousands of miles
away. The loggers’ plight is just one of the many ramifications of
the strike that has forced suspension of publication by all of New
York’s newspapers for more than a month. Without the mammoth
daily drain on newsprint supplies
through purchases by the New
York papers, stocks have been pil-
ing up, less output is needed from
the mills and, following the pro-
ductivity stream back to its source,
fewer trees have to be felled to
meet market requirements.

The effects of such a large-scale
strike at present on the economy
of North America reach even fur-
ther than the remote lumber camps
of northern Canada. The lowering
of the loggers’ incomes is reflected
in a consequent drop in sales for
the merchants from whom the
workers buy their supplies; this, in
turn, leads to fewer sales by whole-
salers, and so the inevitable reper-
cussions are felt in areas of the
economy that would seem to have
no connection with the newspaper
industry.

But the strike’s effects have
been felt most keenly, of course,
by those closest to the problem—-
the eight million New Yorkers who
have been without newspapers
since the first week in December.

CBC Radio’s Project ’63 this
week (Sunday, January 27, 5:00
p.m.) will examine the New York
newspaper strike and some of its
consequences. The program, rep-
resenting the work of several re-
porters for Project ’63, has been
prepared by freelance writer and
broadcaster John David Hamilton.

Since December 7, when a com-
bination of strikes and lockouts
stopped production of the city’s

major newspapers, New Yorkers
have had to rely mainly on radio
and television stations and on
small-circulation ethnic journals
for news coverage. In normal times,
they buy 5.7 million papers daily
and 7.2 million on Sunday. In at-
tempts to fill the gap, imports of
out-of-town newspapers has been
doubled and tripled, but, despite
increased deliveries, editions of
Newark, Philadelphia and Boston
papers are sold out soon after
reaching the newsstands. Badio
and TV outlets have expanded
their operations to increase their
coverage of news, features, public
services, theatrical reviews and edi-
torials. One FM station presents
nothing but news all day, and
another radio station even presents
obituaries in its newscasts.

But news coverage isn’t the only
area hard hit by the strike; in fact,
it may not be the most important
loss in the eyes of most New York-
ers. A survey conducted by the
Columbia School of Journalism in-
dicates that advertisements and
feature items are missed as much or
more than “hard news” coverage.
The newspapers provided the main
advertising medium for many lead-
ing businesses, especially depart-
ment stores, and this avenue of ad-
vertising was closed during the
important pre-Christmas buying
period. Some big stores had broad-
sides printed and plastered over
the city’s 6,600 subway cars, but

for those who rely on classified ads
—renting agents and apartment
seekers, for instance—the situation
has been desperate, with no adver-
tising “market-place” available to
exchange goods and services.
Those looking for employment and
those seeking employees are kept
apart by a wall of blank paper.

The world of showbusiness,
with its heavy reliance on display
advertising, reviews and columns,
has also been affected. The league
of New York Theatres set up a
telephone answering service to tell
prospective theatre-goers what’s
going on in the showbusiness
world, and several music and
drama critics have appeared on
TV and radio, but despite these
efforts attendance has slumped,
except for those long-running hits
which are sold out months in ad-
vance. Movie theatres are appar-
ently suffering the most, and a
public relations executive of a
major film distributor says “the
strike is killing us.”

The shut-down began when
members of the typographers’
union struck four of the city’s
major newspapers, the Times, the
Daily News, the Journal-American,
and the World Telegram and Sun.
Under an agreement among mem-
bers of the publishers’ association
that a strike against one newspaper
is a strike against all, the other
main dailies in the city closed down
operations.

Committees of inquiry have
been set up, but an early settle-
ment is considered unlikely. Iron-
ically, the striking printers are not
the hardest hit by the closings,
since they receive weekly strike
benefits from their union. But the
deliverymen, reporters and' other
newspaper workers who have been
idled, not to mention the large

Alberta’s
1000-Acre Zoo
The Alberta Game Farm returns to CBC-TV
Saturday, January 26, with its acreage

doubled and more species than ever

AN UNKNOWING TOURIST driving into Edmon-
ton from the south-west might think he had some-
how arrived at the Serengeti plains of Tanganyika.
In a natural setting enclosed with only an occa-
sional fence, zebra, Grant’s gazelle, black-buck ante-
lope, and sitatunga languidly graze in the sparkling
Alberta sunshine. The vain peacock preens himself
in a tree, while a half-dozen varieties of crane flit
about.

But as the traveller continues along scenic High-
way 14, a large sign looms ahead, announcing the
Alberta Game Farm—the unique establishment of
former wrestling promoter A 1 Oeming.

The Farm, recently doubled in size to 1,000 acres,
teems with more than 1,100 animals of some 47
species, plus 1,000birds of at least S 3 species. Most
of the tremendously varied fauna of the continent
are represented, including the giant Swann Hills
grizzlies, moose, elk, wolves, cougars, big horn
sheep. Rocky Mountain goats, timber wolves and the
northern musk-ox. Hundreds of rare and exotic spe-
cies from Africa, Asia and South America share the
broad acreage.

So unusual is the Alberta Game Farm—both for
its variety of animals, and for its beautiful, un-
spoiled setting—that it has become one of Alberta’s
major tourist attractions. Established in 1959, it has
since been seen by close to two million visitors.
Its success is even more impressive when it is con-
sidered that no public funds are involved in financing
it; admission charges, the sale of animals to other
zoos, and Oeming’s own pocketbook pay for the
maintenance, care and continuous expansion pro-
gram.

The Farm’s energetic founder, manager and chief
public relations man, A 1 Oeming, is a living example
of what hitching one’s wagon to a star can accom-
plish. Now 36 years old, he has seen the fulfillment
of a dream he first had as an Edmonton schoolboy.
He attended the University of Alberta, receiving his
8.A., B.Sc. and M.Sc. degrees and currently he is
working on his doctorate in zoology.

With his dream still fixed firmly in his mind, in
the post-war years he became a professional wrestler,
then a wrestling promoter during the biggest days
of Edmonton’s oil boom. His ragged, muscular frame

still gives the impression that he would be success-
ful in the wrestling ring, but the “grunt and groan”
game was only a means to an end.

Finally, in 1959 he was able to select a site, 500
acres of grazing land in the Ardrossan area, amidst
pleasant Parkland countryside 15 miles southwest
of Edmonton. A 1 and his wife May lived in a trailer
on the land for many months while he and a small
crew of Indians cut brush, cleared paddocks and
pathways through wilderness acres, around swamps,
a lake and across low rolling knolls. As A 1 explains,
“I always felt that machinery would have chewed
up the cite far too much and I was determined to
retain its naturalness—hence, we cleared by hand.”

Soon the wire-mesh fences were up, signs had
been erected and the first of the ever-increasing
number of animal species were in place. Oeming
was on hand to greet the visitors personally fre-
quently with his pet cheetah, a fleet-footed jungle
cat that he raised from a kitten, at his heels.

A CBC Winnipeg television crew, consisting of
producer Ron Bashford, sound man Leo Gantzert
and production assistant Don Brown spent five
weeks at the Alberta Game Farm last summer film-
ing this second series of 13 programs. With excellent
co-operation from both A 1 and his animal friends,
the crew returned with thousands of feet of film
which Frank Stroppa is editing.

First of the new series of programs is seen Satur-
day afternoon, January 26.

numbers of employees in other
fields affected indirectly, do not
necessarily enjoy the same benefits.
Some reporters have been hired by
broadcasting stations to help with
the heavy work load brought about
by increased news coverage, but
others have been forced to find
employment in other fields, at least
temporarily.

Although no figures are avail-
able, the sale of books and maga-
zines should show vast increases,
especially among those who com-
mute into New York from distant
points. Railroad commuters, faced
with the prospect of many hours
of travel without reading matter,
might have to engage in conversa-
tion with fellow passengers and
this, of course, is practically un-
thinkable.

Despite the many disruptions,
however, much of New York is
functioning pretty well as usual,
according to John Hamilton, who
bases his opinion on the findings
of the Project ’63 reporters.

Rebellious Youth
Subject of Drama
M. CHARLES COHEN, who has
written many original dramas for

A BBC film study of the new Cov-
entry Cathedral, designed to replace
the 500-year-old church destroyed by
Nazi fire-bombs during the Second
World War. The architect of the
Cathedral, Sir Basil Spence, is also
a subject of the program.

Coventry Cathedral:
Sir Basil's Masterpiece

WHEN THE NAZIS bombed and destroyed the
five-centuries-old Coventry Cathedral on November
14, 1940, Basil Spence (now knighted), through
whose genius it was to rise again splendidly nearly
22 years later, was a staff captain in the Intelligence
Corps. The next day, he reported the raid to his
general with a feeling of irretrievable loss, thinking
what a challenge it would be to his generation if it
should ever be rebuilt.

Later, Spence followed with interest the steps
being taken to start rebuilding Coventry Cathedral,
and the turbulence they created. The town com-

plained that it needed hospitals and schools more
than a cathedral. Designs were studied and cast
aside. No idea seemed to satisfy the authorities.
When it was announced in 1950 that a competition
for designs for the cathedral was open to any archi-
tect in the Commonwealth, Spence sent for the con-
ditions, as did 600 other architects. The problem of
meeting them was so difficult that only 219 plans
were submitted for judging.

Spence’s first visit to the ruins at Coventry was a
moving one. “This was a holy place,” he recalls,
“and although the conditions specified that we need
keep only the tower, spire and the two crypt chapels,
I felt I could not destroy this beautiful place, and
that whatever else I did I would preserve as much
of the old cathedral as I could. I saw the old cathed-
ral as standing clearly for the sacrifice, one side of
the Christian faith, and I knew my task was to
design a new one which should stand for the triumph
of the resurrection ... In these few moments the

bass; Marzelline, his daughter so-
prano; Jaquino, gatekeeper tenor; a
captain. Place, a Spanish state prison in
the vicinity of Seville.

Act I. Courtyard of the prison. Jaquino
is ready to marry Marzelline but she
loves the new assistant, Fideiio. Fideiio
is really Leonore disguised as a youth.
Her husband Florestan has disappeared
and she suspects Pizarro of having im-
prisoned him. Having gained the con-
fidence of Rocco she is allowed to visit
the prison.

Pizarro appears and receives notice of
the impending inspection by the minis-
ter. He is filled with anxiety as he has
imprisoned Florestan from motives of
personal vengeance. To prevent dis-
covery of this he determines that Flor-
estan must die before the minister
arrives. As Rocco refuses to murder the
dying man, he is ordered to uncover an
old well in which the prisoner is to be
buried. Pizarro himself resolves to kill
Florestan. Leonore has been listening.
Rocco allows the prisoners to get some
fresh air at the request of Leonore. She
cannot find Florestan among them.
Pizarro returns and orders the prisoners
back to their cells.

Act 11. The dark dungeon of Florestan.
He sinks to the ground from weakness
as Rocco and Leonore arrive. Leonore
recognizes him but dares not speak and
helps to dig the grave. Florestan re-
vives and Leonore gives him bread.
Pizarro descends to the dungeon and is
about to stab Florestan when Leonore
throws herself before her husband and
points a pistol at Pizarro. Trumpet calls
herald the arrival of the minister and
Pizarro hurries away. In the following
duet, Florestan and Leonore express
their happiness.

Change of scene: Courtyard of the
castle. Fernando announces the king’s
pardon. Leonore takes the chains from
her husband. He is free and Pizarro is
arrested.

sorbing its theme of chu and ko—loyalty to country
and kin. Millions throng the Shinto shrines, where
publicized donations from the big industrialists or
snapshots for the family album are expressions of
belonging.

At the Ryoanji temple of Zen Buddhism, a student
talks to the famed rock garden about his problems
in love. He explains it with unintentional humour.
The problem of resolving personality is the agony of
every Japanese. And, in fact, the importance of old
Kyoto is what the new generation learns from it.

The lessons emerge along the Tokaido—a futuris-
tic Buddha guarding the ricefields; a Shinto torii in
a factory compound. It is a journey through modem
stereotyped towns, producing and displaying the
ultimate in technological achievement—yet a world
in which the westerner is infinitely more strange
than the latest appliance. Few foreigners see or are
seen beyond Kyoto or Tokyo—and, explains a long-
time American resident, western ideas are not under-
stood and do not apply. Instead, there’s what one
Japanese calls a “transistor culture.” It is best seen
in a transistor radio factory, where company

paternalism and communal living powers the pro-
ductivity that has made Japan the fastest-growing
industrial nation on earth. Labour has a robot
quality; but, it’s explained the Japanese find indi-
vidual satisfaction in the collective achievement.

At the end of this journey, Tokyo is the total of
what has gone before. It is not the appearance of the
city but the way it’s constructed that’s real and
important. There are the trade unionists who—come
May Day—don the garb of shogun times to parade
the values of centuries. There’s the nightclub girl
wending her way to a neo-Buddhist political rally.
There’s the oppressive anonymity of the subway
crowds and yet the individual perspective of govern-
ment officials engaging in karate with the modem
parliament building as a backdrop.

There are the country women who commute daily
to voluntarily clean the grounds of the Imperial
Palace. And there are the millions who even today
journey for a sight of the Emperor, finding reassur-
ance of new liberties in the recognition of old loyal-
ties. The Emperor is the embodiment of democratic
sovereignty, but not as anyone in the west would
know it. For Japan, appearance and actuality are
two different worlds today, and tomorrow’s best east-
west maxim is that the ’twain can never wholly meet.

THE REITH LECTURES:

A Psychiatrist-Anthropologist
Looks at Britain

THE 1962 KEITH LECTURES, a recent highlight
of BBC radio, offered an examination of what has
happened to Britain since the beginning of the
century from the point of view of the psychiatrist
and anthropologist, rather than from that of the
economist or the politician. This is the first time the
Keith Lectures have been devoted to a subject of
this nature. The speaker is G. M. Carstairs, DPM,
MA, FRCP, Ed., professor of psychological medicine.
University of Edinburgh, and honourary director of
the MRC Unit for Research on the Epidemiology of
Psychiatric Illness.

The six lectures were recorded and will be heard
on CBC Radio on Monday nights at 10:30, begin-
ning January 28, under the title of This Island Now.
They will be followed, on March 11, by a seventh
program, a CBC-organized discussion of points
raised in the lectures, by a panel including a soci-
ologist, an anthropologist, and a psychiatrist. Pro-
gram organizer is Dr. Lewis Miller of the CBC public
affairs department.

Professor Carstairs is exceptionally well qualified
for an enquiry of this nature. Born in India 47 years
ago, he was educated at George Watson’s College
and Edinburgh University, where he read arts and
medicine. Graduating in 1941, he was a Fine Arts
Medallist and also represented Scotland and Britain
as an athlete.

He served in the RAF during the Second World
War. Afterwards he became increasingly interested
in anthropology. This led to a two-year field study in
North India and to the publication in 1957 of his
book The Twice Born, a study of a Hindu com-
munity.

The title he chose for his Keith Lectures is taken
from the poem by W. H. Auden, published in 1938,
called Look, Stranger, on this island now.

In his first lecture, titled Stability and Change in
Social Environment, Professor Carstairs examines
different methods of studying the stresses which have
arisen in British contemporary society during the
period of rapid change. “Formerly,” he says, “our
attitude to the rest of the world was outward-looking.
We annexed, administered, and developed large areas
and sent missionaries to convert their peoples to our
religion in the conviction that we were doing all this
for their own good as well as ours. Then gradually
this tide turned. We found it less easy to be quite
sure that our way of life was necessarily the best. . .

A great deal of the fascination of social anthropology
has lain not merely in its enlargement of our knowl-
edge of the range of established patterns of human
behaviour but even more in its capacity to give us
a better understanding of our own. No doubt the

great change in Britain’s political and economic posi-
tion in the world has contributed towards our becom-
ing a more inward-looking society, but social an-
thropology has provided the means by which this
new attitude can find expression.”

Professor Carstairs says “I shall concern myself
particularly with the interaction of tradition, social
environment, and personality in our own changing
society, and I shall choose for particular examination
a number of areas in which things seem to have gone
wrong—indicators of malaise in our community today.
In so doing I shall display my own special concern,
which is to use the study of society as a means to
better understanding of my fellow men ... In
medicine, pain and malaise have long been recog-
nized as having a positive function, alerting the
organisms to threats to its well-being, if not to its
survival, so that something will be done to meet the
threat. I propose to examine in this light some of the
indications of pathology—of malaise in our society-
in order to see whether the social sciences can sug-

gest a diagnosis or can indicate what future develop-
ments these symptoms may presage.”

In his second lecture, titled The First Years, Pro-
fessor Carstairs will discuss the contrast in the ex-
periences of early childhood in different social classes
in Britain. He believes that these experiences have a
lasting influence on adult behaviour. The subject of
his third lecture is Vicissitudes of Adolescence. He
sees the problems of adolescent behaviour as both
reflecting and anticipating changes in adult social
behaviour.

During this century there have been radical
changes in the role of women in our society, creat-
ing psychological problems in family life which are
only beginning to be recognized now. Professor Car-
stairs discusses some of them in his fourth talk. In
his fifth talk, called Living and Partly Living, he
draws attention to some unsolved problems in medi-
cine, and to a neglected area of medical education.
His final talk, titled The ChangingBritish Character,
will consider some new trends which will, he be-
lieves, have an increasing influence on personality
development in our society during the remainder of
the 20th century.

idea of the design was planted. Its essence never
changed.”

Back in Edinburgh where he was living then,
Spence prepared his first plan within 24 hours. “I
was strongly influenced by the cathedral at Albi, in
the south of France,” he says. “The walls rise sheer,
and though the exterior is plain and simple it has a
grandeur in strong contrast to the interior, which
is very rich ... I therefore planned a very simple
exterior of pinky-grey stone similar to the original
cathedral and a rich interior with a huge tapestry
behind the high altar.” For months he worked far
into the night, after his regular day’s work was done,
listening continually to recordings of the Branden-
burg Concertos for inspiration.

The idea for one of the attractive architectural
surprises in the cathedral’s interior came to Spence
while having a tooth extracted. “I got an abscess on
one of my upper teeth,” he recalls. “My dentist ad-
vised immediate extraction with a local anaesthetic.
I hate injections. At best I feel queer, but then I
was run down and exhausted, and I passed out. My
dream was wonderful. I was walking through the
cathedral and it looked marvelous, with a light like
Chartres. The altar looked tremendous, backed by a
huge tapestry, but I could not see the windows until
I went right in and turned half back—the walls were
zig-zagging. When I came to I had been ‘out’ for
quite a few minutes, and the dentist had perspiration
pouring from his brow.”

When the time came for handing in his design to
the competition judges, Spence found he was re-
luctant to do it. He felt that putting it to practical
purposes would destroy the deep spiritual content-
ment he had experienced while working on it. His
wife insisted, “You have sweated all these months.
You hand it in and don’t be such an ass.”

So he sent it off. “I can say with truth I did not
have the faintest hope of success,” he says. “I felt
certain some bright young boy would come along
and win it.” One day, while he was making a busi-
ness call in London, his secretary ’phoned through to
say: “Mr. Spence, good news! May I be the first to
congratulate you—you’ve won the competition!”

“It is difficult to describe the next few minutes,"
Spence recalls, “as I can’t remember them very well;
swirling mists, a rushing sound in my ears, and I
found myself on a comfortable chair, with my client
bending over me, his expression all sympathy. Tm
terribly sorry, it must be awful news you look
ghastly,’ he said. I stammered ‘lt’s the best news I’ve
ever had. I have won the competition for the new
Coventry Cathedral’.”

But his worries weren’t over, for his plans were so
fiercely attacked that construction was delayed for
nearly five years. His cathedral was called “a ring-a-
ding God-box,” “a cross between a super-cinema and
a slaughterhouse” and “a monstrous architectural
freak.” Such criticism nearly bankrupted him, for it
influenced other groups to withdraw commissions
already given him and to withhold possible future
ones. But now many of those same critics, when they
step into the blaze of light inside the great church
fortress at Coventry, and see its splendid simplicity,
sense its strong feeling of life arising from death, of
evil overcome and forgiven if not forgotten, have to
admit it is an artistic masterpiece, “a plain jewel
casket for many jewels inside,” as its designer de-
scribes it.

Sir Basil considers the old and new cathedrals to
be part of the same building. While respecting tradi-
tional ideas of a church, he has used modern tech-
niques, designs and materials with brilliance. The
result, awesome and majestic, is also warm, suggest-
ing a huge reservoir of calm silence offering the mind
comfort, rest and inspiration. The romance and
rhythms of the best of medieval planning are there,
but the effect is made contemporary by bold use of
modem art, as CBC-TV viewers will see when a
tour of Spence’s masterpiece is presented on The
Lively Arts, Tuesday night, January 29.

One of Spence’s strokes of genius was replacing
the traditional west wall of the new cathedral with a
giant window, inscribed with a concourse of angels,
through which passers-by can see what’s going on
inside. The window reflects the mins of the old
cathedral, with its altar still standing, bearing a cross
made from two half-burnt timbers, and behind it,
inscribed on the wall, the words “Father Forgive.”

scholarship and stayed with the
Playhouse for three years.

During this time DeFore col-
laborated with four fellow students
on a play entitled Where Do We
Go From Here. Oscar Hammer-
stein II saw the production in
Hollywood and took DeFore, the
play, and five others in the original
cast to Broadway, where it ran
four weeks.

After the play closed, DeFore
remained in New York and got a
role in the James Thurber-Elliott
Nugent hit play, The Male Ani-
mal. He then played the same part
part in the Hollywood film version.
Returning to Broadway, he ap-
peared in the musical Sailor Be-
ware, which starred Mary Martin.

DeFore then went back to the
west coast and was an immediate
hit in movies, appearing in such
films as The Human Comedy, A
Guy Named Joe, and Thirty Sec-
onds Over Tokyo. Successful tele-
vision appearances, such as a five-
year run on The Ozzie and Harriet
Show, followed.

Then came Hazel.

DON DeFORE, who portrays
George Baxter, an average family
man in the television series Hazel,
on the CBC-TV network Sundays,
has much the same role in actual
life.

Hazel is based on the Ted Key
cartoon series about a maid
played on TV by Shirley Booth
who really runs the household in
which she is employed.

Don DeFore has a wife, Marion,
whom he married in 1942. They
have five children, Penny, 17,
David, 15, Dawn, 12, Ronnie, 10,
and Amy, 18 months.

The DeFores live in a farm
house in Mandeville Canyon on
the outskirts of Los Angeles.
DeFore and his wife drew the
plans for the house themselves. He
made most of the furniture a
hobby of his and she did all the
interiors.

Born in Cedar Rapids, lowa,
DeFore was the only one of seven
children to choose showbusiness as
a career. He attended Washington
High School in Cedar Rapids and
later lowa University, where he
showed promise in basketball,
baseball and track.

DeFore enrolled at lowa Uni-
versity ostensibly to study law,
but actually to work in dramatics.
Acting as a course of study was
limited at the university so DeFore
left and went to California where
he enrolled in the Pasadena Com-
munity Playhouse. He won a

PIZZA PIE

1 package hot roll mix
8 oz. can tomato sauce
6 oz. can tomato paste
1 tsp. salt
Vi tsp. oregano
Vs tsp. garlic powder
1 lb. pork sausages

Vz lb. grated sharp cheese
V 2 lb. sliced cooked mushrooms
Vi cup minced onion

Prepare dough according to in-
structions on back of hot roll mix.
Let rise until light.

While dough is rising prepare
other ingredients.

Pan fry one pound sausage. Re-
move from pan and pan fry minced
onion in one tablespoon sausage
dripping. Add tomato sauce, tomato
paste, salt, oregano and garlic
powder.

Shred cheese. Flatten dough
into baking pan, building it up
around edges. Arrange half the
cheese on the dough. Cover with
tomato mixture. Top with remain-
ing cheese and sausage slices.
Sprinkle with grated sharp cheese

and sliced cooked mushrooms if
desired.

Bake immediately in very hot
oven 450 degrees for 15-20 min-
utes until dough is golden-brown.
Sprinkle with finely cut parsley. DON DeFOKE
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
