WINNIPEG CLERGYMEN are adding professional polish to their
appearances on CBWTs Devotions, part of the daily sign-on and sign-off
of the station. The reason: they have taken a CBC short-course that
enables them to make full use of the television medium for religious
broadcasting.

The ministers making appearances on the Devotions series met
March 20 for a full-day seminar in which they heard addresses by CBC
producers Neil Andrews and Perry Rosemond, re-examined successful
programs in the series from past months, and had an intensive look at
the CBC’s facilities for production of religious programs. They con-
cluded the day by splittiing into two groups to produce “sample” Devo-
tions programs utilizing the techniques they had discussed.
IN THE FOUR years that CBC Radio’s Talent Festival has been on the
air, CBC auditioners have discovered a wealth of Canadian talent in
the ranks of singers and instrumentalists across the country. During every
fall-winter season since 1959, dozens of young artists have appeared
before CBC microphones, competing for first prizes of $l,OOO and second
prizes of $250 in the categories of singers and instrumentalists.

Preparation of the Talent Festival series gets under way some
months prior to the beginning of each broadcast season, arid all applicants
are screened by a panel of musicians before being asked to take part in
the broadcasts. Auditions for the 1963-64 series will be undertaken
during April and May in 11 cities across Canada. Dr. Geoffrey Wadding-
ton, CBC director of music, and Carl Little, music program organizer,
will assist in auditioning all candidates for the coming fall-winter season.
CBC producer Tom Taylor will take part in auditioning Western Cana-
dian applicants.

To be eligible, candidates must be less than 30 years of age, Cana-
dian citizens, and must not have appeared in an important solo capacity
on the CBC’s national networks. (Please turn to page 4)

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ELECTION COVERAGE
The most ambitious single project in the history of Canadian broad-
casting will climax Monday night, April 8, with the reporting of
election results across the country. Even the Relay satellite will
come into service to bring live televised comment from Europe.

THE DRAMATIC TENSION that has been building up on a national scale in recent weeks reaches
its peak on April 8, when Canadian voters go to the polls to choose those who will form their
government in the months to come. And on that day, CBC news staff will face their toughest assign-
ment: giving a clear picture of the election race as it develops, the climax to weeks of intense ac-
tivity on the campaign trail leading up to the election.

CBC Election Night coverage will feature, for the first time, live TV and radio reports from all
10 provinces and from Europe.

“Our television coverage of all 10 provinces will be a unique feature, something only the na-
tional system can lay on,” said General News Editor D. J. Macdonald, who is co-ordinating CBC
network election services. “For the first time, CBC television will have men reporting directly from
Prince Edward Island and New Brunswick. In past elections we have had to depend on Halifax
to cover all three Maritime provinces. Now, with expanded technical facilities, live reports will come
in from Charlottetown and Saint John—quite an advance over the first television coverage of the
election 10 years ago, which was confined to stations in Toronto and Montreal.

Radio and television broadcasts will begin at 7:00 p.m. local time in every part of Canada (8:00
p.m. on Saskatchewan, Grande Prairie and Peace River stations), starting in Newfoundland and pro-
gressing westward by time zones. As the polls close in the Atlantic time zone, coverage will start in
the Maritimes, from CBC Halifax. When the polls close in Quebec and Ontario, viewers and listeners
will be taken immediately to the Maritimes and to Newfoundland, where ballot-counting will have
been underway for an hour-and-a-half. Each successive hour, on the hour, coverage will be extended
westward into the other time zones—Central, Mountain, Pacific and Yukon—and the broadcasts will
continue until the make-up of Canada’s 26th Parliament is known and the complete national story has
been reported. The coverage will include on-the-spot statements by the four major party leaders.

As reported in an earlier CBC Times Story, the U.S. National Aeronautical and Space Admin-
istration’s communications satellite, Relay, will be used to convey French and British reaction to the
Canadian election. At the same time, CBC’s International Service will be broadcasting reports on
the election to Europe and other
continents. On election night, CBC Election Central in Toronto looks and sounds like a

stock exchange.
A vast array of complex tech-

nical equipment will be employed
in interpreting the statistics. Re-
turns will flow into the IBM data
processing centre in downtown To-
ronto where, at the touch of a
button, an IBM 1401 computer will
provide popular-vote percentages
or scan the overall flow of returns,
make comparisons with the results
of previous elections and project
the probable make-up of the new
Parliament. CBC will rely mainly
on its own newsrooms and special
communications facilities for gath-

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The
Passion
Of Jesus
And
Its Meaning

CBC Radio presents
two programs
marking Holy Week

TWO MAJOR Holy Week programs presented by CBC Radio are The Passion of Jesus, Sunday,
April 7, at 8:00 p.m. on CBC Stage, and A Meditation on the Passion, on CBC Wednesday Night,
April 10, at 9:00 p.m. John Reeves has written the following preface to the two programs:

It is my hope that some listeners will be able to hear both these programs. Each is self-con-
tained and can stand on its own. But taken together they complement one another and constitute a
whole.

The first of the two programs is a simple telling of the passion story as told in the New Testa-
ment, with occasional glosses of prophetic sayings from the Old Testament and interpolations of
plainsong. The entire text is taken from the Wyclif translation of the Bible, which belongs to the lat-
ter half of the 14th century.

The second program derives almost entirely from the same period, though one or two of the
sources antedate 1350. The passion having been narrated and re-enacted in the previous program,
this one reflects upon its events and its meaning through verse and prose and music. The music is
again plainsong, but here is choral whereas the former program used only a solo voice. The spoken
text is held together by brief quotations from a gospel paraphrase which marks the stations of the
passion story and link the successive stages of the meditation: and the meditation itself is both did-
actic and contemplative, being taken from sermons and prayers and poems. The sources drawn on
were: A Fourteenth Century Prose Psalter, John Mirk’s Festial, The Lay Folk’s Prayer Book, The
Pepysian Gospel Harmony, The Southern Passion, The Works of Richard Rolle de Hampole, an
anonymous verse meditation of the Rolle school, and various anonymous lyric poems of the period.

In adapting the Middle English of the originals to modern use, I have followed the rule of chang :

ing as little as possible. Obsolete words and constructions have been replaced by their nearest mod-
em equivalents, and modem spelling and punctuation have been used throughout; otherwise the
texts have not been tampered with. Listeners with unhappy memories of schoolday struggles with
Chaucer will, I hope, be agreeably surprised at how far the language barrier is removed by these
few minor changes. What I have aimed to do is to amend anything that could create real difficulty,
but yet to remain faithful to the qualities of the original language. If I have succeeded, these quali-
ties will come through, and they make the period one of the best in the history of our tongue: for it
had then, as it rarely has had since, all of the virtues, being spare and stark but also balanced and
graceful, simple and terse and racy but also noble and profound, and everywhere lucid, always exact;
it is not for nothing that Richard Rolle has been called the father of {Please turn to page 15)

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The history of a sect with Us name besmeared by a radical minority

The Doukhobors
Explorations looks into the background of these

communal people who have attracted the attention of five
government commissions since arriving in Canada

at the beginning of the century

THE MOST controversial of Canada’s minorities
are the Doukhobors. There are some 18,000 in Can-
ada, most of them happy, industrious citizens. The
extreme fringe group, the fanatic Sons of Freedom,
number 2,500, and of these only about 800 consti-
tute a real problem.

The 74,000 original Doukhobors came to Canada
at the turn of the century from Batum, Russia, to
avoid persecution. Their leader, Peter Verigin, fol-
lowed them in 1902. He died in 1924.

Three years later his son came to Canada to take
over control of the sect. He died in 1939. After the
Second World War leadership of the Sons of Free-
dom was assumed by Stefan Sorokin, a displaced
person but not a Doukhobor.

A couple of years ago, J. J. Verigin, who came
from Russia as a small boy with his grandmother,
mother of Peter Verigin, was unanimously named
spiritual leader of the Orthodox Doukhobors. He
lives at Grand Forks, 8.C., the largest Doukhobor
community. His uncle, Peter Verigin the third, died
in confinement in Russia.

Between 1907 and 1909, many of the Doukho-
bors left Saskatchewan, where they had originally
settled, to live in British Columbia, where they
founded a Christian Community of Universal
Brotherhood. Most of the independent Doukhobors
who remained on the Prairies have adapted well to
Canadian life, owning their own lands and business
concerns, sending their children to university, and
coming to terms with Canadian laws and customs.

Most of the Orthodox Doukhobors, members of
the Union of Spiritual Communities of Christ, live
at Grand Forks, Passmore Pass Creek and Brilliant,
B.C. They believe in communal living and pacifism.
They have learned to compromise—they pay taxes,
send their children to school and are law abiding.

The remaining minority, the Sons of Freedom,
are stubborn in their refusal to adapt to normal
Canadian life. It is they who in recent years have
been involved in sensational protest marches, in
nude parades, in house burnings and dynamitings.
It is they who have most strongly nurtured a sense
of grievance against Canadian governments. Why
do they continue to act in such sensational ways?
Why do they still feel persecuted and distrustful?
Are their actions self-perpetrated? To what extent

are they due to unimaginative attitudes on the part
of government officials and other Canadians? These
considerations are all involved in the problems of
the Sons of Freedom which in turn affects the rela-
tionship between Doukhobors of all kinds and then-
neighbours.

On Wednesday night, April 10, CBC-TV’s Ex-
plorations presents the first of two programs offering
an objective look at the Doukhobors—their history,
beliefs, past and present lives, and what has come
to be known as the “Doukhobor problem.” The pro-
grams will be produced in the Vancouver studios by
Alex Pratt. They have been researched by George
Woodcock, who also appears as interviewer-nar-
rator.

The first program will be mainly historical. Wood-
cock says: “It will trace the obscure origins of the
Doukhobors in 17th-century Russia, will consider

Young Dancers on
Youth Concert
THE THIRD of four Youth Con-
certs to be seen on CBC Television
this season will be presented on
Sunday, April 7. The theme of the
program will be The Dance, and it
will feature West Indian dancer
Geoffrey Holder and 14 young
students from the National Ballet
School in Toronto.

The hour-long telecast falls into
three main parts. In the first, a
corps de ballet of the 14 ballet
school dancers—lo girls and four
boys, aged 13 to 18—will take part
in Studies, a ballet especially
choreographed for the program by
Grant Strate, one of the leading
dancers with the National Ballet
Company, who is also an instruc-
tor at the School. Created to music
by American composer Samuel
Barber, the ballet will depict a
typical day in the lives of young
trainees at the school as they go
through their exercises and classes
in dancing. The ballet will show,
more graphically than words could
do, just what is involved in the
arduous training of a dancer.

Special guest Geoffrey Holder is
originally from the West Indies,
but he now lives in New York City.
He will perform two solo dances
on the program. The first, entitled
Danballah, is a West Indian “dance
of the good serpent of the sky,”
and its musical accompaniment is
provided by two Congo drums
played by Manuel Ramos and
Alexander Canbrelen. In the other,
Jazz Improvisation, the Congo
drums are joined by flute, string
bass, and regular drums.

The third and final portion of
the program will consist of a per-
formance, by the 14 National Bal-
let School dancers, of a jazz ballet
created by Don Gillies to music
by Toronto composer Norman Sy-
monds. The music is scored for a
jazz group and symphony orches-
tra and in this performance the
orchestra under Mario Bemardi’s
direction will be joined by the
Don Thompson Jazz Quintet.

English prose or that Langland is
thought by some to have been un-
excelled by any subsequent poet.

These qualities of language,
however, are only important be-
cause they reflect qualities of mind.
The special virtue of Rolle and his
contemporaries was the conviction
with which they loved God and
the power with which they ex-
pressed that conviction. They de-
scribe the passion and respond to
it, not as a remote historical event,
but as a present fact, as close and
tangible as the air they breathe, as
painful as real nails in their own
real flesh: to them (whatever the
anachronisms) Jesus walks on
the streets of their town, wears the
clothes of their time and speaks
its tongue, and dies on the hill out-
side their window; and it is this
sense of immediacy which comes
out of their work, far more than
any feeling of period—in fact, the
style has a curiously modern ring
as though the story were being
told for the first time in words
that had not been used before. The
effect of this on the reader is a
healthy shock: for the story and
its meaning lose the remote, hier-
atic air which the King James ver-

sion imparts and come close in-
stead, as close as everyday, and
touch the heart and occupy the
mind. This is the function of
truth. And the truths of the pas-
sion too seldom reach their mark.
With Rolle they never miss.

THE NATURE OF THINGS

ISAAC AfUIIOA
The Boy on the Seashore
HE WAS A lonely man, voyaging alone through
strange seas of thought. He was a strange man, who
believed that he could reach the secrets of God and
nature by the power of mind. To accomplish this
he felt he must have no distractions, no diversions.
He paid a high price for his success: friendship,
love, fatherhood. But he saw poetry and beauty in
science, and this was part of his reward. “If I have
seen further than others,” he said, looking back, “it
is because I have stood on the shoulders of giants”—
Copernicus, Kepler, Descartes, Galileo.

On Christmas Day, 1642, the year Galileo died
in Italy, a farmer’s wife in Lincolnshire, England,
April 6 -12

gave birth to a baby so tiny that he could have
fitted easily into a quart jug. Within 25 years he
was so big intellectually that the world could not
contain his thoughts. They stretched out into in-
finity.

His father, Isaac Newton, for whom he was
named, had died four months before the boy was
bom. When her son was three, Mrs. Newton married
again and moved away, leaving him to the care of
his grandmother. He attended the village school,
then, when he was 12, was sent to a boys’ school in
Grantham, where, between (and often during) les-
sons he learned how to make birds drank, memor-
ized a recipe for a "sure” fish-bait, mastered conjur-
ing tricks, carved his name on his desk, made model
windmills, and found his curiosity about the uni-
verse beginning to simmer. Already he had picked
up Galileo’s torch.

He had been at school only a few months when
his step-father died. His mother came home with
her three children and took young Isaac out of
school to help work the farm. He hated the life

The Man

The LeaFs
PLAYWRIGHT Leslie McFarlane,
who has been a hockey fan for 50
years, has written a drama on the
subject for this Thursday night’s
Playdate, April 11. Titled The
Man Who Cheered the Leafs, it
tells of a father who has serious
objections to “signing over” his
son, who is crazy about hockey,
to play for a National Hockey
League farm club.

Leslie McFarlane recalls that as
a lad he saw some wild games in
the old Haileybury, Ontario, rink,
the Plaza, which was half rink, half
theatre, in the days of seven-man
hockey. That’s when he became an
ardent fan of the game. He re-
members seeing the names of Duke
Keats and Newsy Lalonde painted
on the dressingiroom wall. Later,
when he became a sports writer in
Sudbury, in the great days of the
Sudbury Wolves and Soo Grey-
hounds, he had the good fortune
to see Bill and Bun Cook, Shorty
and Red Green, Bill Phillips, Babe
Donnelly, Charlie Langlois and the
Duncan brothers when they were
in their prime.

McFarlane went on to become
one of the first hockey commenta-
tors, back in the ’2os before radio
had found its feet. He would dic-
tate play-by-play accounts of the
games in Sudbury and the Soo to
a telephone operator, who would
then send them by leased wire in-
to theatres, where they would be
read to packed houses from the
stage. Then in the ’3os McFarlane
made his living writing hockey fic-
tion for magazines. He even man-
aged an amateur club for a sea-
son. So it’s obvious that he loves
the game. But he does so with
reservations, he says.

He was inspired to write The
Man Who Cheered the Leafs by

Prologue: Scene 1. Courtyard of a
monastery. A mob clamours for Boris
Godounoff to become their Czar, It is
felt, however, that Boris is a usurper
who has been guilty of the murder of
Dimitri, the Czarevitch.

Scene 2. Square in front of the Krem-
lin. Boris has yielded to the carefully
staged demand on the part of the
people and is publicly crowned.

Act I. Scene 1. Interior of a monas-
tery. The aged monk, Pimen, is en-
gaged in writing the history of the
time. Gregory, a novice, learns the
tragic story of the death of Dimitri and
the accession of Boris. He inwardly
resolves to proclaim himself the lost
heir to the throne.

Scene 2. An inn on the Russian bor-
der. While the hostess of an inn goes
singing about her work, a fugitive
arrives in haste and demands shelter.
It is Gregory who has escaped from the
monastery and is trying to get over
the border in order to further his plot
against the throne. Police arrive in
search of the pretender but Gregory
escapes through a window.

Act 11. The Czar's palace. Xenia sor-
rows for the death of her lover, Dimitri.
Boris enters and greets his children.
When the Prince enters, Boris upbraids
him for his duplicity, but the Prince
protests that he is loyal. He has seen
the pretended Dimitri in order to learn
what kind of man he is. At the men-
tion of Dimitri’s name, Boris changes
colour and begins to ply him with ques-
tions. Finally he dismisses him in order
to hide his own terror-stricken con-
dition.

Act 111. Marina's Apartments. Marina,
an adventuress in the employ of the
Jesuits, seeks to entangle Gregory into
her net. Gregory meets her in the gar-
den and the two exchange vows of love.
In this scene a Polish national dance is
staged while the guests sing: “On to
Moscow and to victory!” The duet be-
tween the lovers is punctuated by the
seductive mazurka rhythm of the Polo-
naise.

Act IV. Scene 1, A street. A crowd
rushes through the streets clamouring
as loudly for the supposed Dimitri as
they had previously shouted for Boris.
Gregory arrives and is greeted as the
true Czar while the mob rushes to
storm the palace.

Scene 2. Hall of the Duma. While the
Duma is in session Prince Schouisky
arrives and states that he believes Czar
Boris to be demented. He is interrupted
by the entrance of Boris who violently
denounces his enemies and asserts his
own innocence. Pimen enters and tells
of a supposed miracle that took place
at the grave of Dimitri. Boris again
grows violent, giving evidence of in-
sanity. He summons his son Feodor

whom he proclaims his heir. A choral
of great beauty marks this final scene.
Boris, growing weaker, points to Feodor
and tells the people, “Behold your
Czar!” With a final cry of “Mercy” he
falls dead, while the nobles stand with
bowed heads. The music dies away into
a requiem.

several incidents in recent hockey
seasons. Probably the starting
point was an editorial in the Ham-
ilton Spectator about big-league
sponsorship of hockey in that city
a while ago, under the control of
the Police Athletic Association.
McFarlane saw a television plot in
the problem of a parent who tried
to reconcile a desire to see his son
play hockey, with resentment at
having big league “farm system”
methods invading his son’s life.
The play was in the production
planning stage in January when a
series of articles in the Toronto
Globe and Mail raised many of
the points brought up in the play.
And the day rehearsals began, the
subject of big-league control of
young hockey players was raised
in the Ontario Legislature.

McFarlane says the one person
he didn’t approach for an opinion
was his son, who was once a first-
class forward for Inkerman Rock-
etts and who earned his college
education through a hockey schol-
arship to St. Lawrence University.
Young McFarlane is now a sports-
caster over CFTO-TV, Toronto.
McFarlane says he’s anxious to
hear what his son thinks of the
play he hasn’t even seen the
script, yet.

McFarlane points out that the
opinions expressed in the play by
various characters, some of them
highly critical, are not necessarily
his own. “I’m a playwright, not an
editorialist,” he asys.

The Met’s Giant Basso
AMONG BASSOS the title role in Moussorgsky’s
Boris Godounov is operatic loot which few can resist.
The lucky singer who steps into Boris’ boots not
only has two long, important scenes in which he
can show off his voice to perfection, a couple of
bloody hallucinations calling for hysteria, raving and
temple-pounding ad infinitum, and a final scene in
which he falls to his death down a flight of steps—-
but he also gets to wear some of opera’s most mag-
nificent costumes.

The first American-born singer to try the role was
Jerome Hines, nine years ago with the Metropolitan
Opera, and he has repeated it since with great suc-
cess. He appears again as Boris this Saturday, April
6, in the broadcast from the Met on CBC radio at
2:00, with Georg Solti conducting, and Nicolai
Gedda as Grigori; Giorgio Tozzi as Brother Pimen;
Mignon Dunn as Marina; and Lorenzo Alvary as
Varlaam.

To help him understand Boris’ problems better,
when he first sang the role, Hines consulted seven
psychiatrists about the Russian’s character and per-
sonality. His own theory is that Boris was an
hysteric and manic-depressive whose chest-heaving
and thumping were to be expected in one of that
temperament, and that his death, the reason for
which is not made clear in the libretto, was prob-
ably due to a cerebral hemorrhage. “Of course I
didn’t try to make a case history out of him,” says
Hines. “Once I understood the motivation I forgot
about it and sang the part.” On tour last fall he sang
Boris in Russian at the Bolshoi Theatre in Moscow
and in other Soviet cities.

With his rugged stage make-up and his great
height, Hines makes an impressive Boris. He’s 6 feet
6Vz inches tall, and the only time he has ever had
to look up to a fellow performer on stage was, of
course, in Texas, in a performance of Die Walkiire,
where a last-minute substitute turned out to be 6
feet 9 inches tall. Hines’ height is a decided ad-
vantage in most stage productions. The only time
it has held him back was when he tried to join the
U.S. Army. He was half an inch too tall for military
service, so he worked as a chemist for an oil com-
pany during the Second World War.

Hines’ father, a Hollywood production manager,
saw that his lanky son had singing lessons, but for
a while young Jerry was more interested in putter-
ing around the chemistry lab he had rigged up on
his back porch. After he had sung his first role (as
April 6-12

Bill Bobstay in HMS Pinafore) at 18, he decided
he wanted a singing career. First he won a degree
in mathematics and chemistry at the University of
California at Los Angeles. After the war his singing
teacher arranged an audition at the Met and Hines
was hired immediately. Now, at 41, he’s the leading
basso there. He also gives between 35 and 40 con-
certs a year, and is guest star in various foreign
opera houses.

His consuming interest outside opera is evangeli-
cal work. On his tours around the world he fre-
quently visits the soup-and-salvation kitchens in the
slums to sing for the derelicts there, and at home
in the States his wife, former opera star Lucia Evan-
gelista, and their young sons often join him as musi-
cal missionaries. He has been active in the Billy
Graham crusade and as chairman of New York’s
Christian Arts Fellowship. He has written an opera,
I Am the Way, dealing with the life of Christ, which
is to be part of a trilogy ending with the Resurrec-
tion. When asked if his evangelical work influences
his operatic career, he said, “I try to confine my
repertory to operas with great significance to man-
kind.”

At university, through a friend majoring in psy-
chology, Hines developed a great interest in hyp-
nosis. A faculty specialist taught him scientific
techniques of hypnosis, and Hines says what he
learned about self-hypnosis and auto-suggestion have
saved him as an artist many a time. Once, at the
Edinburgh Festival, just before going on stage, his
throat suddenly became terribly dry. He didn’t feel
at all nervous and was at a loss to explain the
frightening sensation. As the seconds ticked by and
it was almost time for him to go on stage, he sum-
moned all his powers of suggestion to tell himself
that he was about to bite into a lemon. “I persuaded
myself that I had the lemon in my hand, and after
a seemingly ageless time my mouth began to
water,” he recalls. He stepped on stage, feeling quite
normal, and as usual the critics applauded the rich,
resonant, pure bass notes of his voice. But he kept
that imaginary lemon in his hand all through the
performance.

Self-hypnosis helps him to relax and clear his head
during particularly hectic seasons. Before every Met
performance he flings himself into a chair in his
dressing room and “lets go” from the toes up, and
sometimes relaxes so completely that the call-boy
has to pound on the door to rouse him!

their record in the Crimea and the Caucasus, their
emigration from Russia after severe persecutions,
their dissenting beliefs, their aspirations towards
Christian communalism, their cult of leadership. It
will also present their history in Canada from the
early years on the Prairies to the migration to British
Columbia, and the record of the Christian Com-
munity of Universal Brotherhood until its end.”

“The second program, on April 17, will deal with
the Doukhobors today, their way of life in the
19605, and the various factions among them—lnde-
pendents, Orthodox Doukhobors, and Sons of Free-
dom, the difficulties that have arisen between the
Doukhobors and government in Canada, and pos-
sible solutions.”

Those heard from in both programs include
Koozma J. Tarasoff, a graduate student in anthro-
pology at the University of British Columbia,
formerly a member of a Doukhobor community and
now an Independent Doukhobor; Stuart M. Jamie-
son, professor of economics, ÜBC, and member of
the 1953 consultive committee on Doukhobors;
Hugh Herbison, a resident of the Quaker community
at Argenta, an authority on Doukhobor religion, and
April 6-12

a member of the 1953 committee; Alexander W.
Wainman, professor in the department of Slavonic
Studies, ÜBC, and member of the 1953 committee;
Joseph E. Podovinikoff, a spokesman for the Sons
of Freedom; and John J. Verigin, Orthodox Doukho-
bor leader.

Heard in the first program only will be Gabriel
W. Vereschagin, a member of the 1898-99 emigra-
tion from Russia; William Koochin, Vancouver
sculptor and former member of a Doukhobor com-
munity; Peter Maloff, former member of the Sons
of Freedom; William A. Soukoreff, former secretary-
treasurer of the Christian Community of Universal
Brotherhood, Limited; and Cecil W. Koochin,
former director of the CCUB, and a personal friend
of Peter Verigin I.

Taking part in the second program only will be
Sidney B. Simons, a defense attorney in recent trials
of Doukhobors; Marie Shlakoff, a member of the
Sons of Freedom; Eli A. Popoff, Doukhobor Sunday
School director, member of the Grand Forks school-
board, and former editor of a Doukhobor paper;
John J. Semenoff, secretary of a Doukhobor youth
council; Peter P. Legebokoff, editor of a Doukhobor
paper; Sergei Rilkoff, Sunshine Valley co-operative
manager; and The Honourable Robert W. Bonner,
Q.C., Attorney-General for British Columbia.

forced on him. Fortunately, a clergyman uncle inter-
vened and had him sent back to classes in Gran-
tham, to prepare for university. Isaac proved not
only adept at studies but at working with his hands,
and built up quite a local reputation as a maker of
water clocks and sundials.

At 18 he entered Trinity College, Cambridge, and
took his bachelor’s degree, but not, surprisingly, with
honours, though the remarkable breadth of his mind
and the intricacies of science and philosophy which
he had grasped and explored further had impressed
his professors. The year of his graduation, the plague
came to Cambridge.

During the next couple of years Newton kept
pretty much to his home in Lincolnshire, laying the
foundations for some of his most noteworthy experi-
ments and theories, including those concerning
gravitation, the binomial theorem, colours, and
fluxions. In the family home at Woolsthorpe, looking
out on the rolling green of England, he first began
to see the frame of the System of the World. He saw
that the universe was under law and that man could
prove it.

In 1667, he became a Fellow of Trinity, and was
made mathematics professor two years later, after
one of his old professors had resigned his chair so
that the brilliant young scholar could take it. New-
ton was elected a Fellow of the Royal Society in
1672, and his fame spread. He was made Master of
the Mint, was knighted by Queen Anne, and when
he died at 85, this lonely, sagacious, faithful farmer’s
son was buried in Westminster Abbey among kings.
From the tower of his strength and ideas we still
see the shape of things to come. Each time a rocket
orbits the earth the computers'use Newton’s expres-
sion of the laws. His was an almost supernatural
force of mind. And his spirit kept pace with it.

It is hard for modern sophisticates to imagine the
concepts of natural laws which were accepted by
men when Newton first came among them. The
spirit of his time and the personality of the great
scientist-philosopher is captured with delicate touch
on CBC-TV’s The Nature of Things this Sunday,
April 7, in a program called The Boy on the Sea-
shore. (There is a possibility that the program may

April 6-12

be pre-empted if the Masters Golf Tournament
game, scheduled for Sunday afternoon, continues
beyond the allotted time. In that case the Newton
program will be re-scheduled to April 28).

The title for the program is taken from some
remarks of Newton’s, as he looked back over his
decades of achievement. “I do not know what I may
appear to the world,” he said, “but to myself I seem
to have been only a boy playing on the seashore,
and diverting myself in now and then finding
another pebble, or a prettier shell than ordinary,
while the great ocean of truth lay all undiscovered
before me.”

Written and narrated by Lister Sinclair, the pro-
gram was filmed in England, and has been in prepa-
ration since August. It captures the temper of the
time through the words of Newton himself and some
of his contemporaries, with the Water Music of
another contemporary, Handel, in the background
to highlight the mood of the program. Gillie Fen-
wick is heard as the voice of Newton.

The camera visits the places where Newton trod,
played, studied and finally was laid to rest, the
spots where he experimented with and laid bare
some of the great scientific mysteries of the universe
—his old farm home, snuggled into the countryside,
a safe little refuge from commercial complexities;
the school where he studied and dreamed; the gra-
cious, lawn-spread campus where he prowled
through revolutionary ideas and came upon untold
scientific treasures, and where he later helped other
groping young men to peer into and explore the bot-
tomless depths of scientific knowledge; the “digs”
where he lived his lonely bachelor existence; the site
of his famous small laboratory; and the articles he
left behind, including the little telescope made by
him and now the cherished property of the Royal
Society.

And, of course, there will be many glimpses ol
Newton himself, in oils, stone, metal, showing his
strong jaw and determined, brooding expression. He
was a difficult man, his contemporaries report. He
had many of the qualities of the solitary. He was
highly fearful, cautious and suspicious, ambitious,
insidious, delighting in praise and hating to be con-
tradicted.
