A NEW FEATURE has been added to the Assignment series on the
CBC Radio Network weekdays at 8:00 p.m. Each week, freelance
writer-broadcaster Lyal Brown will contribute a “Western Pulse” item

dealing with interesting people,
places and new developments in
the Canadian West.

Stories cover a variety of sub-
jects ranging from a visit to a tur-
key supper in a country town, to
progress reports on major building
projects. Interviews with old-timers
provide first-hand accounts of the
pioneer days in the early West.
Western Canada’s new look in in-
dustry and the arts also will be
examined.

On November 27 “Western
Pulse” will visit a high school in
Winnipeg where professional Cana-
dian actors bring the works of
Shakespeare to life for students.
The troupe, sponsored by the
Manitoba Theatre Centre in co-
operation with school boards in the
Greater Winnipeg area, includes
such noted performers as Donelly

Lyal Brown, 34, was born in Medicine Hat, Alta. He has lived in
seven of Canada’s ten provinces, including all four western provinces.
In 1962 he spent six months on an Assignment Canada tour of the
Canadian West. He now makes his home in Winnipeg where he writes
for radio, television and films.

PEACE RIVER AND GRANDE PRAIRIE residents will be able to see
much of the French-language programming formerly seen only on CBXT
Edmonton, effective Sunday, November 17. That morning, CBXAT and
CBXAT-1 will come on the air at 10:00 a.m., just half an hour after
CBXT signs on. The stations, after that date, will continue to sign on
each Saturday and Sunday morning at 10:00 a.m.

This increase in hours of service has become possible through net-
work lines being made available from 10:00 a.m. each day of the week,
instead of just weekdays as was the case formerly.

rative Chorus to link and define
the action.

The Rape of Lucretia, first pro-
duced at Glyndeboume in 1946,
is the second in the canon of Brit-
ten’s operas and the first of his
chamber operas. The story comes
from Shakespeare, by way of the
French playwright Andre Obey,
the libretto being the work of
Ronald Duncan. The story is a
simple one. A wager among the
Roman generals about the faithful-

ness of their wives while they are
away has proved only Lucretia
chaste. Tarquinius is spurred on to
try her virtue, and he does so, and
Lucretia kills herself out of shame.

By itself this would be perhaps
merely effective melodrama with-
out any wider significance. The
opera, however, frames these events
within an explicitly Christian com-
mentary given to the male and the
female chorus. The rape of Lucre-
tia, something that happened in a
pagan empire long ago, is seen in
the light of the Christian sacrifice
and in relation to ourselves.

Britten’s use of the Chorus has
sometimes been criticized as a de-
vice that interposes itself between
us, the listeners, and the action,
making the events unreal, and los-
ing what occurs in the commen-
tary upon it. But this is to mis-
understand the conventions of the
opera and what it is about.

The Rape of Lucretia is de-
signed with great care for its nor-
mal balance. Each of its two acts
mirrors the other in structure.
Many of the crucial scenes are
narrated, and so given a particular
detachment, not sung and acted
out. Much of the drama is in the

PUBLIC HOUSING:
A National Emergency “Cheerfully Ignored”
We will soon have to face the fact that our public housing
construction program is inadequate, it is revealed Monday
on CBC Radio's Trans-Canada Matinee.

SINCE 1945 tens of thousands of new apartment buildings and houses have been built in Canada,
and many feel that our housing production is a proud achievement. Architecturally it has improved
tremendously, and sometimes leads public housing design. But has the building boom taken care of
all our housing needs? Canada was the last nation in the Western World to adopt subsidized public
housing as a national measure, and today we have only as much public housing coast to coast as there
is in the city of Buffalo. Are we going about it in the right way?

Architect James Murray, University of Toronto professor and director of the National Housing
Study, feels that the Canadians’ attitude “is one of apathy and misunderstanding because very little
attempt has been made to make them aware of what really is the task of public housing, why it need
exist in a free-enterprise society.” Murray spent the last year investigating the Canadian scene and also
visited European countries to see how they are coping with housing needs. He is one of many authori-
ties interviewed by freelance broadcaster Allan Anderson in a cross-country investigation of whether
home-building in Canada has kept pace with the need of everyone for a decent place to live.

Anderson will broadcast his findings in a special hour-long program to be heard on CBC Radio’s
Trans-Canada Matinee on Monday, November 18, at 2:03 p.m. (2:33 p.m. on CBX). He has learned,
he says, that “Canada’s public housing has been reluctant, restrained, for the wrong social level of
families (the upper fifth of the lower income bracket), and is a national emergency we have so far
cheerfully ignored. Most of us don’t know the crisis exists.”

On the program, Anderson talks with a wide variety of people, from the cautious and the angry
to the pessimistic, including architects, housing experts, sociologists, and people who work or five in
public housing, or would like to. He tries to find answers to such questions as: Does Canada have a
public housing policy? Should housing projects replace slum clearance?
Should we rehabilitate old homes and subsidize their rents? How
much and what kind of public housing do we have,
what are its social implications, and who gets
into it? Should we put public housing
projects on high - cost industrial
land or in the suburbs?

A SHOW FROM
CBC's English and French networks

pool resources lor a series of musicals

SOME OF THE top entertainment talent in French
and English-speaking Canada will be featured on
CBC-TV this season in four hour-long variety shows
to be seen simultaneously on the CBC’s French and
English networks.

The first of the bilingual “specials,” under the
title of A Show From Two Cities (Deux villes se
rencontrent), is scheduled for Sunday night, Novem-
ber 17, at 9:00 p.m. The others will follow at inter-
vals of about a month. Each show will present Eng-
lish- and French-speaking performers, and produc-
tion will be shared by program and technical staffs
of both CBC-TV networks.

The first program will be produced by Don Hud-
son of Toronto, producer of the many Wayne and
Shuster “specials” of the last few seasons. He will
be assisted by Montreal producer Roger Fournier.

The theme of the first show is the cities of Toronto
and Montreal as seen through the eyes of two young
couples: Shirley Harmer and Bill Cole of Toronto,
and Lise LaSalle and Pierre Theriault of Montreal.

Others in the cast include the well-known opera
and concert singers, Claire Gagnier, soprano, and
Page

Richard Verreau, tenor; comediennes Monique Ley-
rac and Barbara Hamilton, and comedian Doug
Romaine; dancer Don Gillies; singer Renee Claude;
actor Jean Cavall; the Gina Silvi Octet; and a group
of 20 dancers.

The orchestra will be conducted by Lucio Agos-
tini. All the music on the show is original, composed
by Johnny Dobson and Agostini. Alan Lund is
choreographer.

The first show has been written mostly by Don
Hudson, with special material in French supplied by
Gerald Tasse. Studio scenes were videotaped in
Toronto, and outdoor shots were filmed in Toronto
and Montreal, including a segment showing parts of
Montreal’s elegant new Place des Arts, and others
exploring many old and new parts of both cities.

Don Hudson says: “In all my years of producing
with CBC-TV I have never been so enthusiastic
about an assignment. A Show From Two Cities is
more than a one-hour “special.” It is truly Deux
villes se rencontrent (Two Cities Brought Together).
I believe it will be the means of much greater rap-
port and exchange of talent between Canada’s two

Claire Gagnier and Richard Verreau are seen sing-
ing at the Place des Arts. There is A Tour of Mon-
treal with Lise LaSalle, Pierre Theriault, Shirley
Harmer and Bill Cole, showing some of the gracious
old city’s points of interest, both historic and brand
new.

The Drama
Of King David

FOR SHEER, compelling excite-
ment, few adventure stories can
match the Old Testament tale of
King David. Tracing his life from
humble beginnings as a shepherd
boy who vanquished the giant
warrior Goliath, to his eventual
rise to the leadership of a unified
nation, the stories told in the two
Books of Samuel, first Book of
Kings and corresponding chapters
in Chronicles are filled with the
thrilling action, intrigue and high
romance of which great adventure
is made.

Writers of fiction would be hard
put to create a more interesting
hero than David. Starting out as a
lowly farmer’s son, he attracted
the attention of King Saul through
his courage as a fighter and his
skill as a poet and musician, be-

came the most famous warrior of
Israel and commander of Saul’s
armies. Then, driven from favour
by Saul’s jealousy, he became
leader of an outlaw band, a small
army of tough fighting men who
ravaged the countryside.

As an adventure-hero, David
even has the fascinating quality of
contradiction in his personality.
Though loyal to King Saul and the
God of the Israelites, he neverthe-
less took his 600-man bandit army
over to the land of the Philistines,
arch-enemies of Israel, to seek
refuge from Saul’s pursuing forces,
then secretly sacked Philistine
towns while living under their pro-
tection.

Saved from having to do battle
against his own king and country
by the fact that his Philistine
friends couldn’t trust him, David
still had no compunction about set-
ting himself up as ruler of Israel
as soon as the Philistines had con-
quered his homeland. Eventually,
as King David, he was able to
weld the tribes together, largely
by the force of his own personality,
to form a mighty nation, and be-
came the greatest and most idol-
ized figure in its history.

Events from the dramatic story
of David will be recounted this
week on CBC-TV’s Heritage (Sun-
day, November 17) in a program
of “dramatized readings” by Leo
Ciceri, an actor well known to
audiences both in England and
North America. It is a real tour-de-
force for Ciceri, for in telling the
story he assumes the roles of vari-
ous persons as they appear, bring-
ing them to life in vivid character-
izations.

RICHTER: Artist
Of Keyboard and Canvas
SVIATOSLAV RICHTER, Soviet
pianist in his late forties, who has
been celebrated for years in his
homeland as the greatest living
Russian pianist, emerged from the
mists of legendary reputation only
three or four years ago to let the
Western world sample his conceit
hall technique.

Since then he has enthralled
audiences in Europe and in many
North American cities. His record-
ings have a world-wide circulation
—even music critics play them for
mere pleasure, and most feel that

although Rubinstein and Serkin
need not retire in the face of this
impressive talent, and Busoni and
Rachmaninoff can rest in peace,
Richter is certainly one of the most
brilliant pianists to be heard in
many a day.

He’s an intense, introspective,
blond giant of a man with the huge
hands of a steelworker, and mod-
estly insists that his renown rests
on a combination of memory and
muscle: he can play 15 new pro-
grams each season, and can span
an octave with his first and little
fingers.

On CBC Sunday Night, Novem-
ber 17, at 11:05 local time, Richter
will be heard in a transcribed re-
cital including Suite No. 5 in E
major by Handel; Nocturne in F
major by Chopin; and three piano
pieces by Schubert.

Reportedly he is such a perfec-
tionist that nothing about his work
really pleases him after a per-
formance he always feels he could
have done much better. “My little
finger has sinned!” is his usual com-
ment. He says he plays best in
really hot weather, so oven-like
concert halls never really disturb
him, although if he isn’t in what
he calls the right mood to approach
a composer, no matter how steam-
ing the temperature, he may not
play at all.

In his leisure time Richter likes
to paint, and critics say he might
have made his mark as a landscape
artist if he hadn’t decided to con-
centrate on the piano.

The Shadows
Of Our Hopes
A RECENT off-Broadway stage
success, The Typists, a two-char-
acter play by Murray Schisgal, will
be presented on CBC-TV’s Play-
date on Monday night, November
18. The production by Basil Cole-
man stars Frances Hyland and
Douglas Rain, who, in the course
of the action, which spans one
working day, must age physically
from their 20s to their 60s.

Schisgal is in his late 30s, a
stockily built Brooklyner with black
hair sticking out in wisps, who
rarely appears without a cheroot in
his mouth, and who makes a prac-
tice of seeming a little rough
around the edges. “My father was
a scholar and a steam-presser in
Brooklyn,” he informs us. “I played
the tenor sax in a jazz band of
second cousins until I was told I
was tone deaf. Then I became a
lawyer and a high school teacher
and wrote a lot of novels.”

He also turned his hand to play-
writing, but had to get his work
produced elsewhere (London, Ed-
inburgh, Israel) before the U.S.
would find room for it. He recalls
that he trudged around Broadway

with his first two plays for three
years before he found a buyer.

Tone-deaf Schisgal may be, but
in The Typists he shows a strong
ear for dialogue, chord and dis-
chord, and his characterizations
are thoughtfully defined in a man-
ner almost old-fashioned in one so
forthrightly modem. The situation
in The Typists is this: a young
man studying law five nights a
week takes a day job as a typist in
a small promotion office where his
co-typist is a young woman. It’s
soon evident, as they exchange
confidences, that both are lonely
and confused about what they
really want out of life.. Full of
brave resolutions and insisting on
their love of independence, they
yet realize that most people live
their whole lives without really
knowing themselves or what they
need or could be. Schisgal gently
turns back the layers of the typists’
personalities and drab lives for his
audience until, at the end of the
play, viewers may have the strange
feeling that they are looking into
a mirror at the elderly shadows of
their former hopes.

minds of the people, unspoken,
scarcely conscious, and can only
be revealed to us by the Chorus.
The cast itself is exactly balanced;
the three Roman generals, Lucre-
tia and her two attendants, solo
tenor and soprano voices for the
Chorus. The musical language too
uses the formality of recitative,
hymn, chorale prelude and passa-
caglia.

The Rape of Lucretia is the first
of a series of works in which Brit-
ten has explored the relations of
innocence and evil in our world
and in relation to the archetypal
Christian sacrifice. No theme seems
to have a more urgent grasp upon
his imagination nor to inspire him
more deeply. The great War Re-
quiem of last year, interfusing the
poems of Wilfred Owen and the
liturgy, asks and answers the cru-
cial questions about the sacrifice of
innocence on a universal scale. The
Rape of Lucretia poses similar
questions more privately in the
lyricism of individual voices and
a handful of instruments, and it
is by the interventions the grief
and the speculation of the wit-
nessing Chorus that we understand
fully this rape of innocence, in its
way as horribly pointless as the
slaughter of world wars. “Is this
all?” asks one Chorus at the end,
and the other voice replies that it
is not all. It is part of man’s fallen
nature that innocence be violated;
it is part of God’s grace to console
and redeem. This is the cycle con-
templated in so many of Britten’s
works, each time in different terms
—the sacrifice of Billy Budd, of the
children in The Turn of the Screw,
of Isaac in Abraham and Isaac, of
whole generations in the War Re-
quiem. The Rape of Lucretia con-
templates it with a poignancy
unique in Britten’s works and mod-
em opera. What moves us is not
just the terrible act nor the com-
mentary, but what they mean,
taken together; more terrible, but
more tolerable too.

Once the “room at the top” was
cleared, the work of putting the
team in order was taken on confid-
dently by Dave Skrien and his staff
two years ago.

They began slowly. Football ex-
perts across the country believed
that, with a healthy Joe Kapp and
two or three more players of top-
notch calibre, the Lions would be
strong contenders, despite their 1
and 15 record of 1961.

Lions started their move midway
through the 1962 season and
reached a point where Blue Bom-
ber coach Bud Grant called them
“the finest fourth-place team Cana-
dian football has ever seen.”

There was no slow start this sea-
son.

With the addition of players like
Peter Kempf, the high-scoring
place-kicker, Pete Ohler, Bill Las-
seter, Bill Munsey, Emery Barnes,
lan Hagemoen and Paul Seale, the
Lions were virtually set.

Their complete domination of
the Calgary Stampeders and Sas-
katchewan Roughriders, from
whom they won six games, en-
abled them to sweep to first place.

The Lions were beaten four
times, twice by Winnipeg and once
by Ottawa and Hamilton.

The losses to the .eastern clubs
would set up an outstanding Grey
Cup final, because either Hamilton
or Ottawa will be the eastern rep-
resentative.

It’s interesting to note that two
of British Columbia’s losses came
on the second games of week-ends.
Before losing to Winnipeg the first
time, the Lions won a big game
from Calgary three days earlier.
The loss to Ottawa came two days
after the game in Hamilton. No
Canadian football team managed to
win the second game of a week-
end during the 1963 season, when
playing a fresh team.

The first game of the western
conference final is featured on CBC
Television Saturday, along with the
National Hockey League game
from Montreal, when the Cana-

diens meet the Chicago Black
Hawks. This week-end there is also
the regular Sunday afternoon fea-
ture, National League football,
with this week’s opponents, Green
Bay and Chicago.

Also, on Saturday there will be
bowling from Toronto and Sunday,
another Sports International pro-
gram featuring sports events from
around the world.

Then Wednesday sees the second
big game of the Western football
finals.

Life Behind
The Iron Curtain
“I BELIEVE there will be quite a
brilliant life in another 20 years;
and what awaits our children is
something quite marvellous.”

The speaker is a young woman
named Natasha, and she is talking
about life in her native Russia.
She is one of a half-dozen English-
speaking Russians who will be
heard on CBC Radio’s Project ’64
this week (Sunday, November 17,
at 5:00 p.m.) in a program about
life behind the Iron Curtain.

In interviews conducted by free-
lance broadcaster Ray deßoer,
mainly in Moscow, the Russians
give their comments on everyday
life in the Soviet Union, and ex-
press their ideas of what the rest
of the world is like. Some of their
views of Russian life may seem
naive, and some of their ideas
about life in the West are wildly
inaccurate, but all make for fasci-
nating listening.

The program was prepared by
deßoer and Edward Crankshaw,
of The Observer of London, an
authority on post-war Russia, and
was edited and produced for Pro-
ject ’64 by Barry Morgan. Crank-
shaw is heard throughout the pro-
gram, commenting on or clarifying,
when necessary, the remarks of the
interviewees.

What is known
About the Moon ?

WHETHER OR NOT IT will be
possible to land a man on the moon
by 1970, we have already learned
some important things about the
moon from our viewpoint here on
earth, and about how it influences
our lives and the lives of other
living things on earth.

Is the moon really a satellite
orbiting around the earth like a
space capsule and, if so, which
way is it travelling? We see it ris-
ing in the east and setting in the
west, but does this really represent
its true direction of movement in
relation to the earth? Why is it we
see only one side of the moon? Is
the other side in perpetual dark-
ness? Over a period of time do we
ever see more than 50 per cent of
the moon’s surface? What brings
about the different phases of the
moon? Why do we think that the
moon is responsible for our ocean
tides, and why do we have not one
but two high tides and low tides as
the earth spins about once in rela-
tion to the moon?

These are some of the questions

by the damning definition that has
plagued us Canadians for a dozen
decades.

2 cups flour
1 tbsp. cream

FILLING

2 tbsp. melted butter
