Mark Twain
To His Wife
IN A NEW YORK hotel on De-
cember 27th, 1867, Samuel Cle-
mens, known to his readers as Mark
Twain, first met “that wonderful
miracle of humanity, little Miss
Livy,” the girl he was to marry. On
New Year’s Day he dropped in to
visit her family, the Langdons, at
10:00 a.m., and stayed for 13
hours! Olivia was 22, 10 years
younger than he, a gentle girl still
recuperating from partial paralysis
resulting from a bad fall six years
before. At first she was nervous
and shy of this wild writer-humour-
ist with the captivating, lazy drawl,
for fear he would be oppressively
jokey, or expect her to be funny,
too. But his visit was a rousing suc-
cess. Before long he proposed. Livy
turned him down. Undeterred, he
whirled off on a lecture tour and
courted her by mail. They were
married on February 2nd, 1870.

A few weeks later Twain wrote
a friend: “If all one’s married days
are as happy as these new ones
have been to me, I have deliber-
ately fooled away 30 years of my
life. If it were to do over again
I would marry in early infancy in-
stead of wasting time cutting teeth
and breaking crockery.”

Twain’s career took him away
from home a good deal, but he
shared all his experiences with his
wife in witty, exuberant letters, to
which she replied with great affec-
tion and candor. Some of their let-
ters have been arranged for a CBC
Sunday Night program on May 3rd,

MAKING A SLIGHT departure
from its usual format. Festival
brings together the diverse ele-
ments ballet, folk - song, and
jazz on this week’s program,
Triple Play , Wednesday, May
6th, at 9:30 p.m.

The National Ballet Company
is represented by five young
dancers who perform a ballet
devised by choreographer Ray
Powell entitled One In Five,
which is now in the National
Ballet Company’s repertoire.
Powell describes the ballet,
which is set to the music of
Johann and Josef Strauss, as “a
happy little thing made up of
the simplest things that make
people laugh.” It depicts a
clown, alone on an empty
stage, who thinks he is the only
clown in the world, until he dis-
covers four other clowns, among
them a girl. This is a colourful,
funny, touching diversion with
its roots in the Commedia dell-
’Arte. One In Five is danced by
Jocelyn Terelle, Jeremy Blantin,
Colin Worth, Earl Kraut, and
Glenn Gilmour.

When lan Tyson and Sylvia
Fricker first teamed up as folk-
singers they sang in Toronto’s
coffee houses for $lO a night.

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The Nature of Things returns to CBC tv Tuesday, May sth,
with an interpretation of a great genius' thought process

FOR MILLIONS the name of Einstein represents the ultimate in scientific vision, and his
Theory of Relativity represents the ultimate in scientific obscurity! Yet it is the simplicity,
rather than the complexity, of his thought that makes it a challenge to much that the rest of
the thinking world has taken for granted. And behind the genius of Dr. Albert Einstein’s radi-
cal discoveries was a shy little man who endeared himself to colleagues and students for his
warmth, wisdom and generosity as much as for his luminous intellect.

The impact of Einstein and his ideas on the world of science is the subject of the first
program in the series, The Nature of Things, which returns to CBC tv on Tuesday, May
sth, at 10:30 p.m.

‘The program won’t attempt to explain relativity,” says producer James Murray, “but
rather to interpret Einstein’s thinking processes,” and to picture the simple, glowing personality
of this quiet little scientist, humanist and philosopher who was neither personally ambitious
nor jealous of his colleagues. In spite of his air of detachment, he took immense delight in
human relationships and seemed completely unaware of his tremendous charm' or of what
a comfort and a beacon he was in a confused world.

The program will include film of Einstein’s early days in Europe, and of him at work at the

How EINSTEIN Thought
Princeton Institute of Advanced Study in
New Jersey. Specially constructed models will
demonstrate how great scientists such as Ein-
stein, while seeing what everyone else is see-
ing, think whatnobody else has thought. Host
Lister Sinclair will discuss Einstein with Dr.
Jacob Bronowski of the Salk Institute, La
Jolla, California, whom program organizer
John Livingston calls “the most distinguished
and most articulate interpreter of Einstein.”

Dr. Bronowski says: “What he (Einstein)
loved in science was the play of the human
mind conforming to no limits except the facts
of Nature. To Einstein, science lived by the
breath of democracy. ... All his ideas grew
from one conception: that the world is not
given to us absolutely, but is something which
we actively observe and thereby shape. For
Einstein was a practical thinker; to him, truth
was that which is experienced in action.”

In the May 12th edition of The Nature of
Things, the physics and mechanics of size in
the animal world will be explained by scien-
tist-broadcaster William Whitehead and Dr.
W. E. S winton, director of the Royal Ontario
Museum. Later programs will consider recent
attempts to choose atomic standards of mass,
length, and time; efforts to find and isolate
causes of malaria; the science of sport; hyp-
nosis; the composition and function of blood
plasma; and codes and cyphers.
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ALMOST EVERYONE, at some time or an-
other, wishes for a life of solitude. “Get
away from it all”—isn’t that a cry that’s being
heard more and more nowadays?

Every Sunday afternoon at 2:30, on the
CBC radio network, a guest will imagine
that he (or she) is about to become a hermit.
As company on his retreat, the guest will be
allowed to take four books and four musical
recordings. The program, which runs for 60
minutes, will include discussion of the reasons
for the choice made, readings from the books,
and extracts from the records.

The collected works of any single author
are forbidden and only standard editions will
be allowed. Lister Sinclair’s request for one
verse of the Rubaiyat printed on Sophia
Loren was quickly vetoed. That choice was
considered to be of a similar type to that of
Joan Crawford, who, when asked with whom
she would most like to be shipwrecked, re-
plied; “A personable obstetrician.”

Every occupation and every part of the
country will be represented in the guests to
be heard. This Sunday, Scott Young, journalist,
novelist, film, tv and radio script writer, sports
predicter par excellence, becomes the first
hermit of the series. He will be followed on
subsequent Sunday afternoons by Honest Ed,
sometimes known as Edwin Mirvish, pro-
prietor of the Royal Alexandra Theatre, To-
ronto; Celia Franca, whose name is synony-
mous with ballet in Canada, and the afore-
mentioned Lister Sinclair.

Most of the guests will probably discover
that their choice is not easy. A favourite book
or piece of music does not always qualify as a
lifetime companion. Not every guest will agree
as to the qualities of personality that are most
desirable for solitude. Some, no doubt, will
find strength in memories of their past life.
Others will want to have nothing of the past
with them.

Is it a good idea to take a long philosophical
novel? Is it entertainment that is needed or
inspiration? How quickly would the choice
become boring? These are some of the ques-
tions that the guests will have to answer. But
perhaps the most fascinating aspect of the
program for the listener, will be the question;
“What would I choose?”

HE AMBLES through most of his films looking
like some amiable bear that’s misplaced its hiber-
nating quarters and the season’s already half over.
The critics* notice him only to denigrate him as a
Hollywood ham, a beefcake bum with the acting
range of a parrot’s four-letter word vocabulary.
He himself says, “I don’t even like acting. I do it
for the money.”

Those who know him intimately know that
what Robert Mitchum says of himself and his
career is true: He’s far happier raising horses on
his 300-acre Maryland farm than practising his
lassitude in front of the cameras in Hollywood.
Yet the hard core of dedicated professionals in
the movie business have great respect for his
acting talent—something he isn’t altogether sure
he possesses. The late Charles Laughton, who

directed Mitchum in The Night of the Hunter
and managed in that film to elicit from Mitchum
one of the few powerful performances he’s ever
given, has said: “Bob is one of the best actors
in the world. He can imitate any accent there is.
He has great talent. He’d make the best Mac-
beth of any actor living. All his tough talk is a
blind. He’s a literate, gracious, kind man, with
wonderful manners ... a very tender man and a
very great gentleman.” Laughton is not alone in
his estimate of Mitchum as a potential Shake-
spearean actor. British actors O’Toole, Finney,
Burton and Richard Harris have all tried to talk
Mitchum into doing a Stratford season. John
Huston, who has more than a modicum of talent
himself in the acting profession, thinks Mitchum
would make a good King Lear.

Outwardly and in the presence of strangers or
acquaintances (as distinct from close friends),
Mitchum likes to preserve his image as a master
of Billingsgate English, the worst kind of oathing
in the language.

Despite this public display of boorishness, he is

Learning French
The Painless Way
HOW MANY PEOPLE can hon-
estly swear they have never eaves-
dropped? Probably very few. It’s a
very human trait, common to most
of us, and one that is subtly ex-
ploited to good advantage by two
delightful people whose banter-
ing on the CBC radio program
Time for French, seems more like
a conversation overheard than a
lesson in French. Yet the husband
and wife raiUerie between Gerard
and Sheila, now in French, now
in English, has probably done more
to promote aural comprehension of
the French language than any for-
mal text-book approach would
have done. Time for French, with
Gerard and Sheila Arthur, will in
future be heard at a new time on
Saturdays. Starting this week. May
2nd, the program will be broadcast
at 5:30 p.m.

National School Telecasts in its
new series, Visite a Quebec also
adopts an informal approach to the
teaching of French with the pur-
pose of developing aural compre-
hension of the language. Visite a
Quebec is a four part series begin-
ning on CBC tv Tuesday, May
sth, at 10:00 a.m., designed for
students who may have had little
opportunity to gain experience in
speaking and listening to conversa-
tional French.

The unconventional approach to
teaching French probably reaches
its peak with CBC tv’s Speaking
French, Sundays at 1:00 p.m. Pro-
fessor Jean-Paul Vinay, assisted by
Rena Berzin and Jacques Zouvi,
shows that learning French can be
painless and sometimes fun.

Kentucky Derby
On CBC Television
EACH YEAR in the United States
more than 25,000 horses compete
in various races for purses totalling
more than $85,000,000. The most
coveted prize of all U.S. horse-
racing events is the $ 125,000-plus
purse and the garland of roses
awarded the winner of the Ken-
tucky Derby at Churchill Downs,
Louisville, Kentucky.

The 1964 Kentucky "Derby is
the 90th running of this famous
race, sometimes called “the run for
the roses,” and could very well be
won by a Canadian horse ridden
by a Canadian jockey. The strong
favourite this year is E. P. Taylor’s
three - year - old colt. Northern
Dancer, with Bill Hartack in the
saddle. Northern Dancer has had
10 wins out of 13 starts and is the
all-time Canadian-owned money
winner.

“She was slender and beautiful
and girlish and she was both
girl and woman,” Twain recalled
after her death in 1904. “She re-
mained both girl and woman to
the last day of her life. Under a
grave and gentle exterior burned
inextinguishable fires of sympathy,
energy, devotion, enthusiasm and
absolutely limitless affection. She
was always frail in body and she
lived upon her spirit, whose hope-
fulness and courage were inde-
structible.

“I have compared and con-
trasted her with hundreds of per-
sons and my conviction remains
that hers was the most perfect char-
acter I have ever met. And I may
add that she was the most win-
ningly dignified person I have
ever known. . . . During the nine
years that we spent in poverty and
debt she was always able to reason
me out of my despairs and find a
bright side to the clouds and make
me see it. In all that time I never
knew her to utter a word of re-
gret concerning our altered circum-
stances. .

DESCRIBING the funeral proces-
sion of the Right Honourable Ernest
Lapointe on November 29th, 1941,
Prime Minister Mackenzie King
confided to his diary that he did
not think that at “any stage of
the visit of the King and Queen
to Canada, or at any funeral in
Canada heretofore, not excepting
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s or Sir John
Macdonald’s, there was a larger
number of people gathered in the
buildings and on the streets, or
more in the way of genuine ex-
pression of affection and reverent
remembrance. I felt as we walked
along how much one owes it to
be true to the people.”

If there was a secret to La-
pointe’s success in keeping Quebec
for the Liberals and the Liberals
for Quebec, from 1919 to 1941, it
was probably that he was content

IF YOU ARE
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to a new address,
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to remain true not only to his
province and its people, but also
to his country, his party and his
prime minister. Other entries in
King’s diary just prior to his Que-
bec lieutenant’s death read: “But
for him, I would never have been
prime minister, nor would I have
been able to hold the office, as I
had held it through the years,”
and .. no loss could be greater
at this time, not to myself only,
but to Canada and the British Em-
pire.”

One thing is certain: Ernest La-
pointe had no real successor. There
are some who feel that the position
he held no longer exists to be
filled, that Canada no longer en-
joys the political climate in which
a Quebec lieutenant could play a
useful and essential role. Others
are more inclined to the view that
the absence of such a position is
mainly due to a lack of suitable
candidates.

Whichever analysis is correct,
any attempt to describe the power,
perhaps the glory too, of a Quebec
lieutenancy must reach back to
the period between the wars. It
must delve into the memories of
men who were politically aware in
the 1920 s and 19305: journalists
such as Bruce Hutchison of the
Victoria Times; Georges Langlois,
at that time a loyal Liberal corre-
spondent in Ottawa for the Quebec
press; Senator Gratton O’Leary,
then of the Ottawa Journal; Andre
Laurendeau of Le Devoir; George
Ferguson of the Montreal Star; and
politicians such as Senator Charles
G. Power, Senator T. A. Crerar, the
Honourable J. W. Pickersgill, and
M. J. Coldwell.

And, for a more personal insight
into the character of the man who
maintained the lieutenancy all
those years, the sources must in-
clude Ernest Lapointe’s own fam-
ily; his son, the Honourable Hugues
Lapointe, now agent general for
the Quebec government in London;
his daughter, Odette; and her hus-
band, Mr. Justice Roger Ouimet.

In all, broadcaster Elspeth Chis-
holm talked to more than 50
people while gathering material for
next Sunday’s radio profile of The
Last Lieutenant. It will be heard
as part of CBC Sunday Night, be-
ginning at 8:35 p.m.

THE THORNY QUESTION of
Canada’s twin cultures, about
which everyone seems to have an
opinion, is currently being studied
by a Royal Commission in a meet-
the-people tour of Canada. Under
the joint chairmanship of journalist
Andre Laurendeau and educator
Davidson Dunton, the Royal Com-
mission on Bilingualism and Bicul-
turalism has invited anyone with
anything to say on the subject to
express his views at open hearings
to be held in more than 20 regional
centres throughout Canada.

The 10- member commission,
formed last September, began its
work in February of this year and
has already visited a number of
widely scattered towns and cities
across Canada. Fundamentally, the

commission aims to search out the
average Canadian and elicit his
attitudes towards the two cultures.
It was hoped that by holding these
public meetings, rather than solicit-
ing written briefs, a direct contact
between the people and the com-
mission would result in a freer ex-
change of views and an uninhibited
expression of opinion. Already the
response has been encouraging in
this respect, reflecting a keen in-
terest by Canadians in the topic.

CBC radio and television will re-
port on the progress of the hear-
ings as they move across Canada,
presenting interviews with persons
involved in the hearings and gen-
erally covering all aspects of the
commission’s work. In a series of
three programs to be broadcast
Sundays at 7:30 p.m., CBC Mon-
treal reporter Alan Yates will cover
the hearings in Vancouver, May
3rd; Winnipeg, May 31st; and
Montreal, June 21st.

On CBC television two half-hour
programs will be presented on
Wednesdays, May 6th and June
3rd, at 10:30 p.m., and a special
one-hour program will be telecast
on Tuesday, June 23rd, at 10:00
p.m. Ken Mason, on leave from his
duties as CBC Ottawa correspond-
ent, reports on the May 6th pro-
gram from the hearings held at
London, Ont, Fredericton, N.8.,
Sherbrooke, P.Q.; Edmonton, Van-
couver, and Regina. The June 3rd
program consists of filmed high-
lights of sessions at Moncton, N.8.,
Charlottetown, P.E.1., Winnipeg,
and various towns in Manitoba.
The hour-long program on June
23rd will be a summation of the
commission’s work to date, filmed
in St. John’s, Newfoundland, Hali-
fax, and Quebec City. This pro-
gram also includes interviews with
co-chairmen Dunton and Lauren-
deau, presented live from Quebec
City.

Centenary Plans,
Fallout, and Farming

IN THE NEXT three broadcasts
of CBC radio’s Summer Fallow,
heard Monday nights at 9;00, To-
ronto freelance reporter Marjorie
McEnaney presents interviews and
opinions she recorded on an ex-
tensive fact-finding trip. On May
4th she reports on centennial plans
in rural Canada. She found that
some areas, such as Oshawa, On-
tario, and Knowlton and Cowans-
ville, Quebec, have imaginative
programs well underway; others
have decided only what they
would like to do; and many seem
to have neither initiative nor ideas.
She also talked to Peter Ackroyd,
in charge of special projects for
the National Centennial Commis-
sion, who is worried over the fact
that most centennial projects are
likely to be city and town-centred,
unless rural Canada gets a spur on.

On May 11th Mrs. McEnaney
reports on the effects of radioactive
May 2nd - Bth

fallout on foods, and what
measures are being taken to pro-
tect Canadians from possible fall-
out dangers. She found consider-
able difference of opinion on per-
missible levels of radiation and
what counter-measures are possible.

Among those heard from will be
Dr. Peter Bird, of the radiation
division of the department of
health; Dr. B. V. Mijikovski of the
department of agriculture, who has
developed a process for removing
Strontium 90 from milk; Dr. Joseph
Sternberg, of the University of
Montreal, the only professor of
nuclear medicine in Canada, who
will discuss the effects of radiation
on the human body; Dr. George
Dionne, a professor at Macdonald
College; Dr. Ursula Franklin,
a physicist with the Ontario Re-
search Department; and farmers
and consumers who are concerned
about Strontium 90 and other
radio-active fission problems.

Farmers in Transition, from rural
to city life, will be discussed on
May 18th. Some 3,000 farming
Canadians leave the land each
month. Mrs. McEnaney investi-
gates the four usual stages in the
move from full-time farming to

full-time city life and employment.
Sometimes, she says, when it is
obvious that a small farmer can no
longer make his farm pay, or is
fed up with farm-life difficulties,
the community will organize com-
munity pastures or a co-operative
land bank, to try to keep farmers
in the district.

with what these men have to say,
but hundreds of thousands of their
followers live by the principles
they uphold.

On Wednesday, May 6th, To-
ronto reporter Austin Clarke inter-
views Malcolm X, a Black Mus-
lim Negro, who says: “We are
against segregation, but we are
for separation. Segregation is that
which is forced upon inferiors by
superiors. Separation is done vol-
untarily by two equals. A segre-
gated neighbourhood is usually
deteriorated, economically, politi-
cally, intellectually and otherwise.
. . . Since the government doesn’t
want us to leave here and go
back home among our own people,
and the government can’t treat us
right here mixed up with them,
then this government should sepa-
rate this country and give us a
section where we can live to our-
selves.

“We feel that we are living now
in the last days of the white man’s
world or at the end of time for
the white man’s world. And be-
cause we feel religiously that his
time is up or that his world is
approaching its end, its doom, its
disaster or its judgment, we have
no desire to accept his belated
offers of integration into a cor-
rupt, outdated society that has
been sentenced to doom and de-
struction by the God or Lord of
all the worlds whom we refer to as
Allah.”

On Thursday, May 7th, Gover-
nor Wallace of Alabama talks to
Gordon Donaldson.

said to be a deeply sensitive man. The old saw
that “inside every fat man is a thin man trying
to get out” could be turned to describe the artist
within Mitchum’s exterior brute—except the artist
doesn’t seem to be trying to escape. Laughton is
not the only one to attest to Mitchum’s innate
fineness. Deborah Kerr, who has played opposite
him in three films, believes Mitchum would have
been perfect for the role of the debauched priest
in Tennessee Williams’ Night of the Iguana, in
which she stars. She has been quoted as saying:
“Bob would have understood the role perfectly,
especially the moral conflict. He’s a marvellous
actor, a hundred times better than either he or
anyone else thinks. He’s a very fine, kind, sensi-
tive man.”

Perhaps the closest anyone has come so far to
realizing Mitchum’s potential is director Fred
Zinnemann in his film The Sundowners. What
seems on the purely superficial level to be judici-
ous type-casting turns out on close inspection to
be a portrayal by Mitchum of a full-fleshed, be-
lievable character invested with warmth and feel-
ing. In the role of Paddy Carmody, itinerant
sheep-drover of the Australian outback, Mitchum
brings to life a rootless, shiftless, swaggering
johnny-come-lately, redeemed only by his good
nature and his constancy to a long-suffering wife
weary of his wanderlust.

Deborah Kerr plays the wife, and the support-
ing cast features Peter Ustinov in one of his
delightful character parts as the scion of a noble
English family who prefers Australia’s great out-
doors to grouse-shooting on the moors, possibly
because the family prefers it that way too. Chips
Rafferty, the Australian star, is also featured in
The Sundowners, together with Dina Merrill, and

Today he has
his tattooing business in Victoria,—
the only city in Canada, “Doc”
says, with an ordinance on tattoo-
ing.

Before the city grants him a
license to operate, he must pass
inspection from the city medical
officer, the health and sanitation
department and the medical officer
from HMCS Naden.

During his career. Doc has
worked on men and women from
every level of society sailors,
soldiers, and titled people from
England.

Estimates on time and cost for
an entire body tattooed run to eight
months and $2,000.

FORBES HENDBY of Vancouver
is a walking advertisement for his
skill. He’s a tattoo artist.

“Doc” Forbes, as he is popu-
larly known in his profession, has
been tattooing people for more
than 40 years. He was first tat-
tooed himself at the age of 16
while travelling with a circus in
the U.S. Today his arms and legs
are covered with many designs,
mostly done by himself. The areas
he was unable to reach were done
by other tattoo artists.

On Sunday, May 3rd at 3:30
p.m. CBC tv’s documentary series
20/20 visits with “Doc” Forbes at
his home and tattooing studio in
Victoria, 8.C., for a look at the
man, his career and some of his
work.

An early talent for drawing, and
a great personal satisfaction in
doing his own tattoos led “Doc”
Forbes to follow this unusual work.
But he has other strings to his bow.
He has worked in vaudeville as a
dancer and magician, he plays
the banjo professionally, and has
worked in circuses as an acrobat.
