The Canadian music industry is getting the biggest boost in its history, thanks to the efforts of those responsible
for ''Teen '67"’ a CBC-TV production from Montreal. For one hour each week, host Dean Hagopian presents the best

‘““Teen ‘67’’ is the continua-
tion of the teen series which was star-
ted in 1965 by CBMT-TV. It’s not the
usual run-of-the-mill CBC teen panel
show asking serious questions, nor is
it the slick professional, lots of re-
hearsal time type as are many of the
teen music shows. It’s as commercial
and professional as any of the big
network shows from both sides of the
border. There are no commercial in-
terruptions, but they do manage to
give away slacks, jeans, gloves, re-
cords, charm and modelling courses,
and anything that goes with keeping
in with the ““in’’ crowd.

There are three hours allotted
each week to produce this show, live.
Producer Ken Buckley, researcher
Wayne Grigsby, producer’s assistant
Diane Lavois and host Dean Hagopian,
continue to amaze themselves at how
well each show goes over and how
well each show is accepted by the
studio audience and viewers, which
is obvious by the attendance and the
letters received.

Although the show is consid-
ered one of low budget, they always
manage to spotlight an exciting some-
times new and sometimes well known
group. Unlike most local produced
shows of this type, ‘“Teen ‘67’’ has
had phenominal luck, even with their
meagre budget, in bringing in many
of Canada’s recoiding artists, from
across the country. They have also
spotlighted many of the big name
American acts such as Ben E. King,
Jr. Walker and The All Stars, Screamin’
Jay Hawkins and many more. Cana-
dian talent who have appeared on the
show include: M.G. and The Escorts,
The Townsmen, Trevor Payne, Bob
Harrington, Don Norman, Mike Provost,
from The Scoundrelz, Lynda Layne,
Jimmy Dybold and many more. Be-
sides this they cover as many worth-
while shows as possible and in as
many Canadian citiesas they are able
to get to. Consequently they have
been able to show, on tape, some of
the real action from Ottawa, Toronto,
Winnipeg and Montreal. They have
had taped coverage of groups like
The McCoys, Seeds, Outsiders, The
Shadows Of Knight, Lovin’ Spoonful,
Staccatos and Guess Who. They have
taped on the spot action from the
famous Hungry ‘‘I’’ in Winnipeg and
have extensive plans for bringing
all the Canadian action to their view-
ers. -

For a low budgeted ‘‘Dance
Party’’ type local show, ‘“Teen ‘67’
has the flair, imagination, talent, and
young at heart approach to become a
network giant with Canadian teens.
To restrict this fantastically pro-
duced ‘‘platform for Canadian talent”
to Montreal audiences alone is like
perpetrating a great injustice to our
thousands of Canadian teenagers,
from coast to coast, who are clamor-

ing for the chance to see what the
rest of young Canada has to offer.
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I guess you all know that
Winnipeg produces more recording
groups then any other city in the
country. Well it’s true and here’s
another group of talent to add to the
list. They’re called The Main Line
and their Quality single is ‘‘Money
(That’s What I Want)’’. It’s got kind
of a new sound, almost as if it was
done under water, and [ think they
have about 15 guys on the session.
With all the big names coming out of
the west I hope to see the western
provinces well represented at Expo.
There’s one group in Winnipeg who
should definitely be there and that’s
the Guess Who, also, a real young
group, who are truly representative
of the age group around which this
MOT is built, name of The Mongrels.

Guess what’s happening to
The Paupers? They’re setting New
York on it’s ear, that’s what they’re
doing, besides, of course, experienc-
ing a hit across the country with their

Verve Folkways single ‘‘Simple Deed’’.

They played the Cafe Au Go Go on
their last trip to New York and after
the word got out that Canada’s famous
electronic rock group was in town,
their manager Bemie Finklestein al-
most needed a club to beat off the
guys with contracts and terrific deals.
Even Brian Epstein talked to Bemie
about the group and Murray The ‘‘K’’
almost flipped his dinner, over the
great sound, and above all, the origin-
ality of the sound of The Paupers.
You know what comes out of
Ottawa, besides hot air? BIG BEAT
GROUPS. You’ve heard of Canada’s
famous Staccatos, The Characters,
Esquires, Scoundrelz, Townsmen and
Don Norman and The Other Four and
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The SD. Well, they’re all from Ottawa,
and here comes another one. Like I
promised you last week, I have news

about Denny Lee Thomas and The
Primates. They’ll have to cut that
name down, if they want to crack a
record. Aside from the name, they are
ahardworking younggroup and they’re

being guided by Bill Brown, who
knows the ins and outs of show-biz
from Hong Kong to Singapore and from
the dens of Hamburg to the cellars of
Liverpool, and he’s a Canadian, on
top of it all. Well, his group has made
quite an impression in Ottawa and
Hull, having played a successful en-
gagement at the Pavilion Canadienne,
in Hull and the big birthday gig at
Ottawa’s old Union Station. Here’s a
little info on them Leader of the
group is Denny Lee Thomas, who
does much of the yacking and plays
lead guitar. Fred Quarrie backs up
the group with the big sound of the
organ, and Glenn Palmer is the man
on bass. Rick O’Neil looks after drums.

Well, just by accident, last
week | wandered into that famous
place in the Village, and you know,
I thought I had gotten over becoming
excited over the soundof a group, but
JUST YOU LISTEN..... to the fantas-
tic sound that comes from the three
guys who make up the Magic Cycle.
They are too much. And you know
who was in the audience? That fam-
ous Ottawa radio personality, John

Pozer, who is presently doing free-
lance work at CJET Smiths Falls, be-
sides having his own successful re-
cord company, Sir John A. The talk of
Kitchener and area radio, CHYM per-
sonality. Larry Shannon was there,
with his group, The Shand-De-Leers,
Mel Shaw and his Stampeders were
there and so many bookers and pro-
moters that I almost felt important.
But, of course, nobody pays any at-
tention to me, unless I have Irving
with me. Anyway, that kinda gives
you an idea of who goes to this fam-
ous place in the Village.

Hey, you know who’s finally
going to put out an album? The
British Modbeats. They’re just com-
pleting work on the cover and just
wait till you see this cover. It’s so
Mod, it almost hurts your eyes to look
at it.

The lack of Canadian record sales is one of
the reasons put forth by some Canadian record
companies as their reason for not accepting
Canadian product for distribution and for not
wishing to gamble on paying for a recording
session. Perhaps the following letter will point
out the need for promotion men, not errand
boys, and salesmen, not order takers.
*‘Dear Sir: So you want us to stand behind our
Canadian talent. Perhaps you would like to
tell us where to find our Canadian talent.
Sometime you should try and order a record by
say Tommy James & The Shondells, or The
Paupers or for that matter The New Colony Six.
I've tried them all. Tommy Sames' records take
anywhere from three to five weeks if they get
here at all. The Paupers only take two weeks.
I've been trying to get *‘Love You So Much”
since last November. I'm hoping for a small
miracle so that | can get it maybe by next
month. As for lan & Sylvia, well I'm not even
going to think about them for another two
months. Their latest record has only been out
about 3 or 4 weeks. Say, maybe you're wonder-
ing how | heard some of these records? No,
you're wrong, it wasn't onmy local station. |
hear my Canadian Talent on WCFL in Chicago,
(Usually several weeks before they ever hit
the big stations in Ontario and a few months
before they hit the rest of the stations).”
