THE VOICE OF PEACE. Typically, following
no news one week, this week, we have received
four letters and cards concerning, and from,
the station! Giles Merritt sends us a card from
the West coast of Creece, for which we thank
him, and says that the station can be heard clearly
cach night after 01.00BST, sometimes with quite
a powerful signal. K. Thomas, of Cleveland,
tells us that he has just returned from Cyprus,
where VOP reception is apparently no problem,
although he does not mention whether he listened
on AM or FM. He gives us a full line-up, including
changes of staff, between 14th and 22nd August.
We will feature the latest lineup, as of last
weekend, compiled from this report, and also
from two reports from the ship itself, one from
colleague, Stuart Clarke and the other from
programme controller; Chris Pearson. Stuart
tells us that the sun-bathing is very exhausting!
He also says that the ship fairly rocks about,
even in the slightest swell. He does not hold
out much hope if ever it had to broadcast from
the Knock Deep. The recently left, Dave Shearer
seems to get plenty of praise for his Brekkie
Shows, and apparently he will be missed. Dave
is currently touring the sights of Israel and Egypt
before returning home, along with Rob Charles,
at the beginning of September. Stuart goes on
with a message for any keen DX-er who may
have received the station on 1530khz. If reception
reports are addressed either to Stuart Clark
or Mark Warner, VOP, 13 Frug Street, Tel Aviv,
he will guarantee a reply/confirmation. Letters
of this type, just addressed to the station usually
get no further than the office waste paper basket.
Having said all this, chances of receiving VOP
between the hours of 01.00 and 02.00(when Vatican
is off) get even slimmer, as yet another station
appears on 1530khz., this time from Essex. So
now, there is Lssex, West Yorkshire and Hereford,

all on the same channcl. Only NIN-ers in the
extreme South/South West really stand a chance
now, along with those in Northern Scotland. Stuart
is very interested 1o hcar froim anyone who has
picked them up recently. 1Both transmitters are

Caroline Martin. This placement of John Dwyar
at this time seems to be permanent, as Jamie
King has now left the ship. The only other change
during the week, was another swapping around
of shows, this time betwecen Pcter Phillips and Richard Jackson.
Since Tuesday, the linc-up has read...0500 John Lewis...0900
Peter Phillips...1308 Richard Jackson...1700 Dave Jamcs...2100
John Dwyer...0100 Carolinc aartin. The station scems to
be closing on weeckdays at 0200, on both 558kil2 and 963kl
but reverting to the normol 24 hour service on Friday, Saturday
and Sunday. According to announcements read by Tom Anderson
on 963kHev, this will be the casc for the next two wecks, whilst
technical improveinents are made,

On the news bulletins, Richard Jackson once again read
said during the breakfast show on Monday, but by Tuesday
had been replaced by John Tyler, who so far has only done
shows on the 'Overdrive' service, John Tyler read bis last
bulletin this week, on Saturday morning. Since Jamie King
has now gone on ‘leave', both the lunchtime and afternoon
news has been shared between Peter Phillips and John Lewis.
Richard Jackson hosted two shows on Saturday morning.
The first being his own breakfast programme, and following
only one hour of John Lewis, between 0900 and 1000, he did
another 3 hours until 1300. [t is not known at present why
John left ofter one hour, and GBH Bitter is not thought to
have been the problem, as John stated there wasn't any beer
in the studio. However John has been one of the victims
of some sort of 'flu' virus, which has alrecady plagued other
members of the ship's company during the last couple of weeks.
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
