Infinity Fined, WPGC Deal OK'd 
Stern penalties at $1.8 mil.; Quello actually praises Infinity 

It was deja vu for Infinity Broadcasting 
as the FCC slapped the company with more 
Howard Stern -related indecency fines - but 

also approved a major- market station 
purchase. 

The Commission issued a notice late last 
Friday (5/20) that it intended to fine four In- 

finity stations a total of $200,000 for alleged- 
ly indecent Stern broadcasts. 
But at the sanie time, the FCC 
approved Infinity's $60 million 
duopoly purchase of Cook In- 
let's WPGC -AM & FM/ 
Washington. 

The scenario was a virtual 
rerun of February, when Infin- 
ity was fined for the Stern 
show, but allowed to buy 
KRTH /Los Angeles.

In announcing the latest 
fines, the FCC cited "language

Anonymous Complaint 
The latest Stern complaints were filed by 

a WWKB /Buffalo listener. (Although

tapes of the program to the 
FCC. 

Infinity opposes the pro- 
posed fines and stated Monday 
(5/23) that it "expects to re-

Infinity attorney Steven

SBA Set To Lift Ban 
On Radio Loans 

Change would help minority entrepreneurs 

The U.S. Small Business Administration's ban on radio 
loans could be history by summer's end. 

SBA Assoc. Administrator John 
Cox told a House subcommittee 
hearing on minority ownership in 
communications that public com- 
ments, which were due that day 
(5/20), were heavily in favor of re- 
pealing the SBAs "opinion- molder" 
rule. He said it would take about 90 
days for the SBA to complete the 
process of repealing the rule, which 
bars government -insured loans to 
radio stations and other media 
businesses. 

90% Stations Eligible 

"The SBA is aware that small 
businesses in the media industry 
often have difficulty in raising capital 
or borrowing money," Cox said. But 
he assured the panel that the SBA 
was moving to bring help. 

In its filing to support the SBA 
change, the NAB said removal of the 
opinion -molder rule would make 
nearly 90% of radio stations eligi- 
ble for government -insured loans. 

More Capital Seen? 

The rule repeal is being backed by 
the Clinton administration. Assis- 
tant Secretary of Commerce Larry 
Irving testified that dropping the 
opinion -molder rule would make 
more capital available to small media 
businesses, including many owned 
by minorities. Several witnesses at 
the hearing, chaired by Rep. Kweisi 
Mfume (D -MD), said one of the 
biggest barriers for minority en- 
trepreneurs seeking to enter com- 
munications businesses is capital 
formation. 

FCC Chairman Reed Hundt told 
the same panel that although the 
Commission has had some success 
in promoting minority ownership of 
broadcast licenses, "that is far short 
of what we should be doing." He as- 
sured the panel the Commission will 
do better in upcoming auctions of 
licenses for new communications 
technologies.

Small- Market Stations Weigh In On EEO Regs 
Costly record- keeping and the improbable odds of 
finding minority hires in some smaller markets are 
among the problems broadcasters fear if the FCC 

holds radio to the same EEO regulations Congress man- 
dated for cable TV. 

Here is a sampling of corn - 
ments received by the May 23 
deadline: 

WAEY/Princeton, WV Presi- 
dent Henry Beam said small sta- 
fions will have problems 
complying because the minority 
workforce simply isn't there: No 

one wants to come to a small -town 
station for small wages" He sug- 
gested special rules for stations in 
smaller markets. 

KURV /Edinburg, TX President 
C. Davis Rankin Jr. lamented the 
paperwork cost needed to main- 
tain EEO compliance. We will be 

diverted from being broadcasters 
to [being] broadcast file clerks 

KUTZiAustin GM Mark Kiester 
complained the FCC was putting 
too much emphasis on the EEO 
process rather than on minority 
hiring results. He noted that most 
minority hires are found through 
networking and not through the 
FCC -imposed process. "I cannot 
even begin to describe in detail 
how many letters, phone calls, 
postcards, and faxes we have sent 
to minority organizations that have 
netted absolutely no leads."

$10 million. The reason: Most of the

It's Curtains For You 
The Iron Curtain may have fallen, but it still managed 
to drape the English language with various linguis- 
tic spinoffs. Journalists and politicians worldwide 

have raised their own "curtains" to describe the intangi- 
ble barriers (political, ideological, etc.) between or within 
nations. So don't leave your listeners hanging ... blind 
them with your knowledge of the following "curtain" calls: 

Bamboo Curtain: A political and ideological barrier between the 
West and the Communist countries of Asia following 1949's Chinese 
revolution. 

Blue Curtain: In his book "Crusade: The Untold Story Of The Per- 
sian Gulf War," Rick Atkinson discusses the impenetrable barrier sepa- 
rating senior U.S. Air Force generals from the rest of the officer corps: 
"Within the fraternity of senior Air Force generals, so tightly woven as 
to be dubbed the Blue Curtain, [a colonel fighter pilot) was said to lack 
'good hands' [dexterity in the cockpit]:' 

Caribbean Curtain: The Washington Post recently used this phrase 
in reference to the use of U.S. Naval forces off the shores of Haiti: "Unlike 
the Iron Curtain, the Caribbean Curtain was erected and is maintained 
by the U.S. government" 

Cobweb Curtain: British media coined this phrase to characterize 
their relations with Buckingham Palace. 

Jim Crow Curtain: Adam Clayton Powell - the late African- Ameri- 
can politician - invented this phrase to describe the practice of dis- 
criminating against and suppressing blacks. 

Lace Curtain: Pravda created this phrase when Soviet tourists were 
banned from travel near Boston. Given the area's large Irish population, 
wherein the phrase "lace-curtain Irish" symbolizes status and class divi- 
sions, it's a bit of an inadvertent pun. 

Marble Curtain: Former U.S. VP Hubert H. Humphrey coined this 
term to symbolize the state of press -government relations. 

Nylon Curtain: This term is defined as the protective wall insulating 
DuPont's corporate culture. 

Paper Curtain: A network of bureaucratic obstacles (Le., paperwork 
and rules) that conceal the real nature of an organization and obstruct 
free communications, as seen in this recent Forbes magazine excerpt: 
"There are ways for well -informed investors to at least glimpse what lies 
behind the paper curtain. Banks are required to publish ... numbers:' 

Sand Curtain: This phrase refers to Arab -Israeli relations.

Horne center and discount 
department store chains 
were the hottest retail 

segment of the 1993 lawn and gar- 
den business, according to Clear- 
water, FL -based Nursery Retailer 
magazine's annual survey. 

The magazine also found that 
the Top 100 retailers racked up 
$7.4 billion in total volume sales 
during 1993 - up 25% more from 
the year -previous volume of $5.9 
billion.

(35 %), and oil changes (34 %). 

Three other services - waxing, 
washing, and oil changes - are more 
apt to be done at home. 

Guarantees & Warranties 
However, nationally -owned chains 

prove tough competition when it 
comes to the muffler and tire service 
areas, racking up 33% and 32% of 

the market, respectively. (After all, 
many such chains guarantee their ser- 
vices.) Getting oil changed at nation- 
ally owned chains is substantially less 

popular, however, drawing only 16% 

of the market. 

Car dealerships might consider of- 
fering guarantees and warranties to 
inspire consumer trust. As it is, car 
dealerships are used even less fre- 
quently than national chains for most 
services, with the exception of ma- 
jor engine repairs (30 %), rust- proof- 
ing (21%), and tune -ups (20 %) - the 
latter two of which are sometimes 
covered under warranty. 
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Moving In, Moving Out 
migration from California, New England, and the Mid- Americans' 

west to the Southeast and Northwest continues, according to 
statistics compiled by Evansville, IN -based Atlas Van Lines. 

The state with the greatest percentage of people moving out is 
New York (Atlas reports 89% more people left the state last year than 
moved into it). California is the only Western state to experience ma- 
jor outward migration, with 36% more movers leaving than arriving (a 

4% increase over 1992 figures). 
The states with the greatest percentage of people moving in are: 

Georgia (68% more moves in than out), Montana (63 %), Colorado (59 %), 
Tennessee (53 %), Alabama (50 %), and South Carolina (38 %). 

More Americans Are Shopping At Night 
Grocery shopping at night 
and on weekends is on an 
upswing, according to a re- 

cent survey by the NYC -based 
Roper Organization. 

Average monthly trips to the gro- 
cery store have stayed fairly con- 
stant since 1989 - 88% of 
consumers shopped in a grocery 
store during the past month. 

However, changing lifestyles have 
created new shopping trends, with 
Americans more apt to patronize 
grocery stores at these times: 54% 
on a weekday (up 4% from '89), 
42% on a weeknight (up 8 %), and 
41% on the weekend (up 9 %). 

This increase is more dramatic 
among working women - 52% 
were in a grocery store at night dur- 

ing the last month and 51% made a 

stop on the weekend, up 10% and 

13%, respectively, from 1989 
figures. 

More Fax Privacy 
To increase the confidential- 
ity of faxed materials, the 
Greenwich, CT -based Seal 

System company has developed a 

device that seals the faxed document 
between two sheets of opaque plastic 
(like an envelope) as it comes out of 
the fax machine. Only the cover 
sheet remains visible. so the fax can 
be distributed with the normal inter- 
nal mail.

FM - and could kick off this new 
presentation as soon as next Tuesday (5/31). 
However, one columnist quotes GM -to -be 
Blaise Howard as saying he won't be ready 
to put the station on the air until mid -June 
at the earliest. 

Look for the KKHI call letters to change 
to KPIX to pick up some instant credibility 
from Group W's KPIX-TV. The ST "fun -fone" is 
still awaiting Howard's comment. 

Much Competition For MTV 

Latest entrant trying to knock off MTV 
is a partnership between MuchMusic - 
Canada's decade -old 24 -hour music channel - and Rainbow Programming Holdings, part 
of the No. 5 U.S. cable operator, Cablevision. 
The new service is set for a Jialy 1 launch in 
an estimated 3 million homes, initially airing 
the Canadian net's programming, complete 
with Canadian content requirements; but 
later evolving into a more U.S. -oriented 
approach. 

Meanwhile, there's still that Time 
Warner /Sony channel and maybe that one 
from Bertelsmann as well ... 

Sony's Ticket Time Bomb? 

Lotsa ticket talk about Sony planning a 
national event ticket service with distribution 
via ATM machines. No official verification, 
but Sony reportedly plans legal challenges to 
Ticketmaster's exclusive venue contracts as 
part of a concerted effort to challenge the 
ticket kingpin. Get your ducats early to 
watch this showdown. 

As for the ATM concept ... ST idly 
wonders what conditions will be like for the 
typical ATM user on days when a 
supergroup's tickets go on sale? 

And ... isn't there some irony - as at 
least one industry observer noted - that 
Sony would challenge Ticketmaster's 
exclusive deals while fighting a court case 
to defend its exclusive contract with George 
Michael?

31.

The coalition disagreed, arguing, 
"The FCC indecency forfeiture 
scheme does not provide for 
prompt judicial review of indecen- 
cy determinations. Such review is 
available, if at all, only years after 
indecency forfeiture proceedings 
have commenced. In the interim, 
the FCC seeks to compel com- 
pliance with these unreviewed 
determinations" 

The FCC has until June 17 to 
file its response. A hearing is 
scheduled for September 13.

with the indecency standard. "Ob- 
viously, the Commission doesn't be- 
lieve Infinity has quite made it," 
Lerman said. 

The news wasn't all bad for Infini- 
ty. Commissioner James Quello, 
the FCC's most outspoken Stern 
critic, praised the company for tak- 
ing "dramatic and ever -improving 
steps ... that have resulted in a 
significant decrease in the number 
of complaints" regarding Stern's 
program. 

FCC approval of the WPGC sale 
had hinged on Commission accep- 
tance of a $2.75 million settlement 
between Infinity and the African - 
American Business Association, 
which contended the Stern program 
is racist. As part of the settlement, 
Infinity agreed to: conduct a pro- 
gram to teach minority business 
people how to create effective radio 
advertising; set aside $2 million 
worth of airtime that program grad- 
uates can purchase at deep dis- 
counts; and contribute $25,000 to 
train African- Americans to be radio 
talk show hosts.

WAEB -FM's `Two Year Plan' Pays Off 
Lzi Station bolts 11.4 -15.3 in Winter Arbitron to claim No. 1 perch 

You rarely hear about someone in radio setting up a two - 
year game plan and having the luxury of sticking with it. But 
that's the story behind the success of CRB Pop CHR WAEB- 
FM (B104) /Allentown, according to Station Manager /PD 
Brian Check.

By targeting women 18 -34 in the 
daytime and persons 12 -34 at night, 
we successfully walk that tightrope - which we can do because we're 
the only local CHR. The nearest 
competition is from [Rhythmic 
CHR] WIOQ /Philly, but we're 
beating them everywhere, including 
teens by a wide margin.

"Our research has shown that the 
cleaner the sound, the better we're 
received by the audience. That's part 
of our `10-In A Row' strategy outside 
of mornings.

Turning Ratings Into Dollars 
Education and station awareness are the keys, says one GM 

In markets where Urban radio can be heard, it usually 
picks up an outstanding share of the markets' listening. But 
one of the format's major problems has been converting those 
ratings shares into revenue shares. What can be done about 
this problem? 

Most who have 
dealt with the 
issue agree the 
solution lies in 
client education.

Selling Black Consumers 
WTLC AM & FM /Indianapolis 

VP /GM Paul Major concedes 
Black radio has always been a tough 
sell, pointing out that part of the 
reason is the advertisers' level of 
confidence in the format's audience 
as consumers. But he adds, "The 
job we had 20 years ago and the job

we have today are a little different. 
Agencies know we have the audi- 
ence, but it's back to basics: that 
consumer dollar and what it's worth 
today. 

"I think it varies from market to 
market. I found it more difficult to 
sell the purchasing power of the 
black consumer in Tampa than in In- 
dianapolis - maybe because of the 
income levels, maybe because of the 
employment levels. Indianapolis 
isn't a larger radio market than Tam- 
pa, but it is a larger black market - 
95% of all the blacks in the metro 
live in Marion County, and that 
makes a big difference. These peo- 
ple own their own homes. Most are 
working, and their household in- 
comes are higher. So the marketing 
people, the agencies, and the retail- 
ers are much more aware of black 
consumers, as they would be in 
Chicago, Philadelphia, New York, 
or any other major market. And that 
in itself is a plus. 

"I'm sure a number of broad- 
casters in medium and small mar- 

kets really suffer because they're still 
trying to sell the validity of the black 
consumer." 

Urban Delivers Results 
One of the most attractive aspects 

of the African American audience is 
its loyalty to Urban radio, and Ma- 
jor says stations should use that to 
their advantage. "We all know the 
Time Spent Listening among blacks 
is very high, and most of the radio 
listening is to Black radio stations. 
We also know that Black radio mo- 
tivates. The Black radio audience is 
more likely to respond to advertis- 
ing on Black radio because when 
that message is heard, the listeners 
feel it's a personal invitation to res- 
pond to the message. 

"We're selling total audience reach 
in Indianapolis over 83 %. In other 
words, five out of six black people 
listen to Black radio - WTLC -AM 
& FM - each week. Black radio 
delivers measurable results for an 
advertiser who needs to reach the 
entire market. Black radio can

The number of black profes- 
sional women rose 125% 
during the past decade, ac- 

cording to the Wall Street Journals 
recent analysis of EEOC data In 

1982, there were 1.2 black female 
professionals for each of their 
male counterparts; 10 years later, 
that ratio had risen to 1.8. 

In the white collar" category, 
the number of black women grew 
90% between 1982 and 1992 while 
the number of black men grew 
less than 50 0/o. And among "of- 
ficials and managers, the growth 
rate for black women nearly tripl- 
ed that of black men (64 °% vs. 
22 %), even though black men still 
outnumber black women in the 
highest ranks (primarily because 
the men entered the work force 
earlier). 

Education is a major growth fac- 
tor. Although more black women 
than men graduate from college 
and professional schools (14.2% 
vs. 11.9 %), many black women 
work in low- paying jobs with little 
opportunity for advancement. Their 
average earnings are 14 percent- 
age points below those of black 
men.

Our Black Expo, 
one of the biggest black events in the 
country each year, gets national par- 
ticipation from advertisers all across 
the country. One of the things we've 
learned about selling Black radio is 
that we don't just sell spots or air 
time. We sell a promotion ... we 
sell direct involvement in the com- 
munity." 

Crossing Mainstream 

Major, recognizing many Urban 
stations' tendency to align 
themselves solely with black -ori- 
ented events, says he's working to- 
ward broadening his station's 
promotional visibility. 

"We're trying to get more involv- 
ed in some of the more mainstream 
events in this city;" he explains. "For 
example, the Indianapolis 500 is the 
largest spectator event in the world - you have almost a million peo- 
ple coming into town for one event. 
In the past, blacks really haven't 
been a part of that, and many blacks 
in our community say, `That's a 
white thing.' It's not! Why? Because 
there's a black driver out there, and 
there are other black people par- 
ticipating in a number of different 
ways. So we're trying to recognize 
those people, and we've had a tre- 
mendous response. We're trying to 
tie ourselves into every major event 
that takes place throughout the year.

WWDM Takes Action 
WWDM /Columbia, SC took aim against violence 

in the community in two recent projects. "The 
Big DM" brought community leaders to the 

table to help organize a gun buyback drive and a "Stop 
The Violence" concert. 

The "South Carolina Goods For Guns" project collected 350 
weapons within a four -hour period. WWDM PD Andre Carson and ND 
Brenda Jones co-chaired the effort, and the station, which shelled out 
$9000, was also the largest contributor. 

Hot on the heels of the goods -for -guns exchange, WWDM organiz- 
ed the Stop The Violence concert as a way to raise money for the Col- 
umbia Urban League's "Summer Jobs Program For Teens" Carson, an 
Urban League board member, enlisted the support of several nationally 
known musical acts, including Zhane', Hi -Five, Domino, U.N.V., and 
Xscape. More than 6000 people attended the concert, which helped 
raise thousands for the teen jobs program.

Major advises other Urban GMs 
and GSMs to follow his station's 
lead in building revenues on a foun- 
dation of aggressive station aware- 
ness efforts.

Historically, many of the 
festival -type events have been 
pointed toward the white market. 
Try and be part of it. You've got to 
be visible at -all activities, not just 
the black events.

They may not stay 
with it forever, but they're aware it 
exists. They hear it, they see it, and

Many jocks will see computer au- 
tomation breakthroughs as a threat. 
But it's not technology that threatens 
their jobs - it's greed, a human trait. 
Certainly there are those who would 
blow out the entire staff if it meant a 
new Mercedes. But their success 
would be short- lived. No matter how 
good computers are, only a human 
knows what entertains a human. 

As far as incomes are concerned, 
it seems likely the pay scale would go 
down. After all, you're only spending 
an hour to do a four -hour show. But 
this also gives you an opportunity to 
be on the air somewhere else! Spend 
an hour on your show in D.C., an hour 
on your show in Miami, an hour for St. 
Louis and Phoenix as well. You could 
be a syndicated show without the 
high -pressure, big business draw- 
backs. You might make more money 
working about the same amount of 
time. Or at least be able to do the 
Dallas AM drive and the Chicago PM 
drive without racking up frequent flyer 
miles. 

Sadly, you wouldn't have the same 
special relationships with all the in- 
teresting people you'd otherwise meet 
at these stations. This could be the 
real casualty of the technology 

View automation systems as a 
threat if you wish, but that won't not 
stop their progress. Or you can posi- 
tion yourself to exploit these new in- 
novations to your benefit. Traditionally, 
people who do the former fill the un- 
employment lines. People who do the 
latter fill the history books. 

New and improved automation sys- 
tems can be frightening, just like any 
new, broadly sweeping development. 
But they could also help fulfill a DJ's 
fantasy. Simply because your show is 
on a Detroit station doesn't mean you 
can't work in California!

After nontraditional sign -ons, WRXQ and WQNF debut in winter book 

As the result of duopolies, both WRXQ (96X) /Memphis 
and WQNF /Louisville are lighting up dark signals with high 
familiarity in an attempt to lock in 18 -34 listeners. 

WRXQ /Memphis 
"Our sister sta- 

tion is AOR and 
targets 25 -54. We 
wanted to come in 
with a station that 
covered the lower 
end - 18 -34 with 
an 18 -24 slant," 
notes WRXQ PD/ 
MD Tony Wil- 
liams, formerly 
Savage Southwest 
Regional Promotion Director. "We 
felt we could cover the whole market 
with two stations. 

"We signed on without jocks or 
commercials - just songs and lin- 
ers. We had board ops from Decem- 
ber until the end of January and 
played only 100 songs. We wanted

[formerly NewMarket Media] 
wanted to get the station on the air 
and begin establishing this format. 

"We set January 31 as our first day 
on the air with jocks. In the mean- 
time, I was interviewing and catalog- 
ing the music. I didn't hire anybody 
from the alternative music field be- 
cause I didn't want any preconceiv- 
ed notions of what people expected 
Alternative to be" 

60% Current 
Williams says the station is 60% 

current and 40% recurrent and gold. 
"We're still building our library, but 
it's currently a little over 600 titles. 
We're pretty broad, and the music 
is tempo -based.

While some stations casually note their milestones on- 

air, Hot AC WKTI /Milwaukee's 20th anniversary was cele- 
brated with a four -week on -air bash. 

Listeners were afforded the 
chance to win a "20 Years in 20 
Days" prize pack, each valued be- 
tween $5000- $10,000. To land a prize 
pack, designated dialers (caller No. 
20, of course) had to list all the 
prizes it contained. Different prize 
packs - which focused on major 
news stories from each of the last 20 
years - were announced each day. 

Extending TSL 
"On the first day of the promo- 

tion, we started with 1974," recalls 
GM Carl Gardner. "Promos for 
that prize pack ran repeatedly 
throughout the day. We did 1975 the 
next day, 1976 the next, etc. The 
following Monday, we gave one 
away. 

"From a programming standpoint, 
the idea was for people to listen for 
long periods and hear the promos 
for all the details and nuances. We 
didn't want listeners to have a `who 
cares ?' attitude. There had to be a 
big entertainment value payoff. We 
provided a special reason for our au- 
dience to spend a little more time 
with us." 

Making An Effort 
According to Gardner, prize pack 

promos were "highly theatrical and 
patterned after the `Last Contest.' 
PD Danny Clayton and the rest of 
our guys spent lots of time creating 
theater of the mind. Promos tended 
to be 90 seconds - even longer in 
some cases. We didn't worry about 
a standard length. There was a lot 
of heavy sweat and tears to get the 
promos to sound as exciting as they 
did." 

Adhering to budget guidelines, 
Gardner notes, "We did some real 
dealing to get some prizes. We 
worked with clients and suppliers to 
get the best possible prices. There 
was lots of talk on the street and in- 
terest in our `Three Mile Island' 
package, where we sent people to 
three Hawaiian Islands." 

Gold Requests 
What's more, 'KTI dusted off 

some tunes from its first 20 years. 
"Many songs we no longer play. It 
sparked a little interest in '70s gold 
that people are jumping on right 
now. We played music ranging from

Donna Summer and Bee Gees to

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A Fond Farewell To The King 
Talk veterans assess Larry King's role in format's history 

On May 27, a notable chapter in Talk radio history will 
come to an end as Larry King does his last daily radio show 
for Mutual Broadcasting. 

No longer will 
radios across the 
country echo 
with, "We go to 
Tulsa!" or 
"What's the ques- 
tion?" delivered in 
that trademark 
gruff voice and 
Brooklyn accent. 
In its place Mutual 
is offering a talk 
show hosted by comedian David 
Brenner. Listeners desperate for a 
King fix can tune to Westwood 
One's simulcast of King's nightly 
CNN gabfest - but it just won't be 
the same.

Blazing The Trail? 
As the curtain closes on King's 16- 

year network radio career, I asked 
Talk veterans to assess his place in 
format history. 

First and foremost, say many Talk 
experts, King will be remembered 
as a formatic trailblazer. The success 
of his coast -to -coast late -night show, 
they say, revived the dormant net- 
work Talk business by debunking the 
then -current notion that chat pro- 
gramming had to be local in origin 
and orientation to succeed. 

"Larry showed that people would 
listen to a good talk show regardless 
of whether it was local or national," 
says consultant Bruce Marr, who 
helped launch the Rush Limbaugh 
show. And for that, Marr and others 

say, Limbaugh, Howard Stem and 
every other successful syndicated 
talker owes King a debt of gratitude. 

But not everyone is willing to go 
that far. WABC/New York PD John 
Mainelli acknowledges that King's 
all -night gabfest was "good for the 
format" But, he points out, Larry 
was not the first national talker; and

his show - which aired in a radio 
wasteland - was never particularly 
successful. 

"There were guys like Joe Pyne 
and Herb Jepko doing syndicated 
shows before Larry," Mainelli points 
out. "Larry's show never got great 
ratings and it was never profitable. 
That wasn't Larry fault; it had 
more to do with the timeslot. But 
Rush and Howard do get great 
ratings and they are profitable. So, 

I don't think Rush owes Larry any- 
thing." 

Good Guests, 
Tight Questions 

Even as King prepares to depart 
radio, the secret of his success re- 
mains a major topic of debate among 
Talk professionals. After 16 years of 
mulling the question, the dominant 
theory seems to be that King - 
whom Mutual plucked from the 
ashes of a Miami broadcast career 
that crashed in scandal and financial 
disarray - is a decent interviewer 
who happened to be in the right place 
at the right time. 

Says one industry figure who ex- 
pressed a common sentiment: "I 
think a big part of what made him 
a success was the fact that he was 
the first guy to do a national radio 
talk show. You could have had just 
about anybody do that show." 

However, everyone agrees, King 
made the most of that opportunity 
with his interviewing skills, which 
included a knack for putting people 
at ease. "Larry asked good, concise 
questions," says Marr. "I think he's 
better with entertainers than with 
political people, but that's probably 
because he cares more about that 
stuff." 

Observers also note that King 
benefitted greatly from his ability to 
attract notable guests, which grew 
significantly once his CNN inter- 
view program took off. 

Indeed, Mainelli says he is look- 
ing forward to carrying the simulcast 
of the CNN show primarily because

culating in mid -1993, shortly after 
his show made its poorly received 
move from late nights to afternoons. 
The daytime show drew disappoint- 
ing numbers and was ultimately rel- 

egated to second -tier outlets. In the 
Top 25 markets, for example, many 
of his affiliates were suburban or 
non -Metro stations. 

Several radio execs who asked to 
remain anonymous say King should 
never have moved to days, consider- 
ing he was clearly far more inter- 
ested in his CNN show. According 
to one senior network official, 
King's lack of enthusiasm for radio, 
which was marked by frequent ab- 
sences and occasional shortness with 
callers, marred what should have 
been a glorious time. 

"Larry should have just announc- 
ed his retirement [from nights] and 
spent his last months basking in the 
adulation," says the executive. "In- 
stead, he took the daytime show and 
pissed off a lot of people." 

Why did King fade so quickly in 
the light of day? The experts are at 
a loss for definitive explanations, but 
there is plenty of speculation. 

Green points out that interview - 
driven talk is not currently in vogue. 
Others wonder whether King's easy- 
going "I didn't read the book" ap- 
proach was too laid -back for after- 
noon drive. Maybe King paid for his 
penchant for older -skewing guests, 
including aged baseball players, Don 
Rickles, and various government of- 
ficials. 

Or perhaps, as Marr suggests, the 
problem was with the listeners, not 
the King. "Maybe we were all just 
too damn used to listening to Larry 
King late at night." 

Regardless, as Green puts it, "He 
was a class act and I think radio is 
going to miss him."
