BOMBAY.

UR proverbial modesty restrains us from referring to the progress
O we seem to be making in the esteem of our rapidly widening circle
of our listeners-in, but the flood of appreciation that keeps beating at
our doors through the channel of the post appears to indicate that
we are moving along the right lines. In judicious admixture with
pleasant words we receive alsoour share of criticism, mild and mordant,
gnd suggestions innumerable.

And it is our constant endeavour, as it will always be, to come
up to scratch, not, let us add, in the more vulgar sense of that
ambiguous phrase, but as sportsmen are won’t to use it.

Having looked up on our past and found it good in the eyes of
our public we shall not dwell upon achievement. Rather let us talk
of plans for here we may wax enthusiastic in the hope, which we hope
will be realised, of pleasing.

As you will realise in a few moments, every effort is being made
to provide new interest and variety in our broadcasts and the February
programmes will offer to our radio fans several new features that
promise to be both entertaining and instructive.

The first day of the month will see the most important classic
of the Indian turf run off at Mahalaxmi—The Eclipse Stakes of India,
which is the Blue Riband of Indian racing. The race, for which only
English and  Australian thoroughbreds, four, five and six years
old at the time of starting, are eligible attracts countrywide
attention enhanced by the fact that the stake money totals three-
quarters of a lakh of rupees, of which half a lakh goes to the winner.

This year there will be a very good field of starters and expert
racing opinion is that it will probably be the most open race since
the event was instituted some five or six years ago. In view of the
keen interest that attaches to the event throughout India and specially
in this City, which boasts not only one of the finest race courses in the
world but a very keen racing public as well, the race will be specially
broadcast from Bombay Station which will relay a description of the
entire event by one of the most experienced racing reporters in the
country.

The programme for February 1, also includes a special broadcast
by Mrs, Shivrani Ghosh, a talented Indian singer, which will be appre-
ciated particularly by Indian music lovers.

We would draw the special attention of readers and radio fans
to the opening on this day of a new series of talks, which promises to
Each of these talks will represent a day in
the life of various persons and personalities—the series, in fact, is
entitled “ A day in the Life of ”—and once a week our
listeners-in will be afforded a peep into the lives of their fellowmen—
professional, prominent and poor, Many prorninent ¢itizens of

Bombay have already consented to put on the air these interesting
vignettes and it is intended that the talks shall cover every proféssion
and activity that is part of Bombay’s life—from the coolie and
jemadar, businessman and mannequin to pedicurist and surgeon,
judge, lawyer, clerk and priest.

The series, to which we have no doubt every radio fan will be
looking forward with eager interest, will be begun on February 1,
by Sir Phiroze €. Sethna, who will tell us all about ““ A Day in the
life of a Company Director.”

The following week, on February 7 to be precise, Mr. McCallum,,
Manager of the Reserve Bank of India, will describe ““ A Day in the
life of a Bank Manager ” and on February 14 Colonel S. S. Vajifdar,
Senior Physician and Superintendent at the Sir J. J. Hospital and a
most entertaining speaker will tell us what “A Day in the Life of at
Doctor” is like. This last should be of even more general interest
to the public since all must of necessity have recourse to doctors
and one is apt to wonder sometimes what doctors think of the assort-
ment of humanity that is perpetually sweeping into their consulting
rooms. - We don’t know what Col. Vajifdar will tell us, but we may be-
certain that it will provide us with food for thought as well as laughter.

On February 2 His Excellency the Governor’s Band, by special
arrangement, will broadcast a mixed ‘programme, which ought to be
worth listening to, for there is no better in Bombay.

On February 4 Mrs. Hirabai Barodekar, the famous ‘songstress
of Maharashtra and one of the first musicians in the whole country
makes her re-entry into our programmes after an absence of several
months. This will be welcome - news to thousands of listeners in
all over the Presidency and in mote distant parts who have been
clamorous for her return.

On February 5 there will be an interesting variety hour by Mr.
Mena Silas, one of our most popular “ turns ”’ who will put over what
should be a most attractive one-hour programme comprising scme
very good orchestral music, songs sentimental and gay and Hawaiian
guitar solos interspersed with little volleys of his inimitable gags and
asides.

_ The following day will see another of our talks put on the air—
the 5th lecture on Indian music by Professor B. R. Deodhar, Principal
of the well-known local School of Indian Music.

And with
Uday Shankar carrying the beauty of the latter art to the most
exclusive sanctuaries of art in Europe and America the need for
Westerners to be able to listen intelligently to the admittedly mono-
tonous and often cacophonic strains of Indian music is being felt
more widely than ever before.

During the first fortnight of February two special recitals of
classical music—a Schubert programme on the 6th and choice passages
culled from the beautiful Puccini operas on the 13th—will be broadcast.
These have elicited the most encomiastic appreciations from radio fans
throughout India who appear to have enjoyed the programmes of
Beethoven, Mozart, Chopin, Verdi and Grieg which have already
been put on the air.

The music is broadcast from special gramophone records and
it provides music lovers with a rare treat, which has been appreciated
in a most gratifying manner. d

On February 6, 7, 8, and 9 the fourth unofficial Indo-Australian
“ Test ”’ is to be played at Madras. As this is of countrywide interest
and of very special interest to Bombay, the home and nursery of
Indian cricket, special arrangements have been made to relay a
special description of play twenty minutes before the lunch interval
and twenty minutes after the close of play on each day. This should
provide a unique opportunity for the huge army of cricket lovers to
enjoy in the ease of their homes the thrill ef following a game
played a thousand miles away.

A special feature of the programme of February 8 will be a pro-
gramme of lighter Indian classical songs, including the famous and
universally admired love lyrics from the Gifa Govinda, by Bai
Sundrabai, who needs no recommendation to radio fans with whom she
is an old established favourite.

Later in the evening a special selection of ballet music will be
broadcast, consisting of choice passages from the best known ballet
compositions of Luigini, Rossini, Gounod and Tschaikowsky.

For the Sunday morning on February 9 a special programme
has been drawn up with Master Vasant as the solo vocalist. This is
one of the most popular radio stars on the air from Bombay Station
and his delightful songs of the lighter and more lyrical type are
highly appreciated by the average Indian music lover innocent of the
technical knowledge that is essential to proper appreciation of
classical composition.

On the night of February 10, Mr. Leon Abbey and his band will //

from ten to eleven o’clock. For lovers of that “hotcha rhythm ™ this
should be a treat, for Leon Abbey and his boys put rare snap into their
playing and they have improved greatly since they first came to Bombay.
On February 11, Indian film fans should get a thrill out of the
radio sets because on that day Mrs. Durgabai Khote, the well-known
film star, is to make her debut before the Mike. Mrs. Khote, who is
a familiar and popular figure in local social circles, is an accomplished
young lady, one of the first of her standing to take up a screen career.
She has made a brilliant success of her venture, and being a very
vivacious and observant young lady, she is certain to have something
interesting to say. She will be on the air from a quarter past ten
pip emma.

She will be preceded at the mike by a special programme of
excerpts from the lighter ragas by the Studio Quartet.

That weekly quarter hour on sporting matters has walked itself
into the list of our regular features, so interestingly does Mr. A. G.
A. Norman range over the wide and varied field of sport in this
great country. His next excursion will be on February 12 and no
sportsman will need to be told to listen in for Indian sport just now
is charged with Empire-wide interest and Mr. Norman knows more
than almost anybody else in India about everything connected with it.

That really ought to be a great night for Bombay Station, if
another item booked for the programme comes off. The ‘‘ Empress
of Britain ” band has been provisionally engaged to broadcast on
February 12 and if time, tide and things turn out well, that item
should light fires of joy in ten thousand hearts for that band is one
of the finest in the world.

A feature of the broadcast on the following day—February 13
to bespecific—will be a classical concert of Indian musicby Vastalabai
Parvatker who will be accompanied by a trio comprising the sarangi,
tabla and harmonium.

And on the fourteenth, Saraswatibai Fatarkar, well known to
our fans for her gazals and gqualis, which are drawing a large circle of
admiring listeners, will broadcast a choice selection of her best lighter
classical numbers.
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The foregoing are the more outstanding items in the fortnight’s
programme and in drawing our readers’ attention to them we do so in
the hope that they may be induced thereby to listen-in. If they do
the pleasure they are certain to derive will, we feel assured, turn them
into ardent and constant fans.

In addition to these there are equally attractive regular features
well worth attention. One of these is the weekly Art Players’ Hour
which is one of the brighter features of the programme for February 14.
There has been such keen appreciation from thousands of fans of
this hour that it has been decided to make it a regular feature of the
Bombay Station programmes and there is not the least doubt that it is
worth it. That combination is really marvellous in its rendering of
the best European music and in the richness of its repertoire. In
a brief period it has become quite an institution of our radio pro-
gramme and looks like being a permanent one.

Another promising weekly feature which is equally popular and
looks like becoming another of our permanent features is the new
series of ‘ Around the Town ” talks every Saturday night—an
interesting quarter hour of racy gossip on all sorts of persons, things
and events.

These appear to have aroused an astonishing amount of public
appreciation and in response to strong popular demand will be cony
tinued as a regular item of Bombay’s Saturday programme.

Before we close we would draw our readers’ special attention to
the broadcast reviews, gramophone records—a fortnightly feature of
the Bombay Station programmes. We are gratified to note that these
have been highly appreciated by the public, which, we hasten to add, is
not at all surprising for the gentleman who broadcasts the reviews is
an experienced connoisseur and quite a musical authority, with a
taste and knowledge that is catholic enough to include both jazz and
classical music.

Talking of gramophone records reminds us to remind you to look
out for ‘‘ A Night in Spain,” a special programme of that exotic music
one always associates with Spain, which should be well worth listening
to — being composed of the choicest selections from the works of
half a dozen famous composers.

DELHI

DESPITE the many diffculties which always surround the
establishment of a new institution and the building up of a new
organisation, the Delhi Station, it is generally agreed, has made a
good start. There have, of course, been minor hitches on one or
two occasions, but the enthusiasm and devotion of the staff have
remedied these in such a way as to have produced very little
inconvenience to listeners. Indeed, the speed with which they have
been attended to has at times resulted in the little hitch being regarded
as a set part of the programme !

And because Delhi is a new station there has been received the
anticipated crop of comments by letter and telegram; comments
appreciative, agreeable, antagonistic, abusive. And for the last
class, let us add another ““a’ which goes with it, anonymous. For
appreciations we are grateful : they serve to encourage a small staff
grappling with a new medium under circumstances which are often
far from easy. Constructive criticism is even more welcome in helping
to gauge and cater for the tastes of different classes of listeners.
. Anonymous letters go straight where they belong—the
waste-paper basket.

During the first fortnight of regular transmission (which is the
period under review as these notes are being written) listeners to the
Delhi Station had the opportunity of hearing Faiyaz Khan,
Patwardhan, Nazur-ud-din Khan, Wazir Khan, and Majidan Bai,
as well as Hafiz Ali Khan, Abdul Aziz Khan, and Bundu Khan.
Delhi’s Indian programmes also included three plays especially adapted
for broadcasting, two short stories, five talks on various subjects,
besides the constant contributions of the newly-formed 1. B. S.
Orchestra.

On the European side, the first fortnight included H. E. The
Viceroy’s orchestra, a Hungarian orchestra, two distinguished military
bands, a concert by three talented amateurs, a dance band, a chamber
music programme, and organ recital, while talks in English ranged
over world events, aviation, travel, education, biography, and wireless
itsell. In addition, there were topical contributions by two
distinguished visitors passing through Delhi: Dr. Max Born, one
of the world’s most eminent physicists, and Major Francis Yeats
Brown, the author of ““ Bengal Lancer.”

The most inveterate grouser will not make us altogether ashamed
of this first fortnight’s record.

Turning now the future, a glance through the Delhi prograinmes
contained in this issue will show that once again every effort has been
made to suit all tastes. Following up January’s lead in which we
arranged for relays of “ outside ” happenings such as Church services
and cricket matches, special plans are being laid to broadcast the
opening ceremony of the Willingdon Air Station at the New Delhi
aerodrome, when His Excellency the Viceroy will officiate. We shall
also utilise that opportunity to give a commentary on India’s greatest
air race for the Viceroy’s Challenge Trophy.

In western music also Delhi Station listeners will be well served,
for not only will H. E. the Viceroy’s orchestra give another of their
popular concerts, but the Royal Air Force Band will give an interesting
programme from 3-30 to 5-30 p.m. on the Ist. The Viennes Orchestra
has again been permitted by the Proprietor of the Hotel Marina at
New Delhi to broadcast on the 14th.

In the purely Indian section of the programme there is still a
little difficulty in obtaining artistes, mainly because a number of
them have been attracted to Calcutta and Bombay to participate
in the rapidly-growing talkie industry. Efforts to remove this
handicap, however, are now proving successful, and it is hoped that
in the near future Delhi will have a wider field of selection. For
our next programmes we have singers like Abdul Waheed Khan,
Hira Bai, Siddhishwari Bai, Faiyaz Khan, and Wazir Khan.

Short talks on topical subjects are also becoming a popular
feature, and the programmes in this issue include, Hindustani
talks by Rao Bahadur Chhotu Ram, M.L.C., who has a very soft spot
in his heart for the farmers, Pandit Lachhmi Dhar Shastri, Head
of the Sanskrit Department of the Delhi University, Dr. Hydar Alj
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who is a research scholar of the Cambridge University, and Khan
Hasan Nizami, an outstanding character in the world of Urdu prose.
With regard to the broadcasting of plays, our policy of making
them * short and sweet "’ has evidently met with all-round approval.
‘The programmes here prepared include two plays, namely, “Ek
adad Mian,” a farce, and “ Dilki Khata,” a tragedy. It is rather
regrettable that the number of Urdu plays suitable for broadcasting
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1s very small, but we feel that there is a good deal of talent either
available or latent which should be drawn upon. The Delhi Station
Drama section is always pleased to receive new plays for consideration,
and so we take this opportunity of inviting playwrights, whether
amateur or professional, actual or would-be, to submit their work:“
We shall welcome new talent just as much as we appreciate the
co-operation of established writers of plays.

AN APPRECIATION OF LORD READING.

By Sir Thomas Catto.
Broadcast from the Calcutta Studios, 5th January 1936.

‘OR. the last twenty years of his life, I knew Lord Reading
intimately ; indeed it is difficult for me to speak of him to-night
without feelings of considerable emotion.

Our acquaintance began in the stress and anxiety of the War
period. He was then Ambassador and High Commissioner in the
United States of America, and I had the honour to serve under him
as head of one of the War Missions. Our friendship continued and
became more intimate in the years that followed when he became
Viceroy of India and later still at Home when he served India so
'well on the three’ Round Table Conferences, and more recently -on the
Joint Select Committee of both Houses of Parliament.

Lord Reading’s early history is well known to most of you.
it has become almost a legend. I am speaking to you to-night from
.Calcutta. Some fifty years ago he was in this very city. He had
come out on a sailing vessel; not, as is generally stated as a cabin-
boy, but'as'a supercargo or ship’s clerk.

During his Viceroyalty (I think it was the cold weather season
of 1923), I was a member of a party given in his honour by the
.Chairman of the Calcutta Port Commaissioners, on one of their large
vessels. As we steamied down the Hooghly River, what thoughts
must have passed through Iord Reading’s mind of his earlier visit
to this part of the world many years before; indeed I know he
remembered it because of an .incident that impressed itself on my
memory at the time. When we were about half way down the River,
we were met by the flagship of the East India Squadron coming up.
Guns were booming a salute to the Viceroy and, as the two vessels
drew abreast, it was seen that the flagship was manned from stem
to stern with the Admiral and his Officers giving the salute from the
bridge and with the band playing the National Anthem. It was a
.dramatic moment! Lord Reading, who had gone to the side of the
ship to take the salute, stood there for a few moments, pensive, and
visibly overcome by emotion ! I happened to be sitting near him.
As he resumed his seat he said ‘“Whadt a wonderful day ! The last
time I passed down this river, I was standing on the foc’sle head
of 4 sailing ship, a humble member of the crew, and to-day, this.”
And then he waved his hnad towards the Flagship, to indicate the
salute with which he had just been received as Viceroy of India.

But it is not of his romantic life only, that I would speak to you
to-night but, of the man himself. Few men of his day and generation
have been so closely associated with great events of the Empire.
It is universally agreed, his advice was always wise, and that
on many occasions his tact and genius for conciliation, solved
‘difficulties in high politics and in International affairs.

In private life, Lord Reading had great personal charm. He
«delighted in giving hospitality and pleasure to others; and in his
leisure moments he was a fine story-teller with a keen sense of humour.
He was a great orator, yet, when necessary he could be sparing in
speech, and he had the gift of patience and courtesy, in listening to
the opinions of others.

But above all, what most impressed those who knew him well
was his deep sense of public duty! This was shown over and over
again in his career. For instance, when the Great War came he was
Lord Chief Justice of England. That is an appointment for life,
and a post of great dignity and honour! It is one of the leading
positions to which a lawyer may aspire! It is well known he valued
it greatly ; indeed it was the very height of his ambition! Yet, at
'the call of his country, he gave up that honoured and secured position,
to become Ambassador and High Commissioner in the United States
at the most difficult and critical period of the War and in our relations
with that great country.
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Then when his work in America was over, when he might with
justice have looked forward to some leisure, Lord Reading was
asked. to become Viceroy and Governor-General of India. Here was
a man, no longer young. A man who had held many of the highest
posts in the Empire ; a man who had been Solicitor-General, Attorney-
General, Lord Chief Justice of England, Ambassador and High
Commissioner to the United States! Yet his sense of public duty
was so great, at the age of sixty-one, he understood the great and the
arduous task of Viceroy of India at a time when vast Constitutional
changes were being inaugurated, and the country was passing through
a difficult period of unrest and discontent. But through it all, he
maintained his confidence in the final outcome ; and his success as
Viceroy is well known to you, for it is a matter of recent history.

When Lord Reading returned home at the age of sixty-six, the
flame of public service still burned strongly in him. He had become
an elder statesman. His wisdom was recognised and his advice
eagerly sought. He entered business; he became a Director of
important Companies in London. But the crisis of 1931, again
brought him back to politics. At great personal sacrifice he gave up
all his Directorships, to become Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs
in the first National Government. When that emergency was over,

he retired from active politics in favour of a younger man and

resumed his business interests.

But throughout all his later years, India was ever in his thoughts.
That country had entered into his soul, in a manner that was remark-
able in a man who had known so little of it, until he came out as
Viceroy at the age of Sixty-one. Yet, I think that, throughout all
his life, India must have had a great sentimental attraction for him,
perhaps influenced by the romance of his early visit, of which I have
spoken. At any rate, whatever the reason, it is a fact that, from the
day he came to India as Viceroy in 1921, until the day of his death,
the welfare of India was a dominant interest in his life.

At Home, Lord Reading was always in the foretront on Indian
questions. His influence and knowledge were of immense importance
throughout the three Round Table Conferences, and during the
labours of the Joint Select Committee.

But the strain of these Conferences combined with the weight
of the business interests he was carrying, told heavily upon him.
His mind remained vigorous but his physical strength began to fail.
He had never spared himself in public service, or to help a friend,
and yet until recently, his years had seemed to press lightly upon.
But on a trip to Egypt a year or two ago, he had a very severe illness.
He recovered and carried on with great courage, but he was never
quite strong again. And the flame of his public spirit never dimmed !
He may be said to have died in harness. Before leaving London
for India less than six weeks ago, Ihad a long talk with him. I
found him frail, but full of interests in public affairs, and anxious
to get back to work and to serve India and the Empire which he
loved so well.

And so, my friends, a great man has gone to his rest! A man,
who, in full measure, gave the mature years of his life in the service
of the Empire. Lord Reading’'s great qualities of mind and heart
made him an outstanding figure. But his example of service remains
with us. And the romance of his career should prove an inspiration
to the young. :

To India in particular, his death is a national loss, but, I am suré,
his work in India and for India, will ever be remembered in this
country with admiration and with gratitude.

IT is just 13 years since I left India, and I got here this morning
by the Imperial Airways liner from London. As a matter of fact,
I nearly didn’t get here at all, as I was coming on the previous liner
which is now lying at the bottom of the Mediterranean! I had booked
my passage, but they were carrying such a heavy load of mail that
they had to cut down on passengers; and that's why I'm. here
to-night.

I must say it was a wonderful trip. I was in Alexandria last
Thursday, and in Baghdad on Friday. This time last week I was
dining in the Berkeley Hotel in London, and to-night I'm talking to
you in Delhi, Of course, we're all sick to death of hearing of the
miracles of modern life ; but I assure you I'm very thrilled at thinking
that my voice is going out all over India to-night.

I suppose you might say I was a tourist, for I have come here
chiefly for pleasure, to see some old friends before we all get too old

and deaf to enjoy each other’s company; but at the same time I
don’t feel a stranger here. Some of the best years of my life were
passed in India. One of the best days of my life was passed in Delhi,
pig-sticking with Mr. Brayne out Gurgaon way ; and one of the worst
when I had a fall and got knocked out in the semi-finals of the
Inter-Regimentals in 1921 at Meerut, which my regiment won.

But my life in India was not all sport. I think there was a philo-
sophic side, however, immature, and it is that side which I want to
develop now. I want to renew my acquaintance with your great
thinkers and philosophers, and to meet again some of your wise
men, like Sir Jagadis Bose and the Poet of Bengal.

I don’t know yet where I'll go and what I'll do : but I know that
wherever I go I shall find friends. In fact, although I’ve only been
here twelve hours I feel as if I had returned to my spiritual
home.

RURAL RADIO.

By E. Duncan Smith.

URING thelast fifty years an increasing volume of books, opinions
and speeches have had as their main topic the mental torpitude
existing in village India, and various educational and uplift schemes
have been evolved with a view to eliminating this disability. An
element of reformers condemn the curricula and urged its substitution
by one more in keeping with the actual life lived by the village children ;
others have suggested the creation of mammoth boarding-schools
where, away from the stullifying environment of the village, the
children will be given knowledge of utmost benefit. Within recent
times, the improvements in wireless apparatus and the expansion of
the broadcasting service, have suggested a newmeans of Rural education
and the public imagination has been fired by the vision of villagers
sitting under the Peepul tree discussing the broadcast programmes,
‘instead of the dotages and superstitions which now form a major part
of their conversation. In order to investigate the possibilities of such
a thought, various experiments have been inaugurated, with the end
in view, that should the experiments be successful, an application
would be made. Notable experiments include the pioneer efforts
of the Lahore and Poona Y.M.C.A.’s—the series conducted by the
Broadcasting Service at Calcutta—the scheme being developed under
the control of Colonel Noel in the Frontier Province and the various
amateur efforts in certain parts of the country as well as some Native
States. To date these experiments have been largely directed towards
evolving a radio technique suitable for rural transmissions but now
that questions of field-strength and design of receivers have been
settled satisfactorily, attentions are now concentrated on the types of
programmes on which the whole success of the venture depends, for
minute as they are, the village transmissions have suggested that an
entirely new method of presentation is necessary if we are to instruct
p the illiterate centage by radio means.

SPECIAL PROGRAMME TECHNIQUE.

To understand this datum correctly it would be well to remind
the reader that the direction behind ordinary broadcasting is that of
appealing to the ordinary listener’, it being insisted that all matter
should have a personal rather than mass appeal. Such a medium of
propaganda or entertainment has large success where an educated de-
mocracy exists and where the mentality of the citizen is individualistic.
It was the expression of this British individualism which determined
the repudiation of the Italo-Abyssinian peace terms and the resigna-
tion of Sir Samuel Hoare. Now the argument was originally advanced
that as the villager lived in a mental world made up of small ideas and
small things all we had to do to convert him from his dotages and
superstitions was to radiate a series of talks and lectures and the face
of India would be changed. In application this has proved abortive,
for we are not legislating for a people in whom there is a large element

v~ of individualism, but toaclass that live, move and have their being in

mass instinct and tradition.
The social history of the West is rich in instances where an
individual founded an organisation or even a political party which he
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dominated, and which may still carry out his or her traditions, but
from Cape Comorin to the Khyber there exists no village organisations
which can trace its origin to an expression of village individualism,
and the village population is more than three hundred millions. In
designing programmes for the villages we must therefore direct them
towards mass mentality rather than have a personal bias, thus meaning,
that we must create a new order of conduct to govern the planning of
rural programmes. In the whole history of broadcasting there is no
parallel to the problems that demand solution in a casual survey of
village programme presentation, for Russia and Japan which have
often been cited as examples we should copy, do not possess the
varied cultures, religions or caste which we have to study for success.
In actuality it has been found that direct forms of education as original-
ly suggested by a few zealots in London and India have little applica-
tion. Uplift and education which is the motif of the village radio
service must be given indirectly through the medium of Plays, songs
and sketches which usually are adaptations of village material. To
illustrate. Readers of Mahratti will remember Mahapattis’
* Bhaktalilamrit' which consists of a catalogue of the saints and their
adventures. Some of the stories are the sagas of the Deccan villages
and in one we make Changdev (an avafar) while discussing earthly
affairs with two Brahmans, give exceptionally modern opinions on the
care of children.

LoCALISED PROGRAMMES.

Another chimera existing in the minds of those who often discuss
village-broadcasting is that rural disabilities are general. This is a
misapprehension. They vary from village to village, and are by no
means inter-caste or inter-religious. It is true that there are some
topics which are general and so can be dealt with in a normal manner
but the misfortunes of village India are found in issues peculiar to
caste and religion which vary in magnitude between one district and
another. It would appear that success will only be possible by an
ability to arrange material having an extra local application and this
will necessitate a thorough survey of village caste social and economic
issues. The reactions of the rural elements will be noted over a series
of experiments and a programme policy developed in the outcome.
Due to the low level of mental capacity it is not possible to exhaust
a topic in one programme. This must be presented in its varied
aspects over a time-period which may include months of effort. This
being so it will be appreciated that continuity of listening is essential
for the success of village uplift policy employing broadcasting as the
medium of instruction. One cannot broadcast all the time and it will
be financially impossible for some decades to provide special stations
for village programmes so that at the moment, where community
listening is in existence, programmes will be radiated at stated hours
from the Provincial stations. This task has been simplified by the
discovery that the villager will not listen every night but appreciates
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a transmission once or twice a week. But conditions of village labour
vary from month to month, this meaning fluctuating broadcast-
timings, and a recognition of the ‘auspicious hour” which isdetermined
by every other factor except the broadcasting authority. This con-
stitutes a very serious problem as has happened in the past. It
makes continuity of village programme policy almost impossible.

In outlining these difficulties it is not the intention of the writer
to suggest that they are insoluble but rather to explain to those who

accuse the State Broadcasting Service of lethargy, or who suggest
that Provincial Governments are apathetic to village broadcasting
that we must develope a method of programme presentation which
will guarantee successful results from the genesis, for fool-hardy
attempts in the beginning may so influence the villagers against
broadcasting, that it will be generations before we can make any
lee-way.
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LTHOUGH have been just a fortnight in India, I nevertheless

had plenty of opportunity to gain many impressions and to
make quite unique experiences. I am acquainted with Indian tennis
already since 1926, when an Indian team played at Prague in a Davis
Cup Match. The players, even if they lost 4:1, were extremely
opular in Czecho-Slovakia, and the public joint their appearance
with thoughts of snake-charmers, fakirs and hypnotists. Why,
the most famous Indian player, Mr. Sleem, was always called by jest,
the “ The Yoghy ” and players who lost against him used as an
excuse the joke—' He bewitched me.”

But there was more than joke in their words. Sleem really
seenied to charm his opponents, to force them to play the balls just
into his racket, and when he slowly and rhythmically moved along
the base line, his soft steps resembled the striding of a panther. He
paid his tribute to age and retired from international competition,
but his influence was and is still clearly visible in Indian tennis.

Madan Mohan is almost the same prototype of accuracy and
éteadiness, and so is Mr. Bobb; but even if both hit, often much
harder than Sleem and even dare from time to time risky net excur-
sions, they lack a bit of Sleem’s strong will-power—a quality which
chiefly expressed his personality. Bobb and Madan Mohan, of
course, can well keep pace with the international players, and the
drawn result of the first International Match is a proof for the great
future of Indian Tennis. Brooke and Michelmore, Soni, Sawhney
and Kapoor, as well as Krishnaswami and Kaul, are excellent players
who need only a better contact with foreign tennis stars in order to
become of equal birth. But, as Goethe says: ‘‘names are sound
and smoke "’—it is more interesting to look into India’s tennis future
than to make some tennis statements about the present standard of
the game ; because it is the youth who will do what remained withheld
from the present champions who by now should encourage the young
talent and should mean for them a model after which to learn—models,
of course, are improved in the course of time.

This desirable improvement is limited to the technique of the
game. It is not said too much when one states that the Calcutta
“tennis courts need no improvements, as they are almost perfect—
as far as human beings can reach perfection naturally, and, it is not
said too much either to say that the Calcutta tennis public can compete
in impartiality and appreciation of good sport and sportmanship with
the Wimbledon attendances. Furthermore, the members of the
tournament committees and of the Association understand how to
arrange and perform a great event, and how to satisfy all competitors;
and to treat visitors like old friends. This spirit of amateurship is
sometimes missing in tournaments nowadays, and I'm extremely
happy to have found it in the Calcutta South Club. I am sure that
the visiting team of Central Europe which, I have the honour to
captain, realize fully the trouble they give to the various committees
who work out a large programme, and have to provide not only for
new balls after every nine games, but for mineral-soda water, orange-
ades, tea, hot baths, and even for combs with which the long-haired
Austrians strike back their blond curls.

’ But to return to the subject of Indian stroke technique, it would
be unjust to state that it is limited. Why, you find amongst the
representatives, indefatigable Marathon runners who could make
the perfect forehand or backhand stroke when sleeping, you find
risked volleyers who win points as the flying Basque—‘‘ Jean Borotra ”
won by storming the net, you find finally two lady players with an
excellent ‘‘ second sense "’ for the mixed event, two ladies who could
excite a Wimbledon or Paris crowd by their performances—I mean
Mrs. Boland and Miss Webb,—no greater contrast to be thought of
than between Bobb and Mohan on one side or Sawhney and Kaul on the
other. But India needs a champion who combines all the advantages
of her three types of players—the accuracy and steadiness of Madan
Mohan, the volley of Sawhney together with Mrs. Boland’s force and
Miss Webb's clever consideration. Naturally each country would be
glad to possesses such a champion, but as youth builds up their own
game after models, the young talents of the Indian Clubs can imitate
e best strokes and qualities not from one player, but from all these
mentioned, and then, it is but a.question of time till such 2 ‘‘ combined
champion " arises.
Visitors are always asked for their first-night impressions. First-
night impressions may be often wrong but they have the advantage
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of not being spoiled by artificial reflection or accidentally picked-
up knowledge. We, Central European tennis players, have got,
immediately at our arriving, most wonderful impressions and expe-
riences, and we sincerely hope to be able to make India’s tennis season,
in co-operation with the domestic stars, successful and interesting.
We do not see our task in winning as much cups as possible, but in
making propaganda for our ‘‘ white sport” which is really worth
to be played even if it should be only a glorious pastime.

True, the spectators could have listened to good music instead
of watching how players hit a ball as skilfully and as often as possible
over a net, they could have read an interesting book instead too,
but didn’t the tennis matches compete in excitement with thrilling
books and didn’t they offer the spectacular happenings of stage
plays? The tennis stars, proved often to be excellent actors or
humorists, and so, I believe, that after all looking at tennis matches
is not a mere waste of time.

Characters, personalities were revealed ; the whole stroke pro-
duction of the game went on parade, ball boys harrassed themselves,
umpires looked out for the balls like ship-wrecked sailors for a boat,
and foot-fault judges had friendly conversations with the competi-
tors. The public couldn't even follow the quick duels at the net,
they made bets and whirled their fingers with nervousness. When
the finalists received their Cups, it was regretted that not each com-
petitor could get a prize as everybody co-operated in making this
Tournament into a sort of Indian Wimbledon, in which attempt we
were absolutely successful. I think that the South Club can be proud
of this event which willstay on thefirst line of big amateur Tournaments
of the Tennis world. If such tournaments can be arranged, India
must really not be afraid of her tennis future for which we grateful
visitors can wish only the brightest aspects. Wesincerely hope togreet
very soon an All-Indian Team in Central Europe, and if the Asso-
ciation will send the leading lady players too, I'm certain that they
will “ bewitch” more than one European tennis star.

I would like to mention some matches which particularly pleased
niot only the crowd but the experts too. Brooke and Michelmore,
for example, played against Hecht and myself. Unfortunately,
the match had to be stopped owing to darkness at 6 games all, and
the next day it was seen that either we had slept better, as our op-
ponents had not yet digested all the smashes and service alls of the
day before. Our luck continued in the final when a series of incidents
pulled the victory out of the hand of the Austrian pair after leading
4:1 in the deciding set. Von Metoxa thought a smash much
too easy to treat it carefully and so he almost made the net collapse
by hitting it with a cannon ball, but lost the point. Once Count
Baworowsky rushed like a cowboy from one side of the net to the
other but tumbled and fell sadly and helplessly looking after the
passing ball which was a point for his opponents.

Sawhney and Krishnaswami did their best to beat the players
from Vienna but they couldn’t and lost the pace of the tennis waltz
which Baworowsky and Metaxa forced upon them. Krishnaswami
played as philosophically smiling and Sawhney youthfully risky,
Metoxa fiery and Baworowsky solidly but nevertheless brilliantly.

The Ladies’ Singles Final could have been a final in any big
tournament. Mrs. Boland who was called the ‘‘ Amazon - of the
tournament, showed that she deserved the title as she hit harder
than most of her male colleagues. It was said that some of the balls
which she hit like a hammer disappeared in the green turf like shrapnel—
but that may be exaggerated.

Speaking about the singles final is difficult for me as I was
strongly engaged in it in a heat which I thought would only rule in
purgatory. Anyway I atoned for my sins in the tennis purgatory
during a two hours battle which my compatriot Hecht decided 7:
5 in the fifth set for himself. He is to be congratulated for his steadi-
ness, coolness and undisturbed fighting spirit, which only once shakened
when he lost 5 match points. But as he had the much better stamina
he had no fear that his deserved victory would still bewound out of his
hands. I understand that the public arranged bets like at the Races,
and even if I don’t like to be looked upon as a race-horse, I know
that Hecht and myself would not mind to participate in the winning
bets and to * skip”—as the Americans say—the lost ones.

Now we have time to cure our poor blistered feet, to relax the
tired muscles and our lungs, before we go on the various towns
of India to repeat fights and battles with renewed strength and joy.

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HE B.B.C. mobile recording van is playing an increasingly

important part in broadcasting events of topical interest in both
the Home and Empire programmes. One of its principal uses is to
provide illustrations ‘‘ in sound ”’ for the news bulletins, where there
1s almost unlimited scope for its employment. It has also proved its
utility in ordinary outside broadcasts of all kinds.

Another use of the mobile recording unit is to accumulate “ sound
effects ” for plays, and for the presentation of current activities. In
recent weeks the van has been to the Guildhall to record the election
of the Lord Mayor, to the Post Office to enable listeners to hear how
the Christmas mails are handled, and to the various markets to give
the listener some idea of the activities which are necessary before his
dinner table can be covered with the viands which he accepts as a
matter of course. The van has also been into Billingsgate fish market
and recorded the sounds there. The van has even recorded the
whistlings of the milkman on his morning rounds.

The recording unit consists of a 2} ton 4-wheeled chassis which
is provided with an ‘‘ advanced "’ control position so as to leave the
maximum possible amount of space for the recording equipment.
On this chassis is mounted a box van provided with adjustable
windows on either side. At the rear is a door for access to the van
and also a small hinged flap to permit the entry of microphone,
telephone, and headphone cables. Inside the van are arranged two
benches, one on each side of a central gangway. Each bench carries a
microphone switching and cue switching unit, a microphone amplifier
unit with frequency correction, meter, and control circuits, and a
recording power amplifier. Each bench also carries an amplifier unit
suitable for amplifying the output of records played for test purposes
and also for ‘‘ talk-back ’ circuits.

The microphones, four in number, are of the moving coil type.
By means of a suitable portable mixer it is possible to use any number
of these microphones simultaneously, the mixer being arranged with
suitable potentiometers to enable the operator to fade from one
microphone to another and to pass the result to the recording
apparatus via a connecting cable which may be two hundred yards or
more in length. All cables are carried in short lengths on suitable
drums which are stored in a special compartment in the front
part of the van.

The crew of the mobile recording unit usually consists of two
engineers who are responsible for the erection of the microphones and

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field telephone, etc., as well as the actual operation of the amplifiers
and recording equipment. In the case of a long continugus recording,
however, three engineers are necessary.

TALKS IN 1936.

In the early days of the Empire Broadcasting Service the question
of the advisability of including talks in the programmes was keenly
discussed by listeners. As usual, the most diverse views were
expressed, but gradually as reception conditions improved and as
speakers were discovered who were able to envisage the peculiar and
varied tastes of overseas listeners, the volume of opinion swung round
in favour of talks.

The advance plans of the B.B.C. Empire Department for talks in
the first quarter of 1936 have now been completed. Mr. H. V. Hodson
will speak at fortnightly intervals on * Current Imperial Affairs,”
and Sir Frederick Whyte, K.C.S.I., will speak in alternate weeks on
“ Foreign Affairs.” Sir Frederick is the son of the famous Scottish
cleric, the late Alexander Whyte, and has had a distinguished and
varied career in many parts of the world. He was President of the
Legislative Assembly of India from 1920 to 1925, and political adviser
to the National Government of China from 1929 to 1932.

Mr. Howard Marshall, who occupies a special place in the
affections of overseas listeners, will give four more talks in his popular
series entitled ‘“ Under Big Ben.”” Mr. A. G. Street, who writes with
such charm and variety on the countryside, will continue to turn
over pages from his “ Countryman’s Diary.” Mr. Eric Gillett, who
was Johore Professor of English language and literature in Raffles
College, Singapore, from 1927 to 1932, will continue with his talks
‘“ Books to Read,” and Miss Minnie Hogg, who is one of the most
accomplished of women journalists and a world-famous authority on
women'’s fashions, will also give four broadcasts ‘° From the Woman’s
Point of View.” In addition, Sir Noel Ashbridge, Chief Engineer of
the B.B.C. whose previous talks have been much appreciated by
listeners, will give a further series of six broadcasts dealing with the
technical aspects of broadcasting.

All of these talks are planned exclusively for the B.B.C. Empire
programmes, but in addition listeners will hear a number of the
outstanding talks included in the programmes to be broadcast to
listeners in Great Britain.
