An Adventure in Ceylon. 

WILL tall yoo of a snake ranetoary in Ceylon 
which was kept hy a. Sinhalese—the only 

man of this nationality Dye ever heard of in 
onnection with the handling of anakes 

Tt _wak not without. considerable difficulty 
that I persuded him to let nie into his secrets 
‘and then only on condition that T did not 
‘isclose them “until the expiration of twenty 

‘On our way to his “farm” ho dug out a 
numer of the round honeycombed nests of 
the white ant, each nest was abort the size of a
