STP HE Death of Nelon” was composed by 
‘one of Bogland’s greatest tenor vocalists,

Eceentricities of Famous Musicians, 
THOUSANDS, of people nightly listen to 

the broadcast ‘music of the rea 
composers without. knowing much, if, indeed, 
anything ot all, of the composers’ themselve 
Yet behind the Beethoven sonata, the selection 
from an opora by Wagner, of the movemont

Personal cocentricity, a 
derived from ths most 

Beethoven, was a moan of extras 
conlinary personal hsbits, and m atriking llase 
tention of the poet's theory that ~ groat wits to 
madness are near allied.” Someone has likened 
the MSS. of hic masterpieces to.a sheet of paper 
strewn with pepper; the notes being mere dots 
and streaks jotted down tly without 
‘arrangement ard with On 
of his favourite habits was to wall abut bare 
headed in the rin, and when he could not 
indulge this fanoy, he would stride up and down 
hie room pouring water from a jug over is 
hands. It i 8 fact that many Of his snost 
striking pasages of music were composed undet 
the influence of this extraordinary foible, 

Inspired by Coffee, 
‘The Ttalian composer, Donizetti, would abut 

himself in his toon, and. surround himself with 
steaming coffee pots, often aix or even ak a 
time. As he wrote, he unceaaingly sipped 
cffee, until in tine his #kin asrumed tho yellow 
pallor of the Oriental, Coffee, in fact, brought 
Prrewature decay to his faculties, and ultitiately 
‘he became a complete nervous wreck. 

Muyerheer wan never happy unl thunder 
pealed in the heavens aud lightning played 
‘about his windows, Storms ioduced in him a 
fexting of great exaltation, in the midst 
which he wrote some of his finest work. Hayd, 
‘on the other hand, found inspiration in the song 
‘of birds in the early morning. One of his 
‘quaintest. Iabita was to rio at dawn, garb 
Bhinwelf in full Court dress; complete with 
‘sword, hat, anil rulies, and, 60 arrayed, to sit 
down and compose. 

Wagner's Grim Fancy, 
‘The genius of Wagner resulted in the composer 

indulging in scveral wentrie fancies, of which 
Perhaps, the most conspicuous was his penchant 
for showing his friends the grave fs bad caged 
to be dug for himwell in his garden, He woul 
give m brilliant party and, m the midst of it, 
Would make a-short speech about the inovita 
bility of death, thereafter leading the way ta 
the garden, where he would invite the guosts to 
‘gaze in silenco at his last resting plac 

Rossini's eoentricity was ore humorous 
‘than morbid. ‘There waa never a more indolent 
musician than he, and ifn waking ho did not 
feel like getting up, he would turn over and 
coder his servant not to: disturb him until the 
‘mame timo on the following day, One of his 
operas, IU Turco sn Holia, haa two duets for. 
yparticwlar situation, « fact which was simply 
the outcome af the composer's incorrigible laze 
ness—tho seript of the first duct rolled off hia 
bed und, a8 ho wax too idle to get out and 
recover it, he calmly wrote another !

‘who ant nt tho Instituto for somo ten years, 
thoroughly: thrashed out tho problom. ‘There 
ianow nothing—not even an olaborste orcheatral 
tcore—which cannot be put into Brille. 

"Tho Braille system was not quickly introduced. 
Tt war not until 1808, nearly forty years after 
its invention, that any serious attempt was mado 
to touch it in this country. Tt was the work of 
Dr. T. B Armitage,(whie name 1s sapcinted 
with the Hall from which thes broadeast 
recitals are given) which made the country 
‘take particular notice of the education of the 
Blind, bub only after he himself had spent 
Jange sums of money upon it. He was largely 
instrumental in founding tho British and Foreign 
‘Blind’ Association, now known as tho National

Aemocracy shall be introduced only to those 
‘expressions of art which are noble and clovating, 
‘this conviction is of vital consequence and 
encouragement, For, on a conservative esti 
‘mate, it may be eupposed that a British audience 
of at Jeast one million persons receives its musio, 
fand, along with it, ite artiatio education, daily 
from broadcasting stations.

up the quality of our national musi 
the quality of oar musio is involved nothing 
lees than the quality of our national character. 

‘Thoro sro foolish and ignorant people who 
‘suppose, and sometimes stupidly assert, that 
it doesn't really matter whether popular musio 
4 good of bad, real or spurious, sincere of 
artificial, ‘The contrary is definite and absolute, 
Muslo, like the other arts, is the expression of 
uuman thought. Tt is as ‘much a literatare ax 
rv the pages of Shakespeare or Milton, though 

ita characters are les easily approhended by 
those untrained in ite symbols—a fact, inc 
dentally, which lays w particular responsibility 
upon thowe who interpret it to others. Thero- 
fore, to hear good music is to bo admitted to 
tho’ company of good minds and helpful 
thought. 

‘Practical, Social and Urgent. 
It ia, in fact, impossible for good music to bo 

tho uiterance’ of mean, unworthy thought. 
Conversely, it is' impossible for bed mausio to 
bo the product of any but w mind that at best 
fa shallow. If the art of music is to exert a 
Deneficial social influence, it must be of high 
quality. Otherwise it eannot poaseas real beauty, 
tnd without beauty it can bring no message 10 
‘any emotion that is worth stimulating. 

‘The question of providing good or bed musi 
fa, therefore, one which may in no conditions 
‘be regarded as academic. Tt is prnctical, social, 
and urgent, 

Public as Vietims. 
‘There were prophets who tol us that musio 

needs only to become again a popnlar oult in 
‘order to be reinfused with tho spontaneity and 
[Purity of tho age that gave us the 
folk-eong which we have only recestly be 
explore, I'am quite certain thot the m 
hhold up the past as a mirror to the present, the 
more certsinly we shall retrieve. the popular 
music of to-day from the dogrding charao- 
Aeristica that distinguish it, 

‘What, in fuot, has resulted so far from the 
Ferularing or democratizing of musi 2. "There 

iat developed a*mnsical literature which for 
vapidity, blatanoy, unreality, and reckless 
Jevity is without parallel, Tho strident. vul- 

garity of our music-halls, tho cacophonous 
Isanities of our ballrooms, the inanities of oar 
popilar ballads, all of these disinal declensions 
from musical grace mast be attributed to the fact 
that there exists a huge and interested public, 
too iunorant to diseriminate—that is, to appre. 
cinte—and thereforo an easy victim to vulgar 
tenth-zate minds, publishers, authors, composers, 
‘men without standards and Jacking an artistio 
conscience, associated to exploit ignorance by 
palming upon it m literature which lacks every 
‘quality of respectability and merit, 

‘The Vogue of the Vulgar. 
T do not exaggerate a situation which would 

appear to be hopeless but for another. fact 
hupon which I ventare to be equally dogmatic, 
‘The vogue of the vulgar is not due to a positive 
fand deliberate. preference for bad musio among 
the people. In, tho long run bad musio in- 
variably suooumba when it is brought into 
competition with better. 

T have exposed the discate—lot me briefly 
suggest the remedy. ‘There is only one way 2 
‘oast bad sausio, and that is to listen to good 
‘music. Clases and talks on appreciation can 
bo of little advantage, unless they conx their 
tsudience to listen, It is through ons's own eat 
‘and not through the voice of anothor 
‘that salvation cometh.

A Day i in the Life of a Miner. 
A Talk from London by FRANK HODGES, M_LP., Civil Lord of the Admiralty. 

P men engaged in and about the eoal mines 
of Great Britain there are now over 

1,200,000, and cf these 800,040 tel in the bowels 
‘of tho earth. ‘They are the toilers of the under- 
ground, and this ie how their day of labour is 
liv 

Tf the miner is of those who work on the 
‘morning shift—from 7 ama, until 2 puan—he is 
enerally out uf bed between & olock and half 
past. Those who live long dietancos away from. 
the pit must get up even carlice. This means— 
fn the winter inouths—that he is up long before 
daylight 

Whilst donning his working clothes and-put- 
‘Sing on hie pit boots, his good wile prepares 
his scanty Lrenkfast,” The favourite dish in 
‘a rasher of bacon or « kippored herring. But 
Pethaps it only runs to biead and jars. 

Ready for Work. 
‘Tho wife fils hia ten jack and his dinner box 

and all is ready for work. "They kiss each other 
tood-hye. He to tridge through the darkness 
in winter tothe mio, whilst sho turna to the 
daily round of domestic toll and to await 

‘Afer his morning tramp, ofttimes through 
rin, bail, or snow, he arrives at the pit herd. 
He proceeds straight away to the lamp station 
‘ab the pit top. He lines up in the queue with 
his mates at the appropriate lamproom window, 
calla out his munmber, reeeives his lamp—ail oF
