A Roxance of Science. 
‘The history of the valves one of the romances 

of science. Long before Marconi sent his frst 
mmewages through the ether over a distance of a 
few yards, Edison discavered the principle that 
is now used in the valve. He found that if he 
placed metal plato within the bulb ofan electri 

he could make a ourent pass 10. it 
the glowing Blament, Noone could 

rover any use for tho vention, and the 
ison Bfect "remained for years as nothing 

‘more than an interesting laboratory experiment 
But when. wireless came, an English 
Professor Fleming, was quick to realize that a 
‘wonderful use could be found for the idea 

‘Atter endless experiments, he produced. the 
first valve, which, to a cannal glance, appears 
exactly like thoes that ore-now glowing upon 
Your receiving et. Lookat one of your valves for 
moment. Within it 
\ thin sheet of rolled up metal which we call 
the plate. ‘These two parts, the filament and 
the plate, wero all that was contained within the 
bulb of the Fleming valve. It was s great step 
forward, but it did not increase the sensitive 
nnees of the receiving set, since it could 
magnify the minute energy of wireless waves. 

‘Tho Magic Wire. 
Tt was left for anothet inventor, this time 

an American, Dr. Lee de Forest, to add just 
fone Tittle part which transformed the valve at 
‘once into a veritable Aladdin's lamp. That little 
part isa small spiral of thin wire which sur 
rounds the filament and ia suspended between it 
fund the plate. ‘The grid, for (hat was de Fore 

vntion, haa annihilated distance, since there 
is no part of the world to which wireloss waves 
now take more than one-fiteenth of a second 
to travel! fs 

‘Now let us soe something of the way in which 
the wonderful valve is made, ‘The first process 
is to blow the bulb, which i» mado rather longer 
in the neck than that of the finished valve. 
Next, « small bole i made in the glass at the 
place where the * pip” will be and a length of 
lass tube is sealed on. A third piece of glass is 
also required for the composition of the valve, 

‘Tee “Pinch.” 
Look again at one of yours. You will seo 

that the plate, the grid, and the filament stand 
‘on a glass support shaped rather like a pierrot's 
hhat succeed fat at the top. ‘This is known ax 
the “pinch.” In this little glass support are 
phiced four, or sometimes more, thickish wires, 
When they're in position, tho pinch is placed 
tapon a revolving table, upon which it is carried 
throngh the flames of a succession of gas burners, 
Tt is thus heated until the glass softens, and 
when the right temperature is reached, it goes 
into a machine whose jaws come together on 
coh side of it, squeezing the glass round the 
wires and sealing them firmly into position, 
You seo now how it gets ita name. 

‘To the wires sealed into the glass are welded 
cothers to act as supports for the three parts of 
the valve. ‘The filament, which consists of a 
fine tungsten wire, drawn out in some cases 
until ita thickness is but a fraction of that of a 

human hair, and specially treated in the ease of 
dull emitters, is stretched to just the right 
tension between ite supporting arms, to each 
of which i is fixed by a minute weld. It is im- 
portant that the filaments of all valves of the 
same type should be of exactly the same length, 
‘An ingenious machine cuts off precisely” the 
correct length. 

‘The grid again must be exact. A turn of wire 
more oF les in its spiral would make an in 
difference to the performances of the 
and results would be very different if the spiral 
were wound a little more closely or rather 
‘more loosely than it ought to. be. 

Delicate Work. 
Ifthe plate of the valve were one-sisteenth of 

‘an inch yreater or loss in diameter than the 
standard pattern, it would have » great effect 
upon your reception, and means have to be 
devised of ensuring that all plates Sted to 
valves of the same pattern are identical in shape 
‘and size. Each is bent automatically round s 
spiral former and the joint ia wpot-welded. ‘The 
plato is then welded to its supporting rod. 

‘The next process is to seal into the bulb the 
pinch with its plate, grid, and filament, ‘This is 
done by placing it in the neck of the bull and 
putting the now half-finished valve on to another 
rovolving dram, which carries it through 
series of gas flames, As the temperature rises, 
the two pieces of glass are sealed together, and, 
later, tho unwanted portion of the neck of the 
Dulb is cut off by passing a very hot flame 
round it. ‘The valve hat by this time taken 
the form of a bulb, within which the metal 
parts are securely fixed.

Grieg’s grandfather was a native of Aberdeen, 

Alecander Greig by name, who, after the 
rebellion of the '45, left his native land, as did 
many of his compatriots, in the face of con- 
‘siderable persecution on the part of the English, 
rand turned his face towards the land of the 
fjord. In Norway he changed the spelling of 
bis name to Grieg, because it conformed more 
with the Norwegian pronunciation of tho 
typically Scots name 

His Mother's Influence. 
Edvard Grieg, the youth who was to be the 

great musician, was in direot line of descent 
from thia Soottish pioneer and the link between 
the exiled family was still tangible to Edvard 
in view of the fact that his father was British 
Consul at Bergen. 

“The compoeer ras born in 1643. His father 
‘ust have been a man of considerable education, 
while his mother was by no means inferior in 
intellectual brillianoe, for it was from her that 
hho inherited his remarkable talent for musi. 
His mother had received an extensive musical 
education in Germany and in Landon, and when 
hho was little more than six years old he began 
to reoeive Tessons from her. Under her tut 
the most sympathetic he could have received, 
the flower of his genius blossomed gent. 

Tin thowe early years a great influence upon 
hha progress was also exercised by Ole Bull, the 
great. Norwegian violinist, who first met Grieg. 
When the boy was fifteen, and who was so struck 
with his ability that he sugypsted on tho very 
first day of their aoquaintanceship that he 
should goto Leipsio for further study—a 
suggestion which was earried out with the best 
of results, 

“A Parcel Stuffed with Droams.” 
Ho went there, as he aaid himeelf, like “a 

parcel stuffed with dreams,” many of whi 
were to vanish into thin ai, to give 
‘ever, to something more substantial in the form 
‘of achiovement, when he realized. it was 
necessary for him to work instead of to, idle 
away hia thooghts with pleasant imagery 
‘Among his fellow stadenta in Leipsic was one 
‘who was to make hia name famous in a 
phere of mnusic—none other than 
Sullivan, whose partnership with W, 8, Gilbert 
Js perpetuated in the Gilbert aud Sullivan operas. 

‘By no means a robust boy, Grieg suffered a 
serious illness whilo he waa still a student, a 
‘consequence of which was that his health was 
Permanently impaired and he lived to the end 
‘of his life with the use of only one lung. 

‘When he was twenty or twenty-one Grieg 
wrote 4 remarkably Beautiful Tove song, "I 
Lave Thee," around which an interesting story 
is told, Wh was 
inspired by a newly-awakenod affeotion for the 
girl who was afterwards to become his wife, 

and who was to be a familiar figure with the 
feat composer on many a concert platform 
Inhis own country as well asin Britain. Sho waa 
Nina Hagerup," Pure and self-sacridcing, abe 
is at near perfection as could be,” someone 
afterwards wrote of her.

"I think I laughed 
for joy—laughed like an idiot,” Grieg declares 
of the incident 
‘This was in 1960, ‘Two years bofore, Grieg had 

been married, A daughier was bora to them 
‘upon whom the happy father poured out all 
the affection of which his noble nature. was 
feapable; but, when sho was still an infant, 
death suatebed her from the young couple 
Tt was a sorrow from which Grieg did not 
recover for years

‘upon the setting of their lives. So digging has 
for ite excuse the addition which it makes 
to history, to our knowledge of mankind in 
the past and, therefore, in the present 

‘A Murderer as Cook.
