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Broadcasting Smiles

EOPLE are pining for wireless humour. 
Unfortunately, there is a regrettable 

dearth of radio comedians, not only in 
this country, but also in America, Several 

have tried their hand famous comedia 
at making listen but have acted 
as if they were on the forgetting 
that the car ‘of listeners is not comple 
mented by the eye, as it is in a theatre 
Many mirth-makers on the stage rely 
upon facial expression for fully half of their 
success. They are likely to fail when they 
broadcast 

Few people appreciate the importance 
of the audience to a comedian. Correct 
timing of the remarks in a joke is often 
an essential feature, and the speaker takes 
his cue from his hearers. ‘Their giggles, 
their silence, and their spontaneous 

les mean a great deal to him. The 
audience, in fact, inspires him. One 
person in the audience laughing is often 
sufficient to create that humorous a 
sphere which leads other people to antici- 
pate fresh humour. But when a comedian 
stands before the microphone, this valu- 
able effect is absent. 

This was illustrated strikingly some 
time ago when excerpts from a London 
theatre were broadcast. Leslie Henson 
found, to his surprise, that his success 
was due not to the funny things he said, 
but to what he did! The laughs of the 
audience were broadcast as well. I sup- 
pose I am giving away a secret when I 
explain that the programme-sellers and 
stage hands had been carefully instructed 
to laugh aloud and to maintain silence at

A Musician in a Hurry. 
The Story of “Don Giovanni.” 

WELL-KNOWN yatron of the opera used 
‘to sey that he would rather stand outside 

f theatre in the rain than yo inside and listen 
to Don Giovanni. At one time he would have 
hhad no dificulty in finding plenty of people to 
concur in his opinion of thab work; but for 
‘many years it has heen regarded as one of the 
raster operns, and there is no question now 
that in it Mozart reached his high-water mark, 

With his usual facility, he wrote the seore 
at a.great rate. “Ho writer music aa other 
people write letters,” said. his wife; nd this 
was certainly true of Don Giovanni, While 
living at Prague, where the opera was produced, 
hhereceived the libretto, which was an adaptation 
from » Spanish tale alveady used by Moliére, 
Setting to work on it at once, he spent a. few 
nights at his dese, and then his task was done, 
‘with the exception of the overture, 

Shortly afterwards rehearsals began, and as 
they progressrd Mozart showed that, though he 
‘was a facile composer, he was by no means

“Another little hitch centred at the scene in

playing of one of them, Mozart went to the 
fnstrumentalist and explained what he wanted. 
‘The man was nettled, and told the composer 
‘hat that was not tho way the trombone was 
pared and that be vat no prepare to take 

ing from hima. 
“Right you are," said Mozart, with a langh, 

and, seizing the part, he added to the original 
‘accompaniment threo hauteboys, three 
elarinets, and three bassoons, 

‘During the whole of the rehearsals and up to 
the eve of production, which had been fixed for 
October 20th, 1787, tho overture was wanting, 
Mozart on that night spent some hourt with 
Friends, ove of whom eventually reminded him 
that be had not Gnished the opera. Feigning 

‘uneasiness, he roti to his room, and towand® 
midnight Bogan composing. His wife, who wat 
seated beside him, had brought him xomo 
auch, whiok, coupled with extrame Satigor, 
made him nod over his work, and, though she 
tried to keep him awake by telling him fairy 
tales, sloep ultimately overeame him, Asm 
resull, the copyiata did not receive the work til 
seven in the morning, and Mozart had entered 
the thoatre at night before the parts, with the 
ink on them still wet, could be distbuted among 
the musicians, 

Ta thesa cireamstances a rehearsal was, of 
course, impossible, Yet the overture, notwith- 
standing that it had to be played at Sight, was 
‘wildly applauded, and there was nover a doubt, 
1s to tho success of the whole work. 

‘The Composer and the Emperor. é 
About threo years later, it was represented at 

‘Vienna, Mozart adding to it four new airs; but 
ite reception was anything but wara 

““"The opera,” said the Emperor, “is divine, 
finer, perhaps, than Figaro, bat it ia not the 
meat for my Viermose.” 
When this was reported to Mozart, the ob- 

served: ‘* We must give thom time to ebew i 
Hie was, in fact, eure that it would be appre- 

ciated soms day, and, though he did not live to 
seo that day, when svcvess did come, it was 
much grater than even he had imagines. 

Sinco Mozart's death, Dox Gioranni has Tboon 
represented everywhere and under all sorts of 
‘conditions, good and bad. Of one ropresin- 
tation in London a. certain newspaper merely 
‘said that it had beon performesl on the previous 
evening "by a body of singers whose united 
‘ages amounted to nearly 500 years" 1 

Guaners as Demons. 
Some yeanr ago, again, the last act of the 

famous opera was incloded in an amateur per- 
formance at Woolwich. A certain colonel was 
cast for the part of Giovanni, and the demons 
were gunners, At rehearsals, the service pre= 
cision. of these men produced the premonitory 
symptom of aaffocation in the onlookers; for 
‘every tima tho officer gave the slightest direction, 
the military dmons saluted. 
“Drop itt Drop itt” ultimately roared the 

officer." Don't eahute. me 
“No, colonel," they mpliod in tinison, and 

gain they suluted as one man. 
‘Ono of tho most comio incidents in prodne~ 

tious of the opera an the regular stage arose 
through the shortcomings of m certain singer, 
‘whoo mentory was #0 poor that, in repre 
renting the states of the Commandant, he had 
to have tho words he was required to sing 
inwcribed on tha baton he eartied. On a certain 
ocasion he took up his position on horseback: 
in the comotery scene, with the hiiten in his 
right hand and reposing on his hip, and waited 
for a flood of moonlight from the left. Tt 
‘actually camo from the tight, with the result 
‘that he was unable to read a single letter af the 
‘words on which he depended. For a moment 
hho was in a quandary, ‘Then, to the amazement 
‘of tho audiones, ho transferred the Comman- 
dant’s biton from the right hand to the 
Tet!
