Without ! Sure! Without full-proles-
sional contracts, without a manager.

What's maore,
he only recently signed with a full-
time agent (Harold Davison) . . . and
that was only because of the rush of
offers for the Clark Five combo.

The absence of a professional A
and K man has shaken the business
But Dave says: * We'd never claim 1o
make better discs ourselves from a
lechnical point of view, But we're all
wre we know more aboutl the actual
sound we want, Il costs us money, of
conrse. Say £100-£200 for a new sin-
gle. But we have the last say on
whether things have Tumed oul OK
ur ol

“And o the disc flops . . well,
we've only ourselves 1o blame”
Dave's rise (0 chart success has

been a deal faster than lofsa folk
think. He registered with * Mulberry
Bush,” though in a minor way; struck
through with " Do You Love Me,”
despite the opposition; fnally sliced
through to the upper reaches with
"Glad All Over"™

Bul Dave and the Five will un-
doubledly turn pro as soon as they
el alml;;u;r hit or 1wo under their

lts. Then they can take advantape
of their status and play at only the
veally worthwhile dates. Remember
they wan the Mecea Gaold Cup only
ihis year as the bes band on the
cireuil — and no semi-pro oufit had
ever done 1that before

The Clark Five must be jusl about
the fittest group in the business. Dave
drinks only fruit juice, doesn’t smoke
and his broad shoulders give away his
experl inferest in gymmnastics and
weight training. He's a specialist in
unarmed combat—and has passed on
bin knowledge 1o the others

Black-hawred, brown-eved Dave
picks up handsome pay cheques for
his duy-time work as an " extra " on
Bl like © The Victors,” the “ VIP's ™
and ¥ On The Beal ™ and he explains:

INSTRUMENTAL CORNER

THE FUZZ TONE

Ihe man with the bigeest headache in the recording indusiry must surcly
bo the recording manager who 18 forever searching for new sounds. Fortunataly
he hos many good [rends, like the recording technicians and thos: nameless
boflins, who are constantly knocking up new electncal gadgets.

The latest box of tnicks, which they have come up with, is called the Gibson
Fuzz Tone This weird and wonderful invention enables you 10 do simmophone
impressions with yoor bass guitar, whilst your ordinary sia stringer can be
used, with Furz Tone. 1o give a remarkable trumpet effect.

Let us take a closer look at this magic box. Al first glance 1 looks like an
ordinary tremolo foot switch, but it is in fact a wnit in el with 18 own
battery 10 boost s signal through the amplifier.

The Fuzz Tone is fitted between guitar and amplifier just like an echo umit,
but for it 1o work well a good quality amplifier with high gain must be used
The simple principle on which Fuzz Tone works 15 that of controlied Jistor-
tlon and some quite impressive sounds can be produced.

Besades the sax eflect the bass can be made 10 give cello and suea-phone
sounds, whilst the lead guitar can imitate the trumpet and varioos wind sire
ments. | was impressed especially by the plain vibrani bluesy tone ohininahle
from the lower notes on the six siringer

It 15 interesting 1o note that this is not altogether a new sound; alliough
it's the first time such a complicated system has been placed in such o small
box, and put on the markel. You might remember Helen Shapiro™s Nashville
disc, " Woe 1s Me.” The Fuzz Tone sound was eviden! there in the guitar
instrumental.
