But, personally,
with very few exceptions, I prefer the originals. What about you?

THIS MONTH we have a special feature on Mal Evans, the boys” second Road Manager,
who travels with them wherever they go. And, somecthing particularly for Paul fans — nine
new pics and a quick look at the most expressive Beatle-face of all.  Paul is the most marvellous
mimic. When he's around no one is safe from his leg-pulling; it"s scldom unkind but always
very funny. '

THE NEW YEAR will give us lots of new Beatle Lore—another film, more TV and lots
and lots of new recordings.  If 1965 is as good as 1964 then that should be good cnough for
Beatle People everywhere.

THE BOYS HAVE ASKED ME to pass on their thanks (o evervone who wrote to them
during the past year and to hope that you understand why it is only possible for them to reply
to a few.

§JT WAS 1962 IN LIVERPOOL.

The young telecommunications
engineer on his way back to the
post office after lunch, stopped as
the music hit him. He had never
been in the Cavern before. At 26
he had thought himself a bit past
it. But it WAS a great sound. ...

After that, lunchtime in the Cavern was a regular
thing with Mal Evans, and befare lang, he got inte
tha habit of drapping in mest evenings, too, Then
same time later, he got round to meating the group
—he'd wanted to tell these Beatles how much he
liked their music for a lang time.

George was the first one he got friendly wich,
They happened ta leave the club vogether one night,
got talking on the way out, and Mal invited George
kome to listan te some recards. Maw, although aur
George may have his eye on putting maney in his
awn pocket, novertheless, he's not the slightest bic
averse to helping others make seme ready cash, too.

“If you spend 50 much time in the Cavern, anyway,”
he suggested to Mal, * why don't you werk on the
doar! Then you can hear the groups play AMD make
some money In yeur free time."’

MET EPPY

Mal thought it was a good idea, too. Hestarted
working at the club in his spare time, and met
Brian Epstain. By the following year, that gentlaman
had come ta rely on Mal to fill in at tha desr an all
the add ballroom dates which cropped up, Things
gnow-balled from there. In mid-1963, Eppy asked
ttal if he would like to road-manage one of his
Eroups,

It was & tough decision te make. Mal kpew he
would love the werk, but it would mesn a loe af
travelling. Liverposl was his home, all his friends
wire there, And what abaut his wifel He wouldn't

Then he found our wha che group was, The
Beatles.

LJc had been right. He did lave the life. The

hours were long and odd, he worked a seven-
day week, and as the Beatles got bigper and bigger
hie saw less and less of Liverpeol, And he chrived on
it, Mow, of course, with the Beatles filming quite a
lat, he gets more time to spend at home with his
wile and baby san,

People whe see che Beatles around don't always
notice their eguipment road manager.  Malealm
rather tends to keep well in the background—
always ready in eaze he's needed, And the Beatlos
knaw It Who was it whao drove them all the way e
Liverpool ane freszing celd night in a car with the
winds=screen smashad—without one ward of com-
plaint?  Mal, of course, Whe's always ready with
spare guitar strings. fuse wire, cups of tea and any-
thing else that’s needed, who acts as bodyguard whan
the fang rush? And ie's Mal's tough &6 fr. 2 in. frama
thae comes In handy when anything requiring
serength crops up, Like the cime when the revolving
restrum with Ringo and his drums on it at a shew in
Washingten broke dewn, With the stage in che '
middle of che audience, the idea was that the Beatles |
should turn so cach part of the audience heard a
couple of numbers wich the beys facing tham, Fing—
until the machine broke dewn, and the ather Beatles
turned an their awn twe feet, leaving Ringe sicting
an the rostrum surrcunded by drums (which he
couldn’ turn himsell) facing the wrong way and
looking rather embarrassed about it alll 3o Mal
madea his first public appearance on stage pushing
the raitrum round manually-—with the cheers of
the Beatles egging him an!

5o what did Mal dof [Sorry to let
out secrats about you baoys, buc wa rather like this
bitl) He picked them up in his arms and earried
tham, ane by ane, just like a baby to the stage whore
he dropped them on the floor! Onee they'd seen the
new equipment everything was all righe, of course—
just like kids with new teys, said an onlocker.

GROUP MATTERS FIRST

Klwwms the Beatles, we can imagine it. And

talking about knowing the Beatles, very few
people do, you know-—really know them, we mean,
And Mal is one af them. There is no professional
jealousy among them ac all, he says. The Beatles are
the medt important thing to them all, It doesn't
matter who writes the hit seng. or whe gots most
applause, it's the group which macters.

He gots on very well wich all of them, particularly
Gearge, which g juse a5 well, having to work for
them, “'Faul,” he says, “'is more mature than the
other three, He's very sure of himself—probably
because he knows his limitatlons, He's very im-
pulsive, but always the true professional—he just
lives for what he's doing, And he hasn't changed at
all fram the days when they were ‘just another

group’,

HE WAS THERE

And how about Ringo, the Beatle who likes to

try out Mals strength by leaping on his
back, often when he least expects it? “There's
boen so much printed about Beatlefans resenting
Ringo taking over Pece Best's place, but it jsn't true,

you know,"” he says. | was thers at the Cavern on
Ringa's first night, and all the trouble was caused by
& few rough-necks, that’s all. | don't think the real
fans minded much at all," But Ringo, he says, Is
still che most insecure of the Beacles, although not
so much after he went down so well in the States.

And Mal—what de the Beatles think abouc himi
Waell, obviously they like him wery much or he
watldn™t seill ke with them!

Actually, they think a lot of him—beth ag a perssn
and as an equipment road manager. Especially after
thelr Australian tour went 5o smoothly—all the
guitars, drums and amplifiers on stage in the righe
pla:e and on time, and .m;.lthing broken qui:kl}'.
cfficiently mended. Yes, they reckon Mal to be
a technical genius (well, he YWAS a telecommunica-
tlans angineorl).

And as a person, they think a log of him, too—
althaugh it's enly recently they'va lat him knaw it
The Beatles don't accept people readily—there are
toa many people on the cadge when you're ac the
top. In face, ic's only after being with them 18 manths
and travelling half the world with them, that l;h-t_::"
have really started creating him as "sne of them'.
“Even lohn gave me a hug a few waoeks back!" said
Mal—"| felt 'in" ac last!”

The way things are going. they'll be farming a
mutual admiration seciety eon! But thare s just
ang anag—aven parfect road managers de have them
it seems. You see, Mal Evans is a devoted ELYIS fan!

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THE FACES of

PAUL

There are umpteen different faces of Paul McCartney

and the main reason is that he is such a darped good mimic! He's
devised disguises to get him out of crowd confusions . . . and has
even fooled close mafes because his whole Face clanges shape o
maich the beard, or the cloth cap, or whatever he uses to help his
cscape route, .

But his uncluttered face, his normal face, is reflective, too. It
mirrors perfectly his mood of the moment. A well-rounded [ace:
highlighted by a cheery grin amd expressive eves,

There’s the bland face of Paul, an expression which mirrors
total blankness, [t's a switched-OFF look, switched-0M by Paal
when he just has no Inferest at all in the proceedings. [t°s pro-
doced during any awkward argument. He pretends (o resul a paper,
his eves barely moving. A protective face, this, And it works,

The singing face! This is the one that's won over millions
of fans. An expression of total involvement, every muscle working
as he lambasts into song lyeics. It creases, twists, twitches, The
eves often close completely as he busks through Bluesy moments.

There IS an angry face, too! Not shown very often, but it
can clowd with anger in a few seconds. Paul blazes seldom, usually
against petty authority. The eves take on new penctration: the
mouth tightens into a hard line,

His innocent face is positively angelic. Butter, vou'd think,
would never melt in his mouth. This face appears when Paul has
perpetrated one of his famous practical jokes . . . possibly when
he comes face-to-face with tle victim of one of his hoax (elephone
calls, This loek is 2 regular in his repertoire,

Concentration? This face snaps into a set pose of thoughtful-
ness often when he is listening to records, He lives every bar,
every note, when his favourites are on the turnfable. A mixture
of close attention aml admiration.  YWhich leads into his . .,

Face of intolerance. This shows through when someone has
said, sung or plaved a real load of old rubhish. Paul is polite, but
he suffers fools or musical poseurs with anyvthing but gladness.
His face is too expressive to hide his inner feelings.

His romantic face is something clse. Paul is, to girls (speci-
ally any special one), romantically attentive. His eyves note any
new hair-stvle, new clathes . . . and he praises them warmly and
with sincerity.

Paul often wears his enguiring face. He fakes a grent
interest in the affairs of cveryone he mects . . . stuge-hands,
walitresses, fans, 1t°s not just politeness—he generally wants (o
know about other people’s lives. So he enquires . . .

His mimicry face is really a collection of dozens of different
expressiong. He can do an Army colonel —and really ook the part,
nofwilhstanding his youthfulness, Or a show-biz smart-alec agent.

And his roaring-with-laughter face is really worth sceing.
VWhen Paul laughs, every part of him scems to laugh, e lnughs
more casily than the others, laugh-lines appearing all over his
handsome face.

Keeping up with the very-changing faces of Paul can be a full-
time job. Buot it's a very rewarding one . . .

he Beatles, then, really found early on that they could get more
excitement going for them on stage than on record—and that
certainly wasn’t true of the majority of groups. They were deter-
mined, following “Please Please Me” reaching hit status, that they'd
not let down their “in-person” followers.

Said George Harrison: “That stage air of
excitement would probably come across
pretty well on a record. It's something we'd
like to try—that combination of audience
enthusiasm and our own playing.” In fact, it
VWAS tried out during a Carnegie Hall
concert later on by George Martin in
America, but the technical problem was that
the audience made such a tremendous
amount of din that the actual music and
singing was virtually drowned out!

Two things about John Lennon around
this time. He had o make up his mind
whether to wear glasses on stage. He
decided against it “Mustn’t ruin the Image,”
he said jokingly. "But the real reason is that
if anybody decides to throw anything it
wan't worry me, because | won't be able to
see it coming. . . ."

It was also agread that John's marriage
would not be discussed unless he was speci-
fically “mailed” down on it. In fact, that
secret was kept for many months,

That minor matter left out, though, the
Beatles soon shook the people inside the
business with the way they went on mixing
with all and sundry. For the pop field was not
really noted for the mateyness of the scars.
Sure, they'd be amiable towards journalists
and producers. But waitresses, cab-drivers,
charwomen . these seemed specially
friendly towards the Beatles—and the
Beatles responded with great warmth.,

One top BBC producer told us: “Even

found time to be exceptionally nice to make-
up girls, prop movers, in fact everyone
around the studic."

Clown Qutrageously
Jﬂhn Lennon! He found he could clown ‘
almost outrageously, producing way-
out facial expressions for photographers.
This was the period when the famous
Lennon Quip was born. His rather gruff,
guttural, voice could be heard above the
hubbub of questioning, delivering a quip|
which went straight inte reporters’ note-|
books. John also developed a nice line in
“sending-up” questioners, . . . Deing it so
cleverly that the "victim' didn't know
whether it was serious or not.

Ringo Starr? His was a somewhat difficult
position. He was soon known as the
“silent” Beatle, but that didn’t stop his
sense of humour showing through in private.
Point was that he just couldn’t fill in details |
about the early days and it was only oc-
casionally that he was pressed for informa-
tion about his own initial engagements wich
such groups as that of Rory Storme. Ringo
didn't mind, particularly, not being drawn
into the free-for-all discussion. “lt gives me
that air of mystery, y'know," he sald.|
“Sort of sets people wondering what is go-|

ing on behind me bland, inexpressive, face.”
And he grinned that curiously one-sided grin.

But the main thing, arcund this time, was
this: nobody really believed that che Beatles
were gaing to be truly big. Stars like Elvis
Presley and Cliff Richard had been making
hits for years—and sundry other arcists, or
groups, had come wp briefly to challenge
their supremacy. But virtually all of them
had fallen off and bacome ordinary, run-of-
the-mill, members of the pop scene,

At this stage, the Beatles were virtually
one-hit wonders. In a sense, they still had
to prove chemselves, Prave chat they could
followsup with a succession of hit discs.
Prove that they could maintain their talent
of providing their own songs.

Hangers-on

he Beatles, of course, were to do
precisely that. But there was another
poing about this almost-immediate record-
ing scardom. A band of people known as
“the hangers-on™. These characters are a

%

do

standard part of the show-business scene,
They sense that meney is about to be made
and they wish to have a part of it.

So plenty of these blokes started moving
in an the Beatles. Brian Epstein had warned
his charges. of course, but the mere “smell
o' meoney” is enough to get the sharks en-
raged to the mood where they become
determined gate-crashers. Lots of soft-soap
chat went on; the Beatles listened politely
enough, They didnt really know enough
about the business to argue very much, or
aven to express views. éure anough, then,
a fair number of the hangers-on turned into
assaciates, acquaintances, oven friends of
the Liverpudlian quartet.

It’s true to say that many of these char-
acters eventually let down the Beatles. They
got in on the maciness and friendliness of
the boys and later tried to swing those
friendships to their own advantage. And as
the Beatles developed fast in the months to
come, the hangers-on found that che pickings
were very rich indecd,




Star Problems

Ther:‘:. was, for instance, this business

of actually being a star—in this case,
a group of stars. People outside the starry
pop scene have their own picture of what
this encails, For the public, the image is
straightforward. The star lives in a sort of
ivery tower, with thick carpets permanencly
under his feet. With velvet curtains reund
every window, With gloss, and sparkie, and
rich feod, and luxury travel, and enly good
things. with never a disaster to face,

But che Beatles soon found out about the
restrictions, For the firsc time in their free-
as-air lives, they couldn’t do the ordinary
things. They realised that people were liable
to report everything they said. . . . With
fans milling around at stage-doors and at
hotels, the Beatles had to be careful not to
start riots,  VWhere, before, they simply
walked reund to the chemist's to buy tooth-
paste, they now had to think about sending
out somebody else for it.

Paul McCartney, for

instance, always

wanted to be in contact with the fans. Righe
to the bitter end, he was prepared o stand
and sign autographs, o exchange char with
Beatle fanatics. It gr.'.nuim:l;' interested him

and he felt that the boys, right at the start
of the furare, owed an awful lot to those fans.

Quotes appeared everywhere. |t seemed
that most of the columnists didn'c take the
Beatles sericusly on a musical level. They
spent more time talking about their hair,
their Liverpool accents, and cheir off- the-
cuff stabs at repartee,

The Beatles also found that they couldn’t
just date girls—not without the writers
reading some deep romance into the meec-
ing. Said George: “All these years, we've
been able to do what we liked, when we
liked. MNow it’s different, But mind you, it's
marvellous! 1 mean, it’s nice to be liked,
isn't ic?

That the boys were definitely in the
RIGHT line of business was 1o be proved in
the weeks after “Please Please Me™ hit the
top ... and stayed chere! Join us next
month for a further instalment.
