One journalist from top magazines in each car, 1o
snatch an interview. Convoy followed to plush
Plaza Hotel by car-loads of fans. Mow 4 pom,
school's finishing—so much shoving 1hat there
could hava bean sarious trouble. At traffic lights,
fans mobbed the cars, but the doors were locked,
“Wea ARE welcome™, observed George, dryly. On
1o hotel. Management made it clear that they'd
never  have accepted bookings for  Messrs.
Harrison, Lennon, MoCartney, Starr if they hadn™
ihought they were “English businessmen™ |

Hatel s1aff queus up for avtographs, Beatles up
to their rooms on the twelfth floor. all on one
comidor sealed off by guards from the Burns
Detectiva Agency. Plain clothes men patrolled the
back stairs. Every time the Beatles left the hatel
there were 100 Maw York City cops onduty, backed
by a squad of mounted palice.
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Saturday, February 8

URRAY THE KAY big mate of the boys
helped tham get round the City. Boys taped
an interview ‘with the Ronettes asking the
questiong, George croaks that e has a sora throar.
Hotel doctor, Dr. Gordon, arrives ... says: “I'll
have to get you fit, etherwise my voung relatives
will Blunt all my needles.”  Insisis on a signed
picture before starting traatment ! Geonge's sister
Louisa, married to an Amencan andrliving in
inoas, movas in &5 nursd, Other Beatles it waijt-
ing for Brion Matthew to call fram London to
include a chat on “Saturday Club™,

Out at 10 am, for Central Park . . . John, Paul,
Ringo. Friznch, Swedish, Belgian, Swiss newsmen
tag along. Limousines left atiront as “decoy™, boys
going in a small red ear belenging to one of tha
puirds. But police car in front to clear the way . ..
siran wailing, red light rawvolving, Mare chaos,
Mounted police seal off part of the Park—Park
coverad with snow and lakes frozen. Western
scene, then, as Beatles drove & horse-drawn
hackney camiege around, “mounties” fallowing at
a gallop.

Limousines arived for pick-up from Park for
rehearsals of Ed Sullivan Show et CBS Swdio
frem 1.30 pm. Massed police unable to sop
surging forward of fans, Amazing “cavalry charge”
broke up crowd eventually ... mounted police
forcing in betwean the crowds and the boys’ cars,
A nasty, worrying momant.

Inside studios, masses of news-men waiting,
holding up the producer on rehearsals, Beatles
had to become membars of trade union AFRA first,
fillimg in appropriate forms. Mail Aspinall stood in
for George Hardson on run-theough.  Later,
George made dramatic recovery, arrived at studio
graated by cheers and applause from technicians,
nawsmen and Ed Sullivan,

Jahn, Paul, Ringo entertsined to dinner at
exclugive 21 Club,  Capitol executives selected
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pheazant and other high-priced food, but Boatles
went for chops and mashed potatoss! George
Marun, boys' recording manager, arrived. Curious
glances from diners but only one asked for auto-
graph, Strict orders from management that boys
not 1o be disturbed. Paul tackled crepe suzates:
Ringa being shown with the othars rownd the
wing cellars, observed : “What, na Cokes ¥ Food
finished, the boys motor-toured to find Mew York
night life. Saw Times Square. Broadway, UN.
Building, Empire State . . . but it was 100 risky to
Bz car,

Return to hotel ta find George, throat improving
steadily, answering phone calls from all ower
America, Hetalked to a dea-jay. requested reconds
—and listaned to himsell on his portable radio.
Everybody joined in . ., for the rest of the night |

Sunday, February 9

RESS rehearsal day for the Ed Sullivan Show
qoing out “live” that night, plus taping a show
for the senes on February 23, Packed audience of
fanz and Ed Sullivan threatenad that there shouldn't
be too much noise—"Elsa I'll zend for & barber ™
Tramendous success on 1ne show. QOnly problem :
John's microphone was off during one number . . .
and the boys wished thay'd been allowed o say
somathing as well as sing.

Waork gver: time to go out on the town, Murray
the Kay took the boys. plus entourage 1o the
Pleyboy Cluk. Gaorge decided 1o g back to bed—
and the others decided to walk from the Plaza to
58th Street and the Playboy., A risky stroll—bast
the boys wara too fast lor the waiting lans, Strang
pohlice escort again,  Inio the penthousse lounge
of the club, drinks and food baing sarved by
attractive girls dressed wup as “bunny rabhils”,
Music, soft and sweet, just piana and bass.  Said
Johm: "Yes. this is the stuff we really like—we only
do rock for money 1™

Somathing rmore lively called for. O to the
Peppermint Lounge—the "Cavern'” of New York,
heme of “The Twist”. Four boys in the show did a
take-off of the Beatles and Paul, John, Ringo
laughed lowdar than anybady. Bul the Press boys
infiltrated, taking pictures for hours from every
conceivable angle.  Impossible to get near the
floor when Ringo, expeart dancer, decided to Twist
with one of the girls from the show, Autograph
hunters hore down on the boys 500 8t 4 a.m. the
party made for the Plaza Hotel.
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Monday, February 10

JRESS day. Confusion day, Panic day. Con-
farence aftar conference, interdaw alter inter-
view. Picture sessions galore. Firgt canfercnce a
mad scramble, Sccond more sedate, Question :
"Which is the sexy one 2 George ; "Our manager,
Brian Epstain™. Third conference very funny.
Cuestion: “Who chooses vour clothes " (girl
reporer asking). Beatles: “We choose our own,
Who chooses yours?”  Gid: "My husband™,
LATER: Same girl: “Are there any subjects you
prefer not to discuss?”  John: “Yas. your hus-
band I Question ; “Which do yvou consider the
greatast danger to your careers, nuelear bombs or
dandruff”. Ringo: “Bombs—weve already got
dandruff 1" Asked why he said so linle, George
sdid: “I'm the ancnymous Beatle—bul | don't

Popular classics. mostly,
Ringo came near to leaging in on drums, Ended
about 4 a.m, again,

Tuesday, February 11

MNOW  storms  before 1np o Washington,
Instead of flying, the Beatles decided on &
train  trip, Pennsylvania Railroad Company
attached & spacial coach to the crack express
Congressman. Ay Penn Station, coach already full
of newspapermen, Battle of wits to get privacy for
Beatles. Picture and story session an train—and
every stop on the run {Delaware, Newark, Balti-
mare} had piciure-men poking cameras at tha
windows. Tremandous recaption at Washingion
but crowds nol controlled so well. And straight
ta the Caliseum for a Press conference, Seats for
B.G0] in the arana.

Ringo
being twisted round, with drum kit, by Mal Evans,
Reception deafaning, with B,600 throats screaming
for the boys who'd capturad the capital of the
greatest country in the word.  Beatles sweated,
dodged showers of jelly beans (like jellybabias).
Brianm Epstein, standing at the back, congratulated
by everybody, Brian Sommerville unashamedly
crying tears of jov. Incredible scenes. Perhaps
THE higgest maomant of the whole tour.

Sneaked out of the Coliseum—Beatles sull
wiearing stage suits in grey, with valvet collars, big
pleats in the jackets. Boys mel show promoter
Harry Lynn, in his office. Ringo jumped into the
big swivel-chair, started giving orders, “Mr, Whe ¢
Oh, Presley. Hes he an appainiment to see us?
Ask him to wait. . " U5, star Tommy Roe called
to congratulate the boye—ha'd worked with tham
in Britain. He joined the U.S. Army for six months
the following day. -

On to the reception and ball a1 the British
Embassy. Charity “do”. Raceived by the Ambas-
eador and Lady Ormsby-Gore—and others of
the British community.  Sir David Ormshy-Gore
got the Boatles’ names wrong, The boys confused
him mora . .. Jeha: “Meo, he's George, I'm Fred
and that is Charlie”. And into the ballroom.
Chaos. Debs. duchesses, scciety ladies all frying
to grab thermselves @ “private” Beatle, One

in

“lady" snipped off a lump of Ringe's hair, from
behind hiz laft ear. Ringo's responsa definitely
unprintabla. One heghly-impaortant couple talked
loudly about the boys. He: "Who are these
Beatlas, anyway 1" She: "Thay sing or somathing
ard groow their haie.”  Beatles, jostled and showved,
qood naturedly made the draw for the raffle—and
best it guickly back to the Shoreham Hotel.

Wednesday, February 12

ERY emusing train journay back to New York
Reporter: “Mever mind their music, thesea

hovs are as good as the Marx Brothoers”, Ringo
wore a ladies” fur coat and white astrakhan hat.
Joehn erawlad round undar swivel chairs, Gaorge,
aslecp at first, later dréssed as waiter and served
drinks to the passengers., Ringo appeared loaded
dowen with about 20 cameras.

Arrival back at Penn Station caused difficulties.
It was Linceln"s birthday and the schools wera
closed., Ten thousand fans waiting, with many
more at the Plaza. Boys eventually smuggled out
of the station and taken to the Plaza. Police caught



off guard, crowds surged forward. Car-driver lost
his nerve and stoppod,  Fatal mistake. [t took
anothar “cavalry charge' by “meunties” to get the
Beatles through., Police chief arrived in hotel to
warn the boys that they must be more careful, He
looked white and strained : “He's cracking up™,
whispered George. Agreed, though, that the boys
would go down a back elevater and out through
the kitchens for the evaning's shows at Carnegie
Hall. Plan woorked and they spad off in taxis, But,
near Carnegie Hall. one cop yelled loudly “Thara
ey ara”, Very foolish, Crowds surged through
yol again.

Both shows al “leng-heir” Carnegie Hall @
wemandous success.  Fifty seats aczwally on the
stiege iself as “overflow™, but management insisted
only older customears should be there, Show was
NOT. after all, recorded by Capitol.  Betweaen
shows, Shirley Bassay called in to talk 1o the boys
—she was due at the Hall the following Soturday.

Incredible exciternent generatad once again. So
much that the boys decided on an early night 1o
get themselves it for tha flight to Miami the next
day.
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Thursday, February 13

DEPARTUHE from Plaza Hotel accompanied by
the uswal crowds,  Flight left 1.30 pom., ariving
Miami at 4 p.m, Beatles {found a hoax had bean
played an them. They'd booked first-class tickets
and reservations so they could take higher baggege
allowance for the equipment. amplifiers and
instruments. The night before someone phoned
the girling 1o ask the reservations be changed to
tounst ¢lass. Adrline didn’t check back . . . so for
the Flight the boys had 1o traval with all the news-
paparmen. Reception evenmually at Miami Airpor
was indescribabla. Thousands crushed together
under a parfect blue sky and blazing sunshina
satting off the scene.  All the other passengars
disambarked before the Beatles. Then the four
emergead to face a battery of photographars and a
bedlam  of screaming  and  welcoming  cries.
Crowd broke through the cordons ... but on a
shout from Brian Sommaerville, the Beatles jumpead
from the plane gangway, into waiting cars—ancd
whiskad off with a strang police motor-cycle
e5C0rL.

Drive 10 the Deauville Hotel at Miami Beach was
a thriller, & convey of threa black limousines, with
police outridars in front. alengside and behind,
Eight miles of express-way into the city, They
went through the red lights—and on the wrong
sida of the road. But no-one mindad, aven







“offended" motorists who smiled and waved
when they saw who the visitors were., The streats
outside the hotel and lobby inside were packed
with cheenng. smiling and clapping fans. Paul
nated the difference batween Mew York {dirty
strects, skyscrapers) and Miami (¢lean, suntanned
folk, palm treas, sunshine.)

Murray the Kay was with the boys all the time.
He took them oul the first night to see Hank
Ballard appearing a1 the Peppermint Lounge in
Miami. Boys ware besieged there by requests for
autagraphs and pictures so they stayved only o
couple of hours, Back 1o the hotel 1o talk about
the excitenent of the day and to discuss their
coming appearanca on another Ed Sullivan Show.

Friday, February 14
A. BERNARD CASTRO offarad his lusury
houseboal 1o the boys so that they could
escaps the crowds and relax a litte in the Bright
sunshine. They accepted eagerly. But first they had
L go to & private house in Miami Beach(also pre-

sented for their use by the head of a record
company) to have pictures taken in a private swim-
ming peol for “Life” Magazine. Arara honour for a
show Business group 1o appear on that mag. cowver,

Houseboat handed over, complete with captain
and craw. And, inavitably, the Press boys waited.
Figturas all round bafors in was ready to castoff and
take a trip round the Bay of Miami, Shortly befores,
though, it was found that there were stowaways
aboard—a locel photographer and repartes. They
ploaded to be allowed 16 s1ay. Bul the Beatlas and
Brian Sommerville felt it would be wrong, would
incense the others, so the boat was turned round
and the ingenious pair pul ashore.

Rest of the day spent sunbathing and Swirmming.
Ringo not so keen on swimming 5o he stayved
aboard mast of the ime. Food and drink galore
laid onin the stateroom of the boeat. But Paul 1ook
over at the piano fora time and worked out some
ideas on a new number he was planning with
John, Many passing boats lined with fans and
friands, shouting greetings and waving.  Sirens
sounded, too. Beatles relaxed so well they already
talked about perhaps not leaving Miami immediate-
Iy after their show for Ed Sullivan.

Beatles assigned a special, personal polica
bodyquard, Sgt. Buddy Bresner, who had often
looked after celebrities in the district. He had
invited many of them to his home and the Beatles
agcepted gratelully. After a wash-up at tha hotal,
they went off with Buddy ta meet his wife, Dotie,
hiz children, Barry, Andy and Jer—and st down
1o a meal of roast beef, grean beans, baked potatoes,
peas, zalad and a tremendous strawbeory iced
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cake, Beatles completely bloated but signed
autagraphs and pictures for their new friends.
Buddy was to prove a very good friend and
acdvisar.

Back 1o the Desuville Haotel at about 11 pom,
to see the floor shows in ¢ach of the night clubs
in the hotel. First was Don Rickells, a comedian
veho got his laughs by insulting mamberss of the
audience. Said about the Beatles: “"Look at this
A police fergeant guarding four Zulus when all
ower the city there's fighting and burglary going
on”. Kapt up this sort of humour for an hour at
legst, but the wholz audience (specially the
Beatlas) laughed themselves under the table.
John felt tired after this show and returned early
to bad, but the others went on 1o zee Myran Cohen,
another comedian, and singer and dancer Carol
Lawrence, Boys totally unable to eat after Buddy
Bresnar's “blow-out™.
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Satu rdav. February 15

EHEARSALS all day for the following day's Ed
Sullivan Show.  Dress rahearsal, bhefore an
audience of 2,600, was timed for 2 pm, and
queves of people formed at breakfast-time. The
"Stamp Ouwt Bestles” movament had mowad in
from Detrait and threataned to demonsirate against
the hoys cutside the Deaoville Hotel, But thay
saw the size of the crowds and cancalled their
plans I Afier rehearsal, John couldn’t be found—
he was aslesp behind a curain, Said Faul:
“Thought ha'd besn kidnapped by the Detroit
crowvd.”  Bows had linle time to relax this day, but
George was interested in fishing—he first caupht
a red snappar—and he also liked driving rownd the
district lata at night in his hire car. Offers pourad
in far the boys to “borrew”™ homes, speedboarts,
yvachts, ote., to help them relax in their few days”
break. Mot too late back to bed, preparing for the
invpartant television show the following day.
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Sunday, February 16

HE show. straight from the Deauville Hotel.

CBS had issuad 3.500 ftickets thowgh the
theatrg held nine hundred less, Maw riots causad
outside by peaple baing wened away aven though
they held correct tickets, Police called out in foree,
but the Beatles were safely inside and gening
ready. They'd had trouble getting in ta the Mau
Mau Club to sea the Coastars work—=too many
photegraphers for comfort.
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Brian Epstein watched the show closely. Said
afterwards . ” Definitely the best telavision appear-
ance and performance by the Beatles yer” Big
party thrown for the boys afterwarnds by Maurice
Lansberg, owner of the Deauville Hotel—for Ed
Sullivan, cast and technicians az well, Only about
forty people present and for once the Beatles were
not mobbed, But o fow did ask quietly for auto-
graphs.  Salf-service buffet festuring swcculant
food, such as chicken, beef, fish, lobster.

Boys finally decided 1hat they simply must take
the cpportunity to stay on and get a few days
camplete rest. even thowgh they woricd about
anending a big Oxfam chanty luncheon in Londom,
But reports that Harold Macmillan, host at the
lunch, “fully understood™ made them feel happier,
Reports, too, that Sir Alec Douglas-Home, Prima
Minister, had praised the boys weare much-guotad,
He'd said | think the Bealles are greal”. They
said: “He doasn't know wa've taken Mumbor 11
Downing Street, for rahearsal rooms.” He said;
“They are Britain's secret weapon™.  They said:
“Let's hopa he doesn't concel the order, like
Skybolt™., He said: “They are the biggest dollar
earner waeve gol”. They said: “Little does he
knoaws we are putting it all in a Swiss bank™.

Monday, February 17

tour of Scotland and started on the

first major one of England. Top of
the bill: Helen Shapiro, who became a
firm friend of the foursome. Also tour-
ing were the Kestrels, who've a
with them again since, Danny Williams,
the Honeys, the Red Price Combo and
compere Dave Allen.

The boys had doubts about how they'd
suceceed with English audiences, especially in
the deep south, but the reputation of “Love
Me Do had preceded them and they were
invariably welcomed with screams and cheers.
What's more, the Beatles had taken great care
over their programme. “Love Me Do™ was
IN, along with “Twist and Shout™, which
had always done them proud.

Week ending Janoary 12, 1963, and out
came “Please Please Me”, backed with “Ask
Me Why”, and both were in for the tour.
They also did “Do You Want To Know A
Secret”, which was to become Billy J. Kramer
and the Dakotas® first number one hit. The
programme properly showcased the boys’
talents—and their brand of riot-raising was in
good contrast to the vocal stylings of Helen
Shapiro.

To their delight, the new disc was hailed by
several of the weekly paper critics. Whereas
“Love Me Do™ had not been of much interest
to the trade papers, the follow-up resulted in
a lot of speculation. The New Record Mirror,
for instance, tipped “Please Please Me” for
the charts. The boys were bucked. Disc

Su the jubilant Beatles ended up their
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azine was less enthusiastic but did say it
would: “undoubtedly please the growing
band of fans who are foﬂnwing the Beatles.”
It crashed into the New Musical Express
charts at Number 17 and the glimmerings of
the full glare of publicity fell upon Messrs.
John, Paul, Ringo and George.
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By mid-Spring, Brian Epstein had to have
a London office for the boys. The fan-club
organisation started building and Press repre-
sentative Tony Barrow took over the job of
coping with interviews, photo sessions, tele-
vision and radio intet;iﬁ. A

Biggest thing around this time for the boys
was tgffnm thar they were to make a long-
player. Said John: “This is what we've been
after for a long time. This gives us a chance
to show off—both on our own material and
on some of the older American numbers that

we like doing.” And they worked harder
than ever to get that record exactly right.

The session brings back many memories to
George Martin, whose personal reputation
had taken a tremendous uplift as the Beatles
hit the headlines. “They were by now perfectly
happy in the studios,” he recalls. “They
started putting in their own ideas but they
never once got out of hand. They listened to
what we told them from the control box ...
but quite honestly I felt extremely proud of
them anvway,

“They had at least three cases of sore
throat between them and they obviously felt
considerable strain towards the end of that
long, long day. But they were fulfilling an
ambition, so I don't suppose the discomfort
mattered to them.

“They leapt into the control room to hear
playbacks and were ruthlessly critical of
themselves, Right at the end of that day, they
were still able to produce a sound that I can
only say was ‘thrilling’. There was no way of
knowing how big the boys were soon to
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become, of course—but I'm sure all of us at
the studios felt they would be lasting stars
in the disc world.”

That L.P.,, titled after “Please Please Me”,
was not released until April §, but it built up
a very big advance sale demand.

Tour offers poured into the Nems Enter-
prises offices. Brian Epstein now realising
that he had to make show business his full-
time job, sorted the suggestions carefully. He
arranged for the boys to make an early summer
tour with Roy Orbison and Gerry and the
Pacemakers and he was delighted to see that
promoters were, finally, prepared to pay an
economic price for the group. Porentially, he
thought, the sky was the limit. And this
meant ultra-careful business handling, other-
wise they could fall into the same traps and
pitfalls as many other top-pop stars.

A music-publishing company was set up
to handle Beatle songs—MNorthern Music. In
charge: Dick James, a one-time star singer
who quickly became a great personal friend
of all the Beatles.




Nobody knows precisely who created the
term “Beatlemania”, but it was by now very
much in use. The spotlight had turned fair

and sguare on Liverpool. And agents and
bookers were hurrying north from London to
find remaining talent.

But no other group in the immediate past
had anything like the impact of the four boys.
One student of pop music said, vehemently:
“Pop music needed the Beatles. And needed
them badly. It was beginning to stagnate.

“That's why the Beatles got the publicity
even before they were properly cemented as
top-of-the-bill entertainers. They were fresh,
interesting, friendly and DIFFERENT. The
way they handled interviewers made them a
talking point even in Fleet Strect—for the
national newspapers hadn’t been particularly
interested in pop music up to that time. On
the scores of appearance, quick wit, and enter-
tainment value, the Beatles just HAD to be
given space in print.”

So this is, really, the best point at which to
leave “The Tale of Four Beatles”. “Please

Please Me" at the top of the singles charis;
the LP high up and selling faster with each
succeeding week.

For this has been a detailed story of the
boys® careers and background—the only fully-
detailed story yet teld. But from "Please
Please Me", their every move has been fully
documented in the Press of the world, Their
utterances on subjects ranging from the atom
bomb 1o how best to bring up babies have
appeared in millions and millions of words.
Political writers have analysed them: political
cartoonists have given Prime Ministers Beatle
hair-styles. They have been honoured, feted,
toasted.

We feel sure that you, the fans, know the
story from those March-April days. So the
curtain is being drawn, this month, on this
particular aspect of the Beatles® career.
