gt a reasonable excuse.

*“In Britain 1 think they're a
hit fed up with knocking us,”
explained Mick. “But over
here 1 don't think they'll ever
reach this point,

“The place is so vast and i's
only this trip that we're reaching
any sort of nationwide acclaim.

“The knockers here  are
madder than in Britain and more
demonstrative. They're  just
twisted out of their minds.

Though known locally around New-
castle, the Animals were one group
that made world fame overnight
with “House Of The Rising Sun.”

S0 Disc Weekly asked bass guitarnist
Chas Chandler to pass on some
tips about those pitfalls that could
trip a group about to blast ofl
to fame.

“Most important is to walch what
sort of contract you sign—before
vou even get to making records,”
says Chas.

Fame

"“You need a good manager (oo,
These are hard to find. We were
lucky in getting such a man as
Mike Jeffrey.

“And lots of groups make the mis-
take of thinking that onc hit
record is enough to fill halls. You
need two, three, or even more.

“But records aren’t all. You have to
put on a performance. Going
abroad is another hazard. I's no
use thinking that people auto-
matically know about you just
because of one hit—even if ii's
a big one.

Animals: the

“Fame may go to a solo artist's
head. A group stands a better
chance. With five of you, each
can have a resiraining influence
vpon the others, If you tend to
go a bit wild with money, [or
instance.
