JEFFERSON  AIRPLANE
have been together at least two
years, but their fame was con-
fined to San Francisco until
last year. They're the first and
most successful SF group to
cmerge on a national level . . .
and the first to experience the
changes wrought by such
success. Originally the Airplane
was Marty Balin’s group—he
wrote the music and sang lead,
along with then-female vocalist
Signe Anderson. In the ecarly
days their drummer was Skip
Spence, who now plays guitar
with Moby Grape.- Signe and
Skip left about the same time
and were replaced by Grace
Slick and Spencer Dryden,
respectively. Rhythm guitarist
Paul Kaniner began to write
songs and sing; Grace did the
same, and it was and is Gracie’s
voice that most _p-uui}_']lle identify
with the Airplane.
