To 'say that Chamberlain is a
second Bechet would be an exaggera-
tion. . No one has yet managed to
produce on a soprano sax the-fervent
drive that Bechet ‘produces. But
Chamberlain plays jazz, and food jazz
at that, on the Instrument, and there
are many who will think him none

the worse because he does not
Indulge in  Bechet's. exaggerated
vibrato.

I hand it to those enlightened jazz
enthusinsts and exponents, Vic Lewis
and Jackie Parnell, for having ** dis-
covered " these two.

I hand it to.Wally Moody for having
givén thelr combo a break, and none
the less so because all he knew aboat
it ‘was that it was out to do its best
to ‘play jazz; Wwithout any eye on
the-commercial angle.

But‘ahove all 1 hand it to the whole
band-YTor having produced the nearest
approach to'real jazz that has ever
been recorded by localites.

There's one fast side and one slow.
The fast one is “‘Johnny's Idea"

over here recently with the band of
the TIrving Berlin American troop
show, * This‘is-the Army ™), and it's
by far the better of the two.

The slower " Mean Old Bed Bug*
is a blues, and while the solos are
all good, the accompaniments are not
always quite as Inspiring as they

The fact that the rhythm section
sounds a Ketle laboured at times may

usual E-M.I. recording.

But I think one can hardly blame
the recording for the moments when
one cannot get away from a feeling
that there are subtleties of dialect
and inflexion which are not yet per-
fectly appreciated by even ‘our best
blues players. :

The deleted questions—and they are
questions which have been put to_the
MeLopy  Maker with almeost mono-
tonous regularily for many years, so
may be considered to be of very
general interest—were:—

WHY CAN'T WOMEN PLAY JAZZ?

and
WHAT ARE YOUR VIEWS AEBOUT
JAZZING THE CLASSICS?

The answers the Bureau. members
desired to give, as they appear in the
script . prepared from their verbatim
replies given during rehearsal, are, of
course, in dialogue form, and there-
fore do not perhaps read so well from
print as they wounld have sounded over
the air.

Nevertheless, they disclose such
interesting outlooks on these highly
controversial subjects that we propose
to print them as they stood before Mr.
Abraham refused to pass them without
alteration, on the grounds that the
answer to the first question was
sociologieal (and therefore, according
to him, outside the scope of jaza!!!)
and that the second question ralsed
points which were " contrary to B.B.C,
policy.”

We are dealing with the first
question, Why can’'t women play jacz?
only this week. The second will be
dealt with later.

THE DISCUSSION

HA'UING started off by citing the

found fn the social angle. Untll quite
recently women were kept in the back-
round. What chance did they have to
evelop {ree  expression — whether In
.music or anything eclse? ’

Jackson: - Fhat’s true enough. 'Fut
muslc has always been open to women.

Preston: Only as a medium for cnter-
talning In the family circle.

Jackson: I wouldn't say that, My own
mother won an award at the Royal
