At the judging table., the
Mriopy Maxker had assembled a
star-studded panel of experts,
consisting of bandleading cele-
bntr Geraldo: Skyrockets leader
Pau Fenoulhet: alto-w
Harry Hayes: coach-arranger and
tenor-sax notabllity Les Evans,
and MeLopy Editor Ray

Third place wWas won
by last year's " All-Britain " win-
ners, the Scott-Henderson Quin-
tette, of Glasgow.

FEAST OF MUSIC

It is perhaps fitting that the
Jive Bombers should have waon
this season, since last year, when
they qualified for the * All-
Britain " Finel. they were unable
to appear. through a sudden
bereavement to the alto-saxo-
phone player, whose baby died on
the day of the contest.

It was not., however, sentimen-
tality on this account that
brought them victory this Yyear.
for the judges were only con-
cerned with what they heard
musically emanating f(roam the
bandstand: and it was on really
excellent individual and en-
semble playing in a tasteful, re-
laxed and eminently musiclanly
manner that they woun the
coveted title.

For the colassal audience, this
year's All-Britain represented one
of the greatest feasts of dance
music ever offered. In all, the

roceedin lasted for over five
gnurs. and the splendid co-opera-
tion of the Beslle Vue stafl, plus
the efforts of MerLooy Maxer Con-
tests Director r Jackson, and
the organiser, wis Buckley.

Since then, a Committee has
been g0l up, negotiations have been going on, and it was confidently
and reliab.y expected that a cast-lron decision from the BB.C. would
be announced round about the beginning of September.

Our information now Is that the responsible music-publishing
organisation has done Its full share of co-operation in these
ncgotiations, and that the agreement drawn up between it and the
E B.C. about song-plugging only wants signing to come into eflect

Why, then, is the B.B.C. stalling? If., as Sir Valentine Holmes
admitied In his Report, the BB.C. has unavallingly tried for twelve
years 1o stod song-plugging. surely this procrastination at a uUme
when It has its great=st chance of putiing an end o the pracilce
once and for all Is. to say the least ot it. extraordinary.

Can it be that the BB.C. Is stalling deliberately because It knows
that without the financial benefit of song-plugging. few band-
leaders cou'd afford to broadcast [or the present woefully inadequale
broadeasting fees?

1! this Is the case, then the B.B.C.'s attitude to song-plugging Is
no:ning short of hypoeritienl. On the face of Lhings as they stand
at the moment, the BBC is apparently prepared o condone a
“ pernlelous and degrading practice * L0 save itsell money. because,
If it refuses to allow bands to accept outside plug-money. it knows
thiut the demand for higher {ees for broadcasting dance bands will
be intensified and must come about.

Harl things have been sa:d ubout the BB.C. in its time, bul we
hesitate 1o think that our national broadcasting organisation could
bt s smugly parsimonious as the facts seem L0 suggest.

But we warn the B.B.C. that, while It continues to stall on the
question of song-plugging. its molives In so doing can only be
regarded as suspect. And. [ there s ary good recson why the
negot'at.ons for the cessation ol song-plugmng are not ly
being nplemented, then let the BBC, come oul inlo the open
aud say 52 Gooawill between all parties concerned can end so: &-
plugging, but it will never end while the BB.C.'s attitude on the
subject has periorce to be regarded with suspicion.

In shy case. the MeLopy Maxez feels strongly that it is a great
pity that the BB.C. ever had the opportunity of taking the initiative
In allempilirg to stop song-plugging. Tne solution should have
been arr.ved al by consultation between the bandleaders” representa-
tives and toe music-publishing organisation, who should then have
announced their findings to the BB.C. They are the two bodles
most caiicerred. yet the balance of power in the negotiations has
shitted right over 1o the BB.C.—Ipn our opinion, a tactical error on
Liir part of the interested parties.
