I spoke to a London record dealer who 
claims to be the central distrib~uor (If boot­
leg_ albums in th1s country - and lo ri:cord 
c<1mpani«s and legal ~xperts. 

The dealer gave me tltt: "bOOl.leg top 
Len," printed below, and played a tape of 
ttie Beatle.s rfcorded Hve- at Shea Stadium 
New V<ir-k. wh1ch he hopes to convert to 
a lbum form and put into the. shQps- for tht.

AFTER last week's disclosure in 
the Melody Maker that two 

Led Zeppelin albums may appear 
on th~ bootleg market, pressure has 
been brought on the distributors by 
7.eppelin's management - and now 
the albums wiU not be imported into 
Britain. 

And as the bootleg scene became 
one of the hottest topics on the 
music scene this week, the MM -
made an investigation on all sides. 

• HOW widespread is the boot­
leg album market? 

• JS IT legal to buy bootleg 
records? 

• WHAT do the main record 
companies, and musicians inv.olved, 
feel? 

J spoke to a London reeord dealer who 
claims to be the central distributor of boot­
leg alburns ir this cou,ntry - and to record 
C.Ompanies and legal experts. 

The dealer gave me the "booLleg lop 
ten," printed below, and played a <ape of 
the Beatles re.corded Jive at Shea Stadium, 
New York, whtch he hopes to convert to 
album form and put into the shops for the 
Christmas market. 

Although the set price for a bootleg 
album appears to be three guineas, the 
actual price varies from shop to shop. 
Posing as an ordinary fan. I inquired after 
a copy of the Rolling Stones' bootleg 
•• LIVEr than You'll Ever Be " at a Kell• 
sington record stall and was told I would 
have to pay. ~ for a copy. 

At other shops where l inquired after 
the same album, l was t9ld that supply 
was short at present because the manu• 
facturer in Germany had been arrested. 
Another shop p romis~d that more copjes 
would bi available in a fortnight. 

Many shops openly displayed adverts 
for one, or several, Bob Dylan albums 
which were selling at three guineas for 
the singles and six guineas for the doubles. 

Some shops. usually the large chain 
dealers, looked blank when I asked for 
records they had apparently never heard 
of.

He- claimed that a lot of the tapes had the 
artists' sanCtiQns. " They know what is ,;oing 
on and don't really min<;!.' ' he said. 0 It is a 
$Ori. of compliment. to a group or a rtist that 
there are people who want to ma,ke bootleg 
ree<-.rds or them, and that fans will buy their 
records at inflated prtces. 

" The small percentage of bootleg records 
sold compared to t.he Qfficial albums would 
6nly make. a very small difference to ttie 
artist's income, and many artis-u beli~ve in 
the freedom or th~ Individual to do wh.n he 
Hkes - and that includes making boot1':t 
records." 

The dealer told me that a member of the 
Rolling Stoots actuAJly ca.me. Into his shop to 
buy a cop)' of •• LJVEr Tba.n You'll Ever Be., 
- and Uked I~ 

.He said hnere.tt was growing in tht 
provlncc5 and he wa.s dJsiributlng bootleg 
rtcO{ds to Uverpool. Mancb,eslt'r, Btimlngh:am. 
Leeds and Bttdford. 

' ' Bootle-g&ing started rn the States a~ut 
two year$ ago but it only be~me really big 
in this countr)' three or four months ago/' 
he said. u ihe artists who have been boot.

The dealer would not reveal actual fig:urei 
of re((lrds available. but said "Kum Baek " 
the original bootleg of the Beatie, "LN It 
Be" songs - eame out with a limited edition 
or al)Out 200 copies abOut three months ago. 
"There are about 2,000 about now and pos• 
sjbly more on the way." 

On t he Led Zeppelin album he said:
