First Russian Pop
Chart Show

Moscow - Russian television has
launched its first pop chart show,
“‘Lucky Hit’. This follows the in-
troduction in mid-summer last
year, of the country’s first nation-
al sales charts.

The first edition of the show
went out on January 2 on the na-
tional Central TV network. The
show was performed live.in the
concert hall of the Tass news
agency to an audience of 100 jour-
nalists and 300 members of the
public. It was set up via a deal be-
tween Gosteleradio, the state
committee for broadcasting, and
Tass, which compiled the top 10
album listing

Tass has also recently devised
a 10 Hot National Pop Songs

chart, based on computer analy-
sis of some 10.000 poll cards sub-
mitted by readers throughout the
Soviet Union.

Both charts are now published
in many national and regional
newspapers. ‘Lucky Hit’ reflects
the content of both listings. Yet
despite the effects of ‘glasnost’ in
Russian’s pop culture, it has re-
ceived much criticism from high
places. A Russian Orthodox
Church archbishop was head-
lined as saying: “You don't have
to be a composer to feel disgust at
the wild whining, howling, bang-
ing and crackling that violates hu-
man hearing and the human
soul "l

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No National Pop Station,
Says Government

London -Last week’s govern-
ment announcement on the future
of radio contained a number of
disappointments to the industry,
as well as the promise of a new
liberated regime. Although there
will be hundreds of local and
community stations, able to
operate without existing public
service requirements, the three
national commercial channels
will be forced to provide a
balanced programme service of
wide appeal.

Announcing the radio plans,
Home Secretary Douglas Hurd
said: “The time is now right for a
major change. We have been well
served by radio broadcasters
Standards have been high. But we
have less radio than other coun-
tries.” Existing independent sta-
tions (ILR) would be allowed to
own and operate their own trans-
mitter, a task presently perform-
ed by the Authority.

As first revealed in Music &
Media on December 12, these
local stations, together with the
new national services, will be
controlled by a new Radio
Authority. The BBC will lose its
50-year national radio monopoly,
but will not itself be forced to take
commercials.

Although the three national
channels will also be largely
freed of public service obliga-
tions, they will, in the words of
the announcement, “‘be expected
to provide a diverse programme
service calculated to appeal to a
variety of tastes and interests and
not limited to a single format”.

It is this latter requirement
that is arousing controversy. By
far the most attractive and viable
commercial channel would be a
pop station in competition with
the BBC's national Radio 1. So
far, this is precisely what the
Home Office is ruling out,
though a spokesman tofd Music
& Media: “It could be an all-
music service, as long as it
appealed to a variety of tastes.”

The ruling does not appear to
be discouraging a number of
major British media concerns
from their intention to apply for a
national frequency.

So far, both Richard Bran-
son's Virgin Group and Michael
Green’s Carlton Communica-
tions, which last year tried unsuc-
cessfully to take over Thames
Television, have expressed in-
terest. Potential partners for both
groups include larger ILR sta-
tions such as Capital, Red Rose
and Piccadilly. They will not
however be allowed to own more
than one national or six local sta-
tions, a decision which offers the
prospect of a large number of
‘new entrants’ to the medium

The IBA, which will lose con-
trol of the ILR stations under the
plans, was understandably criti-
cal. Director General John Whit-
ney called the proposals a recipe
for ‘junk radio’ and said that he
regretted the government’s deci-
sion, but still hoped the IBA
could retain a role in the field of
engineering and  transmitter
provision. W

AIRC’s Cautious Welcome

New entrants to the British radio
scene are facing a cautious wel-
come from the industry’s present
trade association, the Association
Of Radio Contractors (AIRC)
and marketing body, the Radio’s
Marketing Bureau (RMB)

So far no one has really consi-
dered how the two organisations
will cope if a flood of new sta
tions wish to join the present set-
up. But RMB’s chief Geoff
Moffatt is keen to encourage
them. “I would hope that mem-
bership of RMB would be on
offer to any station who wished to
join," says Moffatt, pointing out
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Riddell
that a larger number of members
could reduce the unit fee for
each.

Will AIRC allow them into
the fold? “We took a policy deci-
sion way back in principal to offer
them membership,” says Brian
West, Director AIRC, “though
we haven’t gone into details yet.”
AIRC will now be bringing for-
ward those discussions on detail,
but as both West and Moffatt con-
cede, much depends on how soon
realistically the new stations will
appear under the Radio Authori-
ty. This could take two or three
years to set up.l

Pirates’ Progress

Anti-piracy Levy For Videos

London - The British Videogram
Association (BVA) hopes to raise
well over £ 1 million annually
from an antipiracy levy on pre-
recorded video cassetes. Money
raised from the scheme, which
seems set to be approved, would
be earmarked for the Federation
Against Copyright Theft’s cam-
paign to hammer the pirates.
Under the plan, around one or
two pence would be levied on
sell-through tape and up to 15
pence on rental tapes. The
scheme, welcomed by the Video
Trade Association, which repre-
sents many of Britain’s estimated
14000 dealers, could be opera-

tional within three months, VTA
Chairman Derek Mann com-
ments: “It’s of paramount impor-
tance for the industry to be seen
cleaning up its act, and such a
piracy levy would do just that.”
The levy proposal was first
put forward by the VTA in 1986
but rejected as unworkable by
FACT. Now the situation has
changed and there are indications
that video piracy in the UK is
again on the increase. More than
220 new movies were pirated
against 130 in 1986. Some in-
siders say video piracy is worth
up to £ 150 million annually and
accounts for 20% of viewing.l

London - Superstar David Bowie
is lending his support to homeless
charities. Various paraphernalia
from his recent Glass Spider tour
in Australia have been donated to
the London based Shelter organi-
sation for the homeless, includ-
ing a saxophone and a guitar.

Radio Survey - Bavaria -
German Is “In”

Munich - Bavaria is one of Ger-
many’s richest, most diversified
radio landscapes. While state-
owned Bayerischer Rundfunk
(BR) captures 32.8% (BR 1 -
general programme) and 41.6%
(BR 3 - pop programme) of all
Bavarian listeners daily, local pri-
vate broadcasters from Aschaf-
fenburg and Wurzburg in the
north and Fussen in the south are
trying to claim a share of the
market.

Munich, Bavaria’s capital,

most successful private broad-
caster with 304% of the au-
dience, claims to play as much
good German-language product
as possible but feels let down by
the record industry. He thinks the
record companies do not release
enough German-language pro-
duct but too many foreign licence
recordings.

Freiwald is happy when he
can contribute to the success of
groups like Trio Rio and Mun-
chener  Freiheit. While pop

offers the biggest
of privates of any German city.
Small specialist stations such as
Jazz Welle exist side-by-side with
well-established.  mass-market/
pop-oriented stations like Gong
or Radio Munchen.
