Third Quarter German
Music Sales Show 8% Drop

The retail value of the German
music industry remained stagnant
over the third quarter of 1992
compared with same period last
year, rising by just 0.6% to
DM654 million (app. US$436
million), according to preliminary
BPW figures.

Unit shipments by BPW mem-
ber companies (including club
sales) show a different story how-
ever, slumping by 8% on the
same period last year to 57.2 mil-
lion units. Over the period Jan-
vary to September 1992 the pic-
ture is even worse, with unit
shipments declining by 12.5% to
143.4 million units. The retail

value of the industry over the first
three quarters has increased by
2% to DM1.8 billion.

The recession is continuing to
hit the German industry hard and
many industry executives say
consumer confidence has sunk as
low as it was in the early '80s,

French Locals Unite At Lost,—
Sign Ad Deal With Radio Music

Twenty local and regional
independent radio stations have
formed an economic interest
group (known in France as a
GIE), for the first time since
the development of FM radio
in France.

The group, carrying the
name "Les Indépendants,” has
signed an exclusive sales repre-
sentative deal with Europe 1
Communications' subsidiary
Régie Radio Music (RRM) for
national advertising. IP, which
represents full-service AM net
RTL and EHR web Fun, also
competed for the deal.

The stations in the group
represent together 2.8-3.0% of

the total audience in France.
Joining "Les Indépendants” in
RRM are Europe 2 (AC), Sky-
rock (EHR) and RFM (AC).
Observers say the deal could
bring an additional Ffr20-25
million (US$4.1-5.2 million) a
year in advertising revenues to
independent stations. The rev-
enues will be split between the
stations. Local advertising will
continue to be sold by local

operators.
According to recent Médi- |
ametrie rating, an RRM |

spokesperson says the rep is
now the leading FM advertis-
ing force since based on the
addition of the independent sta-
tions. "This deal is in the inter-

Carrere Music Assures
Greater Focus On Artists

m Former  inde-
pendent compa-
ny Carrere has been shaping up
its structure and image since its
acquisition by Warner in May
1990, shedding its reputation as a
somewhat classic example of "70s
showbiz/opportunistic style of
music business.

The company, now working
under the name Carrere Music,
establishes France as the next
country in continental Europe
where Warner has two fully oper-
ational companies, such as CGD
and Warner in Italy and Warner
and East West in Germany.

Carrere Music is now moving
from being a hit-oriented compa-
ny to one that concentrates on
artists, focussing on national as
well as international -acts. Claude
Carrere, founder of the company
, remains president, but no longer
has operational input. He has
decided to focus his activities in
the TV and production business.

Yvan Taieb was appointed
MD of Carrere Music in March
1991, and, like his counterpart at
WEA Music Philippe Laco,
reports to Marco Bignotti, presi-
dent of Warner Music for France,
lItaly and Greece. Comments
Taieb, "Our situation is a bit dif-
ferent from other companies. As
Bignotti oversees the operations
in three countries, he gives the
MDs a great deal of autonomy.

"Carrere was a very efficient
company for hit singles and com-
pilations, but it had almost no
artist development. We have now

changed the focus of the compa-
ny." Taieb set up a new A&R
structure, which he describes as
"a sort of French East West,"
headed by Franck Langolf.
Signed to the label are Antoine
Essertier, Rakoto (from Mada-
gascar) Lina and La Strada, in
association with producer Michel
Eli. Taieb says his goal is "to
develop these acts both in France
and internationally the same way
we develop Italian or German
acts in France."

In addition, Carrere Music is
working closely with two inde-
pendent labels, Olivier Picasso's
Welcome imprint, whose roster
includes tennis player turned
singer Yannick Noah, and the
Orlanda label, with artists such
as dance act Indra and Frédéric
Chateau.

Taieb has also created the
company's first marketing depart-
ment, headed by Mark Foster,
formerly from WEA UK, it has
three different services: Interna-
tional, with. Jean-Noel Ogouz in
charge of the Atlantic, East
West, CGD and East West Ger-
many labels; national, with
Christophe Bihl (ex-BMG); and
special marketing (position to be
filled). Taieb says the promotion
staff, consisting mainly of former
Carrere staffers, will be reorgan-
ised soon to take into account
changes both in the company and
in the market. Carrere Music
doesn't handle classical products,
jazz or videos. All these cata-
logues are concentrated at WEA
Music.

The company has its own

sales force of 22 people, distinct
from WEA's, headed by Robert
Juarez. Taieb calls this "an asset
for both WEA and Carrere
because it is coherent and allows
harder work on more products
than with just one sales force. li is
obvious that Warner's goal in
dividing the structures is to be
able to develop more acts and, in
the end, increase its global market
share. For example, Atlantic's
turnover in France increased by
70% compared to last year, with
the development of Marc Cohn
and Jimmy Nail, and I view it as
a direct result of this new divi-
sion. There were simply too many
products for the Warner team to
work efficiently on all of them.
Another way to expand is to
develop a catalogue of local acts.
That's what we are starting at
Carrere. Today our turnower is
more or less Ffr300 million (app.
US$60 million), with a 70/30
split between international and
national products. My ambition is
to reach a 50/50 split by the end
of next year."

WEA has also decided to
increase its local catalogue,
although this year, Warner France
has concentrated on international
catalogues. "We have spent too
much time on compilations,”
says Taieb. "There is no doubt
that we were neglecting the basis
of our business—the artists. Even
though we have problems expos-
ing our artists in France, with less
room on FM stations, and a real
crisis of variety programmes on
TV, it is vital to develop a local
roster."

Protests Meet Municipal Radio Law

m Private nets in
Spain are pro-
testing against the royal decree
regulating the allocation of
municipal radio station licences
approved by the council of minis-
ters on October 23. The decree,
covering allocation requirements
and specific details, complements
the Municipal Radio Law (March
12,#1991), and paves the way for
the creation of thousands of
municipality-run stations.

Led by the association of
private stations, AERP, private
nets have protested against
municipality-run  stations being
granted funding from both private
advertising and public funds.

The decree allows for the

autoriomous governments of the
provinces Catalonia, Basque,
Navarra, Andalucia, Galicia,
Canary Islands and Valencia to
grant FM licences to their
respective municipalities. Other
municipalities will have to submit
their  applications to  the
telecommunications directorate in
Madrid. The 10-year renewable
FM licences may be granted to
any of the over 8000
municipalities already existing in
Spain. Some 500 are already
operating illegally. Ministry of
Telecommunications spokes
person Juan Casado says the
licence will be granted after an
eight-month process. At least
1.000 municipal stations are
expected to be operational in a
year's time.

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GRP's Tenth Birthday
Boosts Attention For Jazz

m BMG  Ariola
Belgium's jazz
label manager Ronny Dasschott
is increasing investment in mar-
keting and promotion in conjunc-
tion with the 10th anniversary of
the GRP label, distributed by
BMG. As part of this move the
company has recently appointed
Michel Mary as manager of jazz
and classical repertoire, concen-
trating on promoting the cata-
logues and releases to the retail-
ers.

"More and more people in
Belgium are becoming interested
in jazz, and, with BMG
distributing GRP and labels such
as Novus and Bluebird, our share
in jazz has been boosted
substantially," says Dasschott.
“This is also thanks to artists such
as Ronny Jordan [Island] and
the recent Toots Tielemans
album Brazil Connection."

GRP's 10th anniversary is an
excellent opportunity to raise its
profile, he continues. adding,
"We have found out that many
people still do not know what
GRP stands for."

Alongside the free distribution
of a new jazz newsletter entitled
Jazz In, issued in French and
English by BMG's international
department, Dasschott has also
scheduled the sample distribution
of the "GRP 10th Anniversary
Collection" 3-CD set to key radio
programmers.

Says Dasschott, "We are
assessing the radio stations here,
and we have found that we have
far more possibilities for the GRP
roster. Take the repertoire on
Stretch Records, for example, or
Chick Corea's label with bluesy
material like Robben Ford." He
adds that although no GRP artists
are scheduled for the current
Belga Jazz Festival (October 23 -
November 14), the event is
boosting media attention for the

e
; ‘
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genre. "We now get phone calls
from other programmers than the
ones we usually work with," he
says. "The festival really wakes
people up. I am sorry to see that
the real jazz programmes are
scheduled on radio's less
interesting slots. We are lucky to
have people like Radio 21's Anne
Goreux, who play jazz during the
daytime hours."

Comments Radio 21 head of
music Christine Goor, "Right
now we are playing a lot of jazz,
also because of the Belga Jazz
Festival. With GRP we tend to
use material such as Larry
Carlton's Kid Gloves as it's very

accessible for our audiences."
Radio 21's policy is to have
four tracks on the daily 09.00-
18.00 playlist, but Goor says up
to six jazz and fusion tracks are
being broadcast this month. "A
lot of it has to do with the fact
that since last August we have

formed a small programme
committee, with Dominique
Debecker, Anne Goreux and

myself. We sit in the same room
and discuss the programme all the
time. This brings more 'line' in
the day-time programmes and
avoids repetition. Our audience
has boosted substantially over the
last weeks thanks to this policy.”

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EMI Boosts Radio,
TV Campaigns

| HoLLAND
Holland  has

stepped up its radio and TV mar-
keting activities to support the
large number of major releases
this quarter. The increased use of
the broadcast media is, according
to marketing director Willem de
Ruiter, a signal that EMI is still
full of optimism, despite the con-
tinued talks of recession in the
country. Unit shipments for the
first half of the year declined 17%
(M&M September 19).

Says de Ruiter, "You read so
many negative things. We can't
reach the levels of previous years;
but those were, after all, top
years. The downfall was
predicted a long time ago, but
still everybody panics. These
campaigns show that we still
believe in the market."

Entitled "Simply The Best,”
some 13 campaigns have been
implemented and radio plays a
crucial role in this respect.
Comments de Ruiter, "Radio is a
very focussed medium, as it
allows you to reach audiences
round specific programmes at a
much cheaper price than TV."

Current album releases from
Roxette  (Tourism), Maggie
Reilly (Echoes) and Brian May
(Back To The Light) were
advertised with 20-second spots
on pubcaster Station 3 in
October. The radio campaign on
the Red Hot Chili Peppers's
‘Best Of album What Hits has
just kicked off and will run until
November 20.

Asked about the effectiveness
of radio advertising, de Ruiter

points to the great success booked
by the radio campaign for the
Crowded  House album
Woodface. "lt's always hard to
single out one particular
component in a campaign which
involves many other elements,
like point-of-sale, print
advertising, etc. But in the case of
Crowded House things worked
very well. We started advertising
the album after it had hit gold
[50.000 copies] and managed to
increase sales until  75.000.
Currently,  the  album is
approaching platinum.”

TV advertising has been
booked by EMI for album
releases by local stars Rob de
Nijs, Jan Vayne, Paul van Vliet
and international artists Sinead
O'Connor, Freddie Mercury,
Joe Cocker, Beatles and the
James Bond compilation. All
campaigns are supported by floor
displays, posters as well as a
special Simply The Best music
magazine, available free (with a
circulation of 100.000 copies).
This magazine will also be
inserted in Dutch weekly opinion
magazine HP/De Tijd and, in a
unique move, readers of the
publication’s recently launched
Sunday newspaper will receive
the magazine as well, followed by
an 18-track CD sampler.

Ex-Radio Veronica director Lex
Harding has had a long and
flamboyant history in Dutch
broadcasting, starting as one of
the founding members of Veroni-
ca in the '60s. On October I,
Harding left Radio Veronica after
a litigious dispute with manage-
ment over his attempts to start
what is now known as Radio
538. Colourful and controversial,
Harding talks to M&M about his
past, his plans for 538 and his
views on Holland radio.

M&M: How much nostalgia is
involved in setting up this sta-
tion?

LH: Quite a lot. VRON [Free
Radio  Broadcasting  Nether-
lands]—the legal entity behind
Radio 538—was in fact the name
of the original company for the
pirate station, founded in 1960.
That vanished a couple of years
later and became Radio Veronica.
538 was the frequency the station
was broadcasting on. Many of the
people who are going to work for
this station know everything
about our past and were quite
happy when we came up with the
name.

M&M: Is there a real market out
there for another commercial
cable station?

In a world where radio stations are usually consid-
ered by record companies as enemies, it is refresh-

ing and quite unusual to hear a top industry execu-
tive speak of "partners" when referring to radio

stations.

Philippe Vidalenc, Phonogram France's joint
general manager in charge of promotion, says that

this attitude is a result of a global
analysis of the market. He
explains, "Radio stations are not
doing the same job as we are. It is
a fact, and I accept it. Neverthe-
less, we are linked by one major
point: they rely on us for their pro-
gramming, and we need them for
the exposure. Taking that into
account, I believe it is possible to
establish a positive and sane rela-
tionship between us."

The consequence of this analy-
sis, adds Vidalenc. is that Phono-
gram "no longer puts all the radio
stations in the same basket. The
time has now come to have a more
specific approach to radio promo-
tion and be coherent. We cannot
dispatch all our products to all the
outlets. We have to take into
account the musical colour of the
stations. That's why I ask the two
'FM communicators' to know well

who they are talking to. which music suits them for
which target. For example, NRJ is large in its choic-
es; Fun's programming is close to NRIJ's; and Sky-
rock is more rock focused. Qur roster is large
enough to supply the needs of the different stations.
And when some of our songs have a cross-over
potential, we adapt our strategy. This is the case with
the new Bon Jovi single. I am sure that it can fit

NRIJ's programming as well as Skyrock's. It is up to
me to convince them. '

Reviewing the different type of stations, Vidalenc
praises M40's openness to novelty, saying that it has

brought a new attitude, being open to new acts and

play them quickly and extensively. "We are not used
to that. Usually you have to wait a few months

before a national network picks a
song.”

Vidalenc also points out that
the AM stations, Europe 1, RTL,
RMC and France Inter, are "just
as important as before,” even with
the surge of FM networks, espe-
cially because they devote a large
space to national products.

"Europe | is still open to new
music, although some complain it
doesn't play any longer new
releases. At RTL, Monique le
Marecis [head of musical program-
ming] remains the one that takes
the biggest risks. She is still
impassionated by music and
artists. At France  Inter,
Dominique Farran has the same
electric approach as Yves Bigot
[former music programmer],
which shows that they respect the
station and its history."

For Vidalenc, there is a tight-

ening in the promotional options, which prompts the
need "to be more present.” He says that he has the
will "to reach people in the regions," even by work-
ing with stations that are not on the Media Control
panel or the network of public local stations of
Radio France. "We have to be curious, look for
every possibility and motivate our team,

explains

Starts New Trend With Radio 538

LH: There is always a market for
quality. That's what we are going
to bring, quality radio, including
horizontal broadcasting, with the
best possible people. You have to
care about radio if you want to do
it in the proper way.
That's what was miss-
ing in the public sys-
fem.

M&M: You've been
fairly critical of the
public system. What is
your vision of how
radio is supposed to be?
LH: Real radio was introduced in
the Netherlands in 1974 when
Veronica was brought into the
public system. Radio should not
have nine different organizations
trying to look unified, as is done
with the publics. Then you're in a
situation where you're only one of
the nine players in the field. In
radio, there should be one manag-
er at the top and a team of coop-
erative people.

M&M: How do you compare
your idea of how things should be
to the American model?

LH: The system is not bad in the
US, but you cannot transform all
of these formats to a European or
Dutch = situation. Dutch radio
steals a lot from American radio,
including the bad things. There
are too many commercials in

American radio and the formats
are too tight. Radio should be a
friendly companion, one that is
there in the background if you
want, but one you can also listen
to if you wish.

M&M: Through the deal with
Murdoch-backed Sky Radio,
you will absorb Hit Radio into
your new station, yet your format
is a loose one. Where will your
audience come from?

LH: Our sound will be a mixture
of the sound that Radio Veronica

has broadcast through the years,
mainly Top 40, with oldies, some
rock programmes, whatever the
market demands. We will have an
area where we compete with
Radio 10 [gold], RTL Radio
[classic rock] and Sky
|[EHR]. Those stations
have different and
very useful formats,
but we will mainly get
our listeners from
Radio 2 and Radio 3.
M&M: There has
been a lot of talk on the part of
the pubcasters about their respon-
sibility to the public, particularly
in the face of the recent restruc-
ture. Does commercial radio also
have a responsibility to the public
and, if so, what is it?

LH: Of course, I believe that
every form of media has a
responsibility to the public. Radio
538 will attract a lot of young
people, because we will be target-
ing them. We also have a respon-
sibility to teach them about mat-
ters such as the environment, but
it has to be done in a way that
will draw them in and not cause
them to turn off the radio.

M&M: Through your deal with
Murdoch, you get the cable con-
nections of Sky's Hit Radio and
the studio facilities, and Hit
Radio disappears from the air.

How much control does that get
Murdoch in Radio 538?

LH: The deal with Murdoch is
the price we had to pay for the
cable connections. In order to get
a licence in time, it was necessary
to hook up with an existing sta-
tion like Sky. If you started now
trying to acquire the subscribers,
it would take too long. Sky's Hit
Radio had the cable connections.
Murdoch is one of the biggest
shareholders, but he will surely
not have the majority interest—
no one will have that.

M&M: Radio accounts for a very
small piece of the overall ad pie
in the Netherlands. What's the
prognosis for Radio 538. Is there
enough to go around?

LH: At this moment, the radio ad
pie in Holland is about Df1150
million (app. US$ 88 million) a
year. That's only 2-3%, low com-
pared to other countries, but it has
been growing every year. And it
is only just now, with the new
changes in the media law, that we
have the possibility of having real
commercial radio. We have some
commercially operated stations in
the Netherlands, but we don't
have real commercial radio and
we don't use promotions as effec-
tively as we could. For radio as a
whole, and especially for 538, the
prognosis is excellent.

Faith In Bon

The first half of the ‘'80s were a nightmare for hard rockers across Europe until Bon Jovi
came along. The American band, literally and stylisticly from the same block as Bruce
Springsteen, helped to re-establish the "loud ' proud” variant of rock. With the new
album and single "Keep The Faith," the process of rehabilitation of heavy rock on radio
and on the charts has kicked into high gear.

After a long absence it's always hard to
come back, but not so for Bon Jovi. Four
years after their New Jersey album, the
rockers from legendary Asbury Park came
back with a bang with Keep The Faith, the
October 4 released first single and title
track off the new album, at press time
already at number 6 in the Eurochart Hot
100 Singles.

Radio remained faithful to the lost sons
of the New Jersey scene as well, as noticed
by PolyGram international manager Peter

Shultz. "Out of the box it debuted at num-
ber 27 in M&M's EHR Top 40. That says
a lot about radio acceptance. We're very
happy that programmers all around Europe
seemed to share our opinion on this track.”

The album provides more reason to be
content. There are the typical Bon Jovi
sing-alongs like Woman In Love and Fear,
while there is also a radio friendly ballad
Bed Of Roses and even an epic 10-minute
track Dry Country. The currently much
sought-after ~ producer Bob  Rock
(Metallica and the Cult) has succeeded in
avoiding exaggeration, making it a very

consistent album which shows the band
from some unknown angles.

Stones-like blues rock has slipped in via
songs like I'll Sleep When I'm Dead and
Blame It On The Love Of Rock & Roll, the
logical result of lead singer Jon Bon Jovi's
Blaze Of Glory 1990 solo project. New
land is discovered on the single in a U2's
The Fly-fashion. Filtered vocals and indus-
trial rhythms make it hard to believe that
you're not listening to the Simple Minds
on the closing track Save A Prayer.

Comments Shultz on the musical direc-
tion, "It's not too much of a radical change.
They may have broadened their appeal, but
there's no risk of alienating their core fans.
You never know for 100% what will hap-
pen after a four-year absence, but the
response is so good that we don't have any
doubts in this instance. We get perfect sup-
port trom the band itself, which we brought
in for European promotion during
November. The release of the album has
been given a very high profile. We've
never had so many requests for in-store
promo material as with this album.

We have a close link-up with MTV
Europe, which broadcast on November 6

the New York 90-minute showcase of

October 29, an exclusive for all MTV affil-
jates." On the nights before and after the
broadcast the band performed live in
London and Paris as well. Continues
Shultz, "In order to sustain the album into
the Christmas market, we will hold an
advertising spot campaign on MTV Europe
until the end of November."

In the new year the band will embark on
a true world tour. The tour will be in
Europe from late March until the end of
April. How many gold and platinum
awards will have been gained by then? At
press time the album has shipped gold
(250.000 copies) in Germany alone.

New Fab 4 Win Heimat

From Brooklyn to
OBRNNAS Stuttgart, hip hop sees no

borders. Die Fantastischen 4 is the first
German-language rap act, and this is no one-
off parodist of the genre but a serious outfit.

' roll" these days you have to travel to
Denmark instead of the UK, where dance has
taken over. Danish rocker Henning Staerk
belongs to the last of the Mohicans and gets
strong support from the few British soul
brothers left.

Each album he releases contains at least
three or four songwriting contributions from
Mickey Jupp, the cornerstone of the London

latest Sterk album Small Town Saturday
Night is produced by Mike Vernon, whose
track record lists acts like Fleetwood Mae
and Dr. Feelgood.

The
remaining issues are divided
between a prestigious series of
world music recordings that
document what music director
Adrian Farmer describes as “the

classical music traditions of
national folk cultures,” and an
archive series of  vocal

performances by great singers
such as Enrico Cdruso, Rosa
Ponselle and Jussi Rjorling
culled from 78 rpm recordings,
and released under the rubric
Prima Voce.

The Prima Voce series, with
40 albums already out, ig a
pioneering effort at sound
reclamation. Engineers at Nimbus

than two meters across and 5.5
meters long. New digital
recordings are made by simply
capturing the rediscovered sound
of these ancient discs played on
the newly reconstructed and
enlarged gramophone.

Claims Farmer, “With this
series we have changed the shape
of the vocal archive market. We
deliberately set out to do that. We
wanted to put very popular
material from 50 or 60 years ago
back in the hands of the popular
listener, not just the specialist.”

Nimbus was the first British
company to commit to an all-CD
policy, in 1982, before the public
launch of the format in Europe.
By 1984 it had its own production
plant, still the largest in the UK
and which, in conjunction with
the newer plant in Virginia,
produces about 50 million CDs a
year.

MAINSTREAM VS. SPECIALIST DANCE:

A Difference As Clear As Day

»

Eose who claim the difference between mainstream dance and specialist club-style is day and night, could be say-
ing more truth than they realize. There's clear evidence that club-s;yle dance Iformats are popping up across Europe.

One of the determining factors would appear to be time slots—the

later the show, the harder the edge. M&M talks to

the people behind some of Europe's most influential dance programmes on how they define the two types of dance.

UNITED KINGDOM

ITALY

Dance music in Italy that is suitable for the dancefloors of
clubs and discotheques is not always radio-friendly, according
to Paolo Lauri, head of music at local R&B station Power
RV1 The Black Radio/Turin. The station devotes around 30%
of its daily programming to dance music, but Lauri admits,
"We include some underground dance but we're limited
because it just doesn't fit. Turin is a difficult city where the
public seem to be in love with Italian music." Lauri does find
space, however, for some acid jazz and rap. "It's not aggres-
sive rap," adds Lauri. "Acts and artists like Shabba Ranks and
Arrested Development fit the bill. We also have contacts
with record companies in the US which send us material
including some underground."

stations/networks/dominont progrommes in medium markefs or secondary broodcasters in major morkets. Most of these stations have on estimated average weekly reach of 200.000 fo 1 million listeners. Stations from smaller morkefs usually have an above-averoge level of reiail
influence. Silver (S): leading stations in smaller markets or secondary broadcasters in medium morkefs. Most of these stations have an estimated average weekly reach of 50.000 to 200.000 listeners. Statians from smaller markets usually have an aboveaverage level of retail influence.

Bronze (8): Smaller broadcast operations, individual programmes ot larger stations, certoin cable-only stafions, and/or dayparted blocks of programming on small market stations. Most of these stotions/ programmes reach between 15.000 and 50.000 listeners weekly. Small market
stations have at leost a moderate level of retail influence; lorger stations in this group may have a low level of retail influence.

Germany, Wolf D. Gramatke,
"A comparison between figures
of 1991 and 1992 is not very
helpful, as 1991 was a year of
unification euphoria. Sixteen mil-
lion Germans bought western
consumer goods which they had
not been able to lay their hands
on for more than 4() years, which
consequently caused a thrust for-
ward in sales. In 1992 we had to
adjust to a new economic climate,
while a long, hot summer caused
a pronounced weakness in
demand, leading to these particu-
larly strong losses in the third
quarter."

Vinyl formats have continued
to decline over the third quarter,
with the biggest slump in album

sales dropping 80% to just one
million units. The picture is much
the same over the period January
to September, where album sales
fell 78% over the same period in
1991.

Cassette shipments have con-
tinued to fall, declining 33% to
12.8 million units. CD shipments
increased 19% to 38.7 million
units - almost the same growth
pattern as this format has shown
over the first three quarters this
year standing at 19.8%.

Vinyl single formats show
much the same decline as the LP,
with 7" singles dropping 64% to
just 0.7 million units over the
third quarter and 12" singles
falling 34% to 0.4 million units.
CD singles show a healthy rise of
39% however, meaning that total
single sales show a rise of 1%.

ests of all parties, including the
advertisers, who will now have
the opportunity to run campaigns
on a lasger scale,” says the
spokesperson.

Regional MOR net RVS presi-
dent Eric Hauville calls the deal
with RRM a "breath of air" for
local stations and tips the creation
of the GIE as "a historical event."
He comments, "It took endless
discussions and more than 10
years to unite independent sta-
tions. Independents can now
show their strength."

A GIE allows companies shar-
ing a common interest to regroup
in order to defend their business
and set up collective deals. EHR
net Vibration's president Jean-
Eric Valli is president of the GIE,
with Hauville (RVS) and Marc
Zenou (Radio Star) as vice-pres-

idents. Other members of the
board are Daniel Perez (Radio
Scoop) and Alain Joyandet
(Radio 2000).

The GIE includes, among oth-
ers, Fréquence Ille/Rennes, Top
Music/Strasbourg, Ciel FM/
Lyon, Paradis/Brest, Alouette
FM/Vendée, Champagne FM/
Reims, Radio Nantes, and Radio
Tele Alsace/Strasbourg. Paris
world-music station Radio Nova
will soon join the GIE.

"Les Indépendants” are con-
sidering having a stand at the
forthcoming "Vive La Radio"
meeting in Paris in December.

Polydor, who released his debut
album We Are The Majority in
October protesting about the rise
in right wing violence against for-
eigners. J. has been spreading his
message at concerts in France and
is set to play in the UK this
month.

A new anti-fascist compilation
Gegen Nazis (Against Nazis) with
15 tracks by punk/new wave
bands, many from East Germany,
is being released next week by
German independent company
Rough Trade. This follows the
company's June release of Nur
Mut (featuring indie acts such as
Philip Boa and Fury In The
Slaughterhouse), which has sold
over 6.000 units and raised
DM30.000 (app. US$20.000) for
the anti-fascist organisation Pro
Asyl.

Involved in the Gegen Nazis
project is MD of dance/house
label  Vision  Soundcarriers
Thomas Beer who says he thinks
punk groups are much more suit-
ed to making a statement against
the rise of Nazi violence, than the
"normal” groups on the "Nur
Mut" compilation. "I don't think
it's a question of money or lack of
support by majors. | think the
problem in Germany has gone far
beyond that. There is a tendency
towards' nationalism  across
Europe, but Germany is definitely
the worst affected. This national-
ist trend has been brewing for
years and the re-unification of
Germany has allowed it to erupt.
I think all that compilations like
'Gegen Nazis' can do is give
moral support to people fighting
against this evil movement.”

Most of the profits from the
record sales will go to youth cen-
tres in the former East Germany,
which is where Beer says the root
of the problem lies. "There are
thousands of youths out there
who are disorientated and without
direction.”

Alarmingly, Beer says many
retailers in East Germany are
scared to stock anti-fascist
records in their stores and hide
them under their counters for fear
of Nazi violence.

Marketing manager of Rough
Trade Carsten Stricker says that
despite the recent flood of action
to support the pro-foreigner soli-
darity movement, much more
could be done. He says, "Many
companies aren't interested in get-
ting involved in anything if it
doesn't mean making money. It's
important that more people help
to raise awareness of this problem
and raise money to help combat
it."” He criticises companies who
sign up Nazi groups, "Companies
who sign up these groups must
have no conscience. What they
are doing is both short-sighted
and stupid. Small labels and
retailers just see these Nazi
groups as a way of making
money. The fact is if these
records were not so available,
they wouldn't be selling.”

An anti-fascist concert was
canceled in Bonn in September

after bomb threats from anti-fas-
cist extremists. They were
protesting against the inclusion of
the  group  Nationalgalerie,
signed to Sony Music Ger-
many's rock/alternative  label
Dragnet in the lineup, seeing the
band's name as reason to suppose
they has nationalist tendencies.
Comments Dragnet head of pro-
motion Sonja  Briiggemann,
"There is a developing neurosis

about right-wing extremism in
L4

Germany—highlighted by the
fact that a group with the word
'national’ in their name can be tar-
geted by anti-fascist extremists.
Nationalgalerie were playing at
the anti-racist concert to show
that they are against all the vio-
lence that's happening to foreign-
ers at the moment. It's obvious
where their sympathies lie, so I
find it incredible that someone
could ring up and threaten to
bomb them."

Briiggemann says the rise of
right-wing and fascist bands is
something -everyone is talking
about in/ the industry at the
moment. \ "There is a definite
trend for Nazi music developing
and young people are following it
just as they did hip hop," she
says. "There are staries and
reports about it all the time in
magazines and newspapers, even
in the teen magazines like Bravo.
We would never sign up a band
with a doubtful history. I think we
have a big responsibility as a
label.;

In Italy, the Mafia, Tangenti
and the corrupt government have
since been targets for protest. But
racism, too, is a growing problem
in a country with a large number
of African immigrants and a
increasing number of Yugosla-
vian gypsies and Polish, Russian
and Albanian refugees. Racism
first reared its head more than a
year ago with the burning down
of gypsy camps and savage
attacks against Africans. Racism
was also fuelled following the
recent election success of fascist
party MSI and the "federalist,"

but openly racist Lombard
League Party.
Major  artist  Antonello

Venditti performed at a free,
trade  union-organised,  anti-
racism concert in Rome recently
which attracted 200.000 people;
but it's left largely to the indie rap
and raggamuffin groups to voice
protest against racism, the mafia
or the government.

Nicola Pollastri, promotions
manager at Impulse, the promo-
tion arm of indie Media Records,
comments, "I think that major
acts and artists worry about their
image in terms of marketing and
promotion; and when some do
write anti-racist songs I think it's
a,studied move. Indie rap and
raggamuffin acts have nothing to
loose as they are mostly working
class kids who confront social
problems head on and these are
reflected through their music."

Luca De Gennaro, DJ at pub-
caster RAI station Stereo RAI,
says that anti-racism and anti-
Mafia are the main subjects for
[taly's rap and raggamuffin

groups. "The problem is that up
until now, many have not released
albums so there's not a great deal
of anti-racist product on the mar-
ket," he says. "It's still a live con-
cert phenomenon; but that will
change.”

De Gennaro lists rappers like
Il Generale and Frankie Hi-
Energy as good exponents of
anti-racism material. Hi-Energy
will release his debut album on
BMG, which will include the
song Libri Di Sangue (Books Of
Blood) that deals with racism in
Italy and the US following the
Rodney King episode. There are
also some good rap bands like
OTR from Varese and groups in
Sardinia and Sicily, which all
have anti-racism messages in
their songs, says De Gennaro.
Although he acknowledges that
racism is growing in ltaly, he
adds, "It may sound cynical, but it
will take a death before the vio-
lence committed by nazi-skins is
taken seriously. Up until now
they've just been viewed as
groups of stupid kids who get
interviewed on TV and in news-
papers."

The involvement of French
artists against racism and right-
wing movements is not new to
France. During the mid '80s the
surge of the National Front at
local and national elections creat-
ed much concern within the artist
community. In parallel to the rise
of right-wing leader Jean-Marie
Le Pen an organisation called
SOS Racisme has become more
and more active, attracting the
interest and support of a large
party of the artistic community.
Each year SOS Racisme holds a
huge free concert in Paris during
which dozens of artists perform
for free. Major artists including
Jean-Jacques Goldman and
Patrick Bruel have supported the
movement and Alain Baschung
even wrote a song based on the
slogan of the organisation
"Touche Pas A Mon Pote!"
(Hands Off My Buddy!). Never-
theless, some artists have criti-
cised SOS Racisme's obvious
political support of Francois
Mitterand during the presidential
election in 1988 and its stand
against the Gulf War in 1991. The
movement has lost Its power over
the past two years and has
become more of a stage for politi-
cal conflict.

FNAC Music deputy GM
Yves Bigot says one of the rea-
sons that France doesn't face the
same situation as Germany is that
the anti-racism movement antici-
pated the surge of the extreme
right. Comments Bigot, "Songs
like Daniel Balavoine's L'Aziza
convey an anti-racist message but
there are very few partisan songs
from either side - there was no
similar movement in France to
the UK anti-Thatcher Red Wedge
movement. The attitude of French
artists is rather different and is
more anti-racist orientated than
openly political.”

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Enduring Trend

While Madonna holds the top spot for the third consecutive week,
Tasmin Archer continues to gain stations (up 10 from last week)
and, if this trend endures, Sleeping Satellite might claim the EHR
Top 40 reign. If so, it would mark the first time in the history of the
EHR chart that a debut single claims the top position. Archer
continues impressive penetration in the UK, Italy and Holland, while
Denmark, Sweden and Belgium gain in importance. The only
markets where airplay has not yet begun are France and Spain.

All records in the top 10, except for positions 5, 7 and 10 gain
bullets, making new entries and big movers in the upper half of the
chart increasingly difficult, while there are some smaller jumps in the
top 10 for Vanessa Paradis, Bon Jovi and Michael Bolton. All three
acts have distinct regions where they score best; Paradis fares best in
the West-Northwest-Westcentral regions (France, Belgium, UK and
Holland); Bon Jovi enjoys its best spread in the South and Southw est
regions (Italy, Spain, Portugal; although the UK looks impressive
too), while Bolton is picking up most steam in the UK (and Spain).

Likely to enter the top 10 next week is Boyz 11 Men's End Of The
Road. Taken from the Boomerang soundtrack, it has occupied the top
slot of the Billboard chart for 13 consecutive weeks, the longest run
since Patti Page's 1950 classic, Tennessee Walrz. On EHR, the track
is quickly gaining speed especially in Germany, the UK and Benelux.

EHR welcomes the return of Whitney Houston, whose I Will
Always Love You is this week's highest entry at number 27. Featured
in the film The Bodyguard (in which Houston co-stars with Kevin
Costner), it is taking off in the UK, Holland, Italy and Norway.
Houston scored four times on EHR before: I'm Your Baby Tonight
(peak: number 1), All The Man That I Need (2), My Name Is Not
Susan (10) and the least successful—I Belong To You (38). MB
