Said Smokey: “ I don’t really know 
of any reason for this kind of personal 
identification, apart from the fact we 
use the same studios In Detroit all 
the time. And usually we pick from 
the same group of session musicians 
to back our singers.

“ Miss Wells had around eleven 
musicians on the * My Guy ’ session 
—nobody famous, just good Detroit 
musicians. We’re happy with the set 
up.”

Tamla-Motown should be happy. 
Founded by Berry Gordy Junior, 80 
per cent, of their records have made 
the American charts. The set up Is a 
close-knit one—Berry Gordy has his 
own music publishing company which 
handles everything he records, he runs 
a company that manages every artist 
he records and he promotes his own 
package shows—the “Motortown Revue” 
—with (you’ve guessed It) his own 
artists.

Smokey added: “ I started with 
him right at the beginning after he 
left Chess Records in Chicago. In 
fact the Miracles met up with him 
in the Chess Studios. Wo were one 
of the first groups he recorded and 
we’ve stayed on. He’s a great song 
writer too.
“ I was made vice-president of the 

Corporation about a year ago. Yes, 
I still sing with the Miracles, and 
I don’t know how I fit it all in some­
times. It’s a little headache at times 
but a pleasant one.”

Naturally, we got a big crowd, 
until we were moved on by the police 
with guns, so we didn’t argue. Any-

days before. Nobody had heard of 
us.
