WAS born in 1942 in Bromley, Kent, and my
name is Alain Blaikley.

“I was born and lived in quile an elite area, really, Bul
when 1 was about twelve, we moved in to Dagenham, and
all the locals took the mick about my rather cultivated
accent, So 1 had to start talking like a bit of a yob so that
I could be accepted—which is why 1 talk that way now,

AT SCHOOL, WITH BRIAN POOLE

“It's funny, but when we were in our first house, I was
living about a hundred yards away from Brian Poole. But
I didn't meet him until the age of fifteen, when we were at
school together. Then we formed a sort of Everly Brothers-
type act, and we used to play at parties, and that sort of
thing. We were just showing off, really., | remember when
I got my first guitar, and I used to take it on the bus and
tube trains, and Aash it about in its little plastic bag. Nowa-
days I'd be very embarassed if T had to carry my guitar in

a lube train, for all to see.

When 1 was in bospital, with some mipor iliness when | was a
kid, my brother got a drum kit. And when | got oul of hospital [ just
couldn'y stop plaving the thing. That’s what first ®of me inierested in
musle — in fact | started of as & drummer when we frst formed the
Tremaloes,

“in the early days of the group—whon we were all still at schoal—
it was my ambitlon to be & bandieacder, [t seemed (o me that drummers
always gnt 1o be bandleaders, amd hat was what 1 wanted o ba,

“We've always been called the Tremeloes, and from the very beginning
when Brian Poole and myself started the group off. we set out o make
It bfe, Thers have bLeen a I of chanees o the groap, but we've all
always had the same determination.

“Originelly, we were just the Tremeloes. Brian wasn'l featured in ihoss
dayd, although he was part «f the group, Then when we reached a high
envigh standard we auditloned for Decca, and broughi out our  fiest
record, That was in at leasi 1Bl—aboul five records before ‘Twisi And
Shout', We were convinced i1 was going to be a hit—lt was calleg ‘Twist
Litthe Simter.
