\VAS a little ashamed to say I was 
~ blues singer," said 8. 8. King 
talking about his early days, "But 
now I stick my chest out and say 
so ... " And in reality that. just 
about sums up the present 1968 
status or the Blues Boy King -
for years he was an obscure name. 

not ethnic enough for the blues purist, yet 
not pop-oriented enough for the kind or 
r ·n• b fans who supported Fats Domino, 
Chuch Berry, et al. · 

However, this is really the year for B. B. 
Kirig. He can .arrive in New York and play at 
Ute hard rock joints (Cafe Au Go Go, -FiU· 
mor,e East) and draw rave reaction from 
crowds that Include Jimi Hendrlx, Mike 
Bloomfield, Paul Butterfield, Eric Clapton, 
and so on. B. B. King has, in fact, come good, 
recognised as a man with an original style 
of pure-blues playing, 

"This kind or reaction from the white 
groups, and later their fans, has opened a 
lot of doors (or me," said B. B., on a recent 
New York visit. ''Now I'm not talking race--y 
and T'm not angry because people are SUP· 
posed to be copying us or anything like us 
We can spread it around a little and e,•cry• 
body makes a little bread. 

"I've been playing guitar and· singing blues 
for years and making a living. Not com~ 
plaining. Now, I (ind myself playing and get• 
ting written about as well. It's a good scene.•· 

Blues Boy King describes his own guitar 
playing as .. twingy" and is very strong on 
blending voice and guitar. "I can hear my• 
self singing what I play and that's the way 
I want ·11 to be. However I'm not satisfied, not

yet. I haven't quite got exactly what I want. 
- T want my guitar to sing likC a violin or 
a saxophone. I can hear it but can't quite 
get it." 

Certainly no lack o( variety for every kind 
of pop digger in New York. You can hear 
Tom Paxton singing his folk commentaries al 
the Bitter End, cross the Greenwich Village 
street and dig the latest l<ld in pop clubs, lhe 
very far out avant-garde jazz or Albert 
Ayler's Group. Lat.er you can lounge in the 
Park sippin' your wine while Ali Akbar Khan 
does his th_ing, or · wander down to the 
Museum of Modern Ari and dig the Rev. 
James Cleveland and his Gospel Singers in· 
an open air setting also, in the Museum 
Garden. Upcoming are the Ultimate Spinach, 
Vanllla Fudge, Buddy Guy, a soul Festival 
with Moms Mabley, Joe Tex, Percy Sledge, 
Pigmeat Markham . . . 

Fleetwood Mac breezed into New York 
last week and played a doomy few days to no 
particular crowds at a Broadwar discot.he~-~-

Result was a vttry turned on hard b]Ues 
group and a likewise audience. They shared 
the bill with the Pink Floyd who also 
grabbed some ovation - the Scene obviously 
believes in Backing Britain. 

Incidentally the Scene is gelling deserved 
reputation as the place to jam for musicians. 
Recently, Larry Coryell ( of lhe Gary Burton 
Group) played witJi Traffic, John Hammond 
entertained the Jefferson Airplane (or 
various members) , Jimi Hendrix sat jn with 
the McCoys, (If your mind is boggling at 
that, the McCoys have changed direction 
somewhat since their " Sloopy" days.

A LOT FOR INDIA 
I observed that Tho lleatles had already done a great 

deal !or India by making the West more conscious o! 
Indian art, by helping Indian tourism and, by giving the 
people some sense of pride lhat the world's most famous 
entertainers admired and drew from Indian music -
notably, of course, in George's own su perb "Within You 
Without You" on the Sgl Pepper LP. "Yes, I felt that was 
well worth doing," auid George. ''There are so many people 
who don't undcr,stand tho sentiments of '\Vllhin You \Vlth· 
out You'. They can't see outside themselves, thy're too 
self-important and can't see how small we all are."

RM'S JEWEL OF THE 
EAST TALKS TO 
GEORGE HARRISON 

Tbe dreaded subject of work was brought up. "Oh, we 
still work. only It's a different kind of work. We used to 
travel about getting in and out o! transport. hanging 
around airports. Now, it's office work.'' 

Office hours? "f,:;r, not ten to six exactly but we spc.nd 
a lot of our time behind desks. It's a pity, In a way, I'd just 
as soon concentrate on being a musician but we have to 
take care of business. And I do things because I like doing 
them. There's saUsfacllon to be had from trying to do a 
Job as well as you can. That's the trouble today, too few 
workers get any pleasure from their work . But say you're 
a car mechanic - you can really dig that work if you want 
to." 

CHEERFUL VIEW 
It is - I suggested - a goo<I deal easier to take this 

lofty, cheerful view when you're rich. Gcorgo didn't think 
money made much difference. A repQrter pointed out that 
most people have no choice, they arc FORCED to work, for 
money, at Jobs they hate - so money does make a differ• 
once. 

At which George became thoughUul and, instead of 
bluffing and arljlling madly away (which is the common 
tendency) , ho quietly agreed. It wasn't until tho subjC-Cl 
or luck \Vas brought up that he regained his confidence: 
''There's no such thing as luck - it's all cause ond effect.'" 

As George developed this familiar yoga theory I sneaked 
over to eavesdrop on what Paul was holding forth about. 
He was saying that pop music, like film cartoons, had not 
been treated seriously in the past because their idioms 
were unfamiliar to "serious" critics. "But thnt's all chang• 
ing and 1 have no doubt that in firt.y years' time they'll be 
talking about those 19th - or is It 20th - Century com• 
posers Lennon and McCartney, They'll be analysing our 
work. It's Inevitable." DAVID GRIFFITHS

To Mary" which, In a word, la a ballad . 
Asked how come, John explained : 

" I try to think about aonll$ from the 
pubUc's side - the only Wlf to think If you 
want to sell records. 'If I Only Had Time· 
struck me as very commercial, an euily 
flowing number. Maybe ll didn't plea,e aome 
critics but they're not the ones who buy the 
records. Anyway, tor tho next one - and 
for my ft rst LP - I recorded 21 aong1. All 
properly done. Did 10 many becaua1e we 
wanted to hav• plenty to cbooao from. There 
were seven! uptempo aongs, then rlchl at 
the tut minute Mltdl Murray and Peter 
Clllander brought along a demo of 'Hush 
. . . Not A Word To Mary'. It was pretty, well, 
maybe by Mitch, does he sine! Yes, 1 
thought ao. F.ven when I demo Is badly 
done I t ry to Imagine how it would aou nd 
In a studio with a full orchellt11 but with 
this one the re wu no need lo use much 
imaalnalion - I liked IL right away, So did 
my manager, Peter Cormley, a.nd arranger 
Mike Leander. They said lel'1 try IL. 

A LOT OF FAITH 
''No, the lyrics d.on 't embarrass me, J had 

a lot of faith In this one, right from the 
start" 

John had just completed his ft.rst week 
In British cabaret (at the Ba Ba Club. 
Barnsley, where ho broke all records - "a 
good start to my Oriti-sh cabaret career") 
and I Hked him how our audiences compare

TOM & ENGELBERT 
NEW LPS IN DEPTH 
I T IS unusual for a IJl&nager lo handle 

the TWO top disc males in t he "busi• 
ness. But then your actual Welsh 
manager Gordon Mills dabbles in the 

unusual. Hence, thls week, two most un, 
usual albums from two unusual talents . .. 
Tom Jones, every bit as Welsh ao Gordon. 
and Engelbert Humperdlnck, who isn't 
Welsh! 

Tom, or the two, is lhe senior citizen of 
the pop world. As from " It's Not Unusual", 
this ebullient, broad-shouldered, extrovert 
_character has dominated the scene to a mosl 
unusual degree. A world star , Tom . . . and 
I don't use tho description Ushtly. Nothing 
gimmicky about Tom, unless you count it a 
gimmick to be able to tranlllx an audience 
of thousands with the ease of an entomolo• 
gist transfixing a butterfty to • piece of 
cardboard. 

His album, then (replete with . sleeve notes 
from Pete Murray), features: Delilah ; \VO<iP• 
Ing Annaleah; One Day Soon; Laura; Make 
This Heart Of Mine Smile Asaln ; Lingering 
On; You can't Stop Love; My Elualve Dreams; 
Just Out o r Reach; OnlY A Fool Breaks His 
Own Heart; Why Can't I Cry; Take Me 
(Decca Sten,o SKL 4946). 

r needn't, presumably, dwell on "Delilah". 
"Annaleah", pronounced "Annaleeyer", ls a 
smooth, mid-temPO piece with neat touches 
In the arransement. To be honest, some of 
the rhymes In this struck me •• being re­
molclY corny . . . no matter though! In 
Tom's hands "Annaleeyer" stops weeping 
ANO sleeping. 

Then "One Day Soon" slows down and you 
hear a voice, a voice dedicated to make 
lyrlu come alive. A bit romantic, this, with 
a sort or yearning edge to the larynx. 
"Laura" Is NDT the Laura Immortalised by 
a movie themo-ll', a new Laura which gives 
Tom a chance to wallow in sadness , , . 
" tell me what HE'S got that I can't give you", 
No ml$laklng the tragedy here. 

"Make This Hear t": the sort or song that 
If you actually got to read the tyrlcs, you 
might say a quick "Oh, no. NO!" but once 
again you realiBe that Tom could actually 
sing the Mongollan telephone directory and 
still rnake It sound Uke an emotional ex• 
perience. Then lavish strings erupt for the 
side one closer "Linger ing On", a super­
smooth ballad- lndeed ballady smoothness 
ls the key-note or this album. Nothing start­
ling in t.he arrangement: just a simple sort 
of showcase {or tho voice. 

Paui;c to Aip over. Then flip over again as 
you hear "You Can't Stop Love". So he pro­
nounces "love" as "lurvoh" . . , so who cares? 
A voice soar ing against an ever building 
backing, with powering percusslo)l and • 
direct use of vocal dynamics. Somewhat 
glorious, thl<. Then a woody-windy, horn,y, 
country-styled "Elualve Dreams". This, may­
be, Is the Joncsian voice at its happiest, 
shades or "Green Green Grass" etc.-one 
bar only Is ls needed to recognise the sheer 
sense of style. 

"Just Out or Reach" Involved a big studio 
chorus, or so It sounds, and the song (with 

country,slyled piano behind) moves alOnK 
a t a re laxed middle tempo. Tom clearlY liv• 
ing the scene of a somewhat thwarted young 
chap. "Only A Fool" next, al pretty much 
the same tempo, with chattering strings and 
a wealth of living In the voice. Maybe that's 
ii, In emnce: Tom has a lived-In voice. On 
"'Vhy Can't I Cry", he yearns again­
plaintive and subUe-phrased with the skill 
laboriously assembled. 

On to "Take Me"-another full-blooded 
ballad. If there Is a momentary feeling or 
cr iticism, it's the slmllarlty or song. But for 
those who prefer a belting bach to a weep­
ing Welshman - well, you've been well 
catered for. A stand-out album by a stand• 
out star. 

Then comes Engelbert Humperdlnck's 
album "A Man Without Love"-A Man With · 
out Love; Can't Take My Eyes Off Of You: 
From Here To Eternity: Spanish Eyes: A 
Man And A Woman; Quando, Quando, 
Quando; Up, Up And Away; Wonderland 
By Night; What A Wonderful World : Call 
On Me; By The Time I Get To Phoenix; The 
Shadow Or Your Smile (Decea Stereo SKL 
4939). 

Whlle Tom is ffery, Engelbert is superbly 
smooth. That's not to say predictable, be• 
cause his vocal style is •nythlng but that. 
He's been going quite a few years now, 
lear ning his trade and sort of soaking up 
the POP atmosphere. "A Man Without . • . " 
needs no introductory hand-shake. The Andy 
Williams' biggie comes up beautifully next­
Engelbert. microphone caressing with both 
hands and tonsils, tugs out the relaxed. con· 
trolled joy of the whole thing. 

"From Here To Eternity'' has been sung 
by many "great11"-and ono can only say 
that Engot inJcCt8 his own romantic Rpirit 
of Inventiveness . .. Spanish Eyes" is supreme 
in ii& lesson or exactly HOW to hit • note 
with true pitch ... plus a way o{ presenting 
LA rhythms without becoming a drag, "Man 
And \Voman'"-oh, come ON , , . you know 
thls one. ''Quando" somehow swirls along. 
with a Johnny Ha.rris arrana;cment that is 
at once simple and complex (Yeah? Yeh!) 
and again underlines Engel's arlislry, 

The side two opener did a big favour for 
the Johnny Mann Singers, and Engel treats 
it to a solo voice performance that enhances 
a commercial-plus number. Could be that 
"Wonderland By Night" is the best showcase 
{or his phrasing abilities - lea.slways I 
thou11h1 so. Not a great song but brought 
neatly to life. The next ballad is strong, too 
-Louis A. could never sing II QUITE like 
this! That's for Bure. 

"Call On Me" i5 another familiar item. 
" Dy The Time I Get To PH--N,X" is most 
definitely too familiar. And u magnificent 
"Shadow 0 1 Your Smile" finale, delicately 
laid out In Jan form - a superb ballad, 
,uperbly sung. AJ\d the sleeve notes, as ii 
rnore authority was needed, are rrom God· 
Irey Winn. 

Two fine ftve,star albums. Musicianly, 
stylish and by two gentleman artistes with 
the same manage.r. It JS unusual! P.J.
